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=»Outcomes

Not a diagnosis: A lot of different dimensions into this indicator
allowing to represent troubles, symptoms, conditions / causes or
conseqguence of disability;

An opportunity to collect under-reported informations on mental
diseases and symptoms;

Possibility to account for additional risk factors of reduced social
participation and to suggest a better management of the health
situation;

Opportunity to explain some differences in the disablement process
(gender, social, country...).

=» Did you test if some of the items are « strong enough » to target the
population with « disabling fatigue »?
