Statistics and data collections

• Collect appropriate data to guide decision making and 
policy implementation

– Inline with UN fundamental principles of official statistics

– Information be appropriately disaggregated, e.g. by age and 
gender

• Effective dissemination of data making it accessible to 
various stakeholders
