NIOSH is in the process of submitting a regulatory proposal to HHS to remove
STAFF the exclusion of Chronic Lymphocytic Leukemia (CLL) from the types of cancer
EXECUTIVE SECRETARY for which NIOSH conducts radiation dose reconstructions and for which
EEOICPA claimants may be compensated. NIOSH has developed a
methodology to conduct radiation dose reconstructions for CLL, which would
allow nuclear weapons workers with this cancer to potentially be compensated.
COMMITTEE MANAGEMENT Implementing such a change falls within the regulatory discretion of HHS.

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Should HHS proceed with making regulatory changes regarding CLL, the Board would advise
HHS on the rulemaking.

NIOSH reported to Congress in December, 2009 on its evaluation of the relationship between
radiation exposure and cancers that are not currently included on the "specified cancers" list.
As you know, this list specifies the types of cancers that can be compensated under the SEC
provisions of EEOICPA. The NIOSH report identified basal cell carcinoma as a skin cancer
that is similarly "radiogenic" in nature as other cancers on the specified cancer list. There is no
further action required on the part of NIOSH or the Department of Health and Human Services
(HHS) with respect to this report. The specified cancer list is established in EEOICPA and can
be amended only by legislation.
