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CDC American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Funding


Section 317 Immunization

CDC was directly appropriated $300.0 million in the Recovery Act for Section 317 Immunization. On April 2, Vice President Joe Biden officially launched the program in a press release noting that the "Administration plans to make $300.0 million in vaccines and grants available to ensure more underserved Americans receive the vaccines they need."

Section 317 funds 64 immunization programs, including all 50 states, the District of Columbia, 5 urban areas, the U.S. territories, and selected Pacific Island nations. Examples of planned activities for Recovery Act resources include: 

· Reaching more children and adults to expand the number of people vaccinated and thus protected from vaccine preventable disease in the U.S. 

· Conducting innovative initiatives for improving reimbursement and vaccination in schools and the community. 

· Increasing national public awareness and knowledge about the benefits and risks of vaccines and vaccine-preventable diseases.
· Strengthening the evidence base for current vaccine policies and programs, with a focus on recently recommended vaccines. 

Healthcare-Associated Infections (HAI)

The Recovery Act allocated $50.0 million to the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) to "be provided to states to carry out activities to implement healthcare associated infections reduction strategies." CDC worked closely with HHS and many operating divisions across the department to develop a proposal for the funding that would extend the reach of the HHS Action Plan to Prevent Healthcare-Associated Infections. Of the total funding amount, CDC was allocated $40.0 million. CDC will fund states to enhance state and local efforts to prevent and reduce HAIs by: 

· Creating or expanding state-based HAI prevention collaboratives. 

· Enhancing states' abilities to assess where HAIs are occurring and evaluate the impact of hospital-based interventions in other health care settings. 

· Building a public health workforce in health departments to lead state-wide initiatives and ensure progress towards the national prevention targets outlined in the HHS Action Plan.

Communities Putting Prevention to Work
The Recovery Act appropriated $650.0 million to HHS for evidence-based clinical and community-based prevention and wellness strategies that deliver specific, measurable health outcomes. The program, titled Communities Putting Prevention to Work (CPPW) will expand the use of evidence-based strategies and programs, mobilize local resources at the community-level, and strengthen the capacity of states. The initiative has a strong emphasis on policy and environmental change at both the state and local levels and will: 
· Increase levels of physical activity;
· Improve nutrition; 
· Decrease obesity rates; and, 
· Decrease smoking prevalence, teen smoking initiation, and exposure to second-hand smoke. 
CDC will manage the entire funding amount for HHS and will directly receive $604.1 million.

Information Technology (IT) and Security
With Recovery Act resources, HHS will enhance efforts to improve the security of HHS computer systems and networks and protect sensitive data regarding public health, Medicare and programs that serve millions of children and families across the country. Through this program, CDC received $31.9 million: 

· $27.8 million to conduct HHS work across the department, including: 

· Managing a program for HHS related to Security Incident Response & Coordination; 

· Expanding the capabilities of the recently established HHS Computer Security Incident Response Center (CSIRC), which is co-located with the CDC Security Operations Center; and, 

· Coordinating actions to monitor, detect, react, and mitigate (or prevent) attacks against HHS and OPDIV systems. 

· $4.0 million to improve CDC internal cyber security efforts and systems. 
Patient Centered Health Research (formerly Comparative Effectiveness Research)
The Recovery Act allocated $1.1 billion for comparative effectiveness research and created the Federal Coordinating Council for Comparative Effectiveness Research to coordinate comparative effectiveness research across the Federal government. The Council was specifically responsible for developing recommendations for the $400.0 million allocated to the HHS Office of the Secretary. CDC submitted proposals for the competitive funding, and was allocated $32.45 million for the following activities:
· $10.0 million –  Prevention Research Centers 
· $20.0 million –  Cancer Surveillance
· $2.45  million –  Tobacco Cessation

Health Information and Technology (HIT)
The Recovery Act allocated $2.0 billion to HHS for HIT, at the discretion of the Office of the National Coordinator for Health IT. The funds were designated to modernize the health care system by promoting and expanding the adoption of health information technology by 2014. CDC submitted proposals for the competitive funding, and was allocated $30.575 million for the following activities:
· $15.0 million – Interoperability of Electronic Health Records and Immunization Registries 

· $14.5 million – Electronic Laboratory Reporting between Public Health and Clinical Care 
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
