The estimated numbers of adults and adolescents given a diagnosis of AIDS from 1996 through 2006 is displayed by region. Beginning with 1996, the highest estimated number of persons with a diagnosis of AIDS was in the South, followed by the Northeast, West, and Midwest.



After a period of decline from 1996 through 2000, the estimated number of persons with a diagnosis of AIDS stabilized in all regions through 2006.
