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The Washoe County District Health Department has identified two environmental health issues that need to be addressed in the Solid Waste Management Program: 1) extending the service-life of the local landfill and, 2) achieving the State’s mandated 25% recycling rate. Staff agreed to address these issues simultaneously by developing the Greenwaste Diversion and Recycling Plan to reduce greenwaste disposal at the landfill to increase its life expectancy and to develop commodities from greenwaste generation (compost and mulch) to enhance the County’s recycling rate.

This report examines the process involved in developing and initiating the Greenwaste Diversion and Recycling Plan in the Washoe County Health District. The report will discuss the Plan’s successes to date, outline the steps required to complete the execution of the Plan, and discuss potential hurdles and conflicts which may arise during the process.
