Our main concerns centre around the proposed requirement to collect and store
[and electmnically transmit if necessary) information on passengers' contact
details. Before proceeding with plans to set up a separate system effective only
for a small number of contagious diseases, we would recommend the CDCconsult
with colleagues at the Department for HomelandSecurity who are working on
parallel information-gathering projects for security and immigration purposes.
Developinga stand-alone system purelyfor quarantine purposes would be
prohibitivelyexpensive for airlines, particularly in light of the rare occasions when it
wouldbe needed.
