Demonstration of Health Impact in the Field of Injury Prevention and Control:

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention defines health impact using specific criteria enumerated below.  Nominations should address one or more criteria as appropriate and relevant.  For each relevant criterion, please complete a description of how the nominee demonstrates health impact.  Descriptions should emphasize impact achieved and be no more than one page per criterion.  

Criterion 1: Improving health of large and diverse populations.

· Promote and support injury prevention and control practices across different settings (home, school, recreation, etc).

· Promote and support injury prevention and control measures that span the lifecycle (measures that target infants, older adults, etc).

· Identify the respective roles of the public and private sectors and encourage various sectors to bear responsibility for the reduction of injuries.

· Reduce the burden of injuries among diverse populations. 

· Improve health outcomes due to injury and violence prevention among diverse populations.

Criterion 2:  Reducing or eliminating health disparities.

· Improve injury prevention and control practices among an underserved, at-risk, or minority population.

· Engage underserved, at-risk, or minority populations in behaviors that facilitate the prevention of injuries and violence.

· Mobilize various organizations and entities to prevent risks for injuries and violence that disproportionately and adversely impact underserved, at-risk, or minority populations.

Criterion 3:  Accelerating adoption of healthy behaviors.

· Predispose, enable, and reinforce factors that influence decisions and actions that prevent injuries and violence.

· Mobilize communities, organizations, and decisionmakers to adopt injury prevention and control practices and/or models.

· Target interventions and prevention strategies to facilitate healthy behaviors that reduce the risk of injuries and violence. 

Criterion 4:  Achieving greater efficiency of core public health infrastructure (e.g., laboratories, surveillance, workforce development).  Improve ease and frequency of collaborative work within the field of injury prevention and control.

· Create and diffuse best practices at the national or state/local level.

· Build expertise and knowledge in the field of injury and violence prevention.

Criterion 5:  Preventing the decline of population health status in the wake of a biological, occupational, terrorist, or environmental disaster or event.

· Establish partnerships across sectors for rapid assessment, casualty prediction, hospital capacity information, and patient care.

· Educate emergency care and public health providers about each others’ role and enhance collaboration among various sectors.

· Create disaster plans that are developed locally, involve public health and emergency care, and are exercised regularly.

· Train injury prevention and control experts to respond to and prepare for various types of disasters. 
Criterion 6:  Increasing prevention effectiveness health impact per dollar invested.

· Refocus programs or research opportunities from low to high impact using existing funding.

· Develop or enhance partnerships to leverage resources.

· Impact policy or widespread adoption through cost-effective practices.
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
