Subject: Clarification on the Purpose of Posting Standard Test Protocols

The STPs listed are the protocols currently catalogued by NPPTL. These protocols are in some
cases dated as a result of various policy interpretations and NPPTL is actively involved in
updating these protocols to incorporate any changes that have been made in the years since these
the protocols were first developed. We also intend to indicate where policy decisions contribute
to the interpretation of the regulation.
