Seven states have reported cases to date. Less than half of these cases under investigation have been culture-
confirmed infections with £. coli 0157 to date, and food consumption/restaurant histories are incomplete.

State Activities (rec’d via State Department of Health Websites 12/7/06):

Pennsylvania

. The Pennsylvania Department of Health is investigating four cases of £.coli in Montgomery County as part
of a multi-state outbreak that began in New Jersey.

. Three of the cases have confirmed eating at a Taco Bell restaurant in Montgomery County. However, no
specific food source has been associated with the contamination causing the outbreak at this time.

» Two individuals were hospitalized, but have since been released.

New Jersey

. 40 cultures confirmed or possible cases are being investigated in Middlesex, Somerset, Union and Camden
counties. Food histories have been taken in 24 of the cases and 23 of the individuals who became sick ate
at a Taco Bell restaurant. They became sick between Nov. 20 and Nov. 29, possibly Nov, 30.

. At least 28 cases have been culture confirmed for E. coli, but are pending further test results to determine if
they are part of the same strain and are linked to the same outbreak.

. The New Jersey Department of Health and Senior Services is recommending that all Taco Belis in New
Jersey receiving food from the McLane Foodservice, Inc. of Burlington discard all current food supplies and
clean and sanitize their facilities.

. NJDHSS has been working closely with the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),
neighboring state and local health departments, New Jersey's local health departments, and Taco Belt Corp.
regarding the ongoing investigation of statewide cases of E. coli associated with Taco Bell.

. Taco Bell Corp. issued a nationwide press release, available at www.tacobell.com. According to the press
release, Taco Bell Corp. has announced that three samples of green onions were found to be presumptive
positive for E. coli 0157:H7 by an independent testing laboratory. As a strictly precautionary effort, Taco
Bell Corp. has removed green onions at all of its approximately 5,800 restaurants nationwide.

. In light of the epidemiological investigation and Taco Bell's announcement, as a precautionary step,
Department of Health and Senior Services Commissioner Fred M. Jacobs, M.D., J.D. requests that Taco
Bell restaurants WITH associated, culture-confirmed E. coli 0157 cases take the following actions:

Prioritizing Media Sources
There are numerous sources of news reports and, depending on the kind of event you're
working with, it will be more important to monitor particular kinds of sources. This will
primarily affect the data collection task: you should focus your efforts on collecting data
from sources of highest priority first and work your way down the list as time allows.

This section describes the kinds of media sources that will be available and then lists the
categories of events and the priority of media sources for each.

Media Sources

You will be collecting news stories/articles from three major kinds of media sources. For
each type there are several more specific sources that you will be working with and these
are described below.

Media Source 1: Television
1. News broadcasts by local TV stations that are network affiliates. There is typically
an early morning, early evening and late evening broadcast.
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2. National news broadcasts by the major networks (ABC, NBC, CBS). There are
early morning and early evening editions.

3. Cable TV news broadcasts (CNN, MSNBC, FOX). The cable networks have
headline segments shown periodically throughout the day.

The form of data collected from television will vary. Text/transcripts may be
available for some stories. For other stories you may have access to a recorded video
clip and in still other cases you may be watching live coverage.

Media Source 2: The Internet
Note that there is considerable overlap here with television sources, since many
television networks also have websites.

1. Cable News websites: CNN, FOX, MSNBC, BBC

2, TV Network Sites: CBS, ABC

3. News Portals: Yahoo!.News, AOL News

Data from internet sources will be collected as text.

Media Source 3: Newspapers

1. National papers: New York Times, Washington Post, USA Today, Los Angeles

Category 3: International
These are events with significant public health impact on people in parts of the world
outside the U.S. (e.g., the Sumatra-Andaman earthquake and tsunami of 2004). In such
cases the specific location of the event will affect the sources of most interest. For
example, some locations may not have local newspapers or television. But a beginning
priority is:

1. Cable news channel headline segments

3. Internet news sites: CNN “World” section, BBC

4. National network news broadcasts

5. National newspapers

Because of the probable overlap between the content of television broadcasts and their
corresponding websites, priority in collecting from Internet sites should be given to the
news portals (AOL, Yahoo! News).

Flexibility in Prioritizing Sources

Finally, it is important to note that the character of an event can change as time passes,
For example, a food-borne illness that begins as a Domestic-Local event may become a
Domestic-National event if cases begin to appear across the country. As a result, the
prioritization of media sources is somewhat fluid. If you are unsure about the type of
event you are working with and the media source priority, consult with the RT lead.

¢ Immediately report ajl suspected and confirmed cases of STEC infection or HUS to
the New York City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH).

¢ Send suspect and culture confirmed STEC (including E. coli 0157:H7) isolates to
the Public Health Laboratery (PHL) for confirmation, serotyping, and pulsed-field
gel electrophoresis (PFGE).

o Timely submission of STEC specimens is crucial to facilitate prompt
recognition and investigation of potential outbreaks of E. coli O157:H'.

o Laboratories should send original stool specimens (or broths) to PHL when
patient are Shiga toxin positive, even in the absence of culture confirmation.

Dear Colleagues,

Due to an increase in E. coli O157:H7 cases in jurisdictions surrounding New York City,
DOHMH wishes to remind physicians to consider Shiga toxin producing E. coli (STEC) in the
differential diagnosis for patients presenting with bloody diarrhea, diarrhea with fever, hemolytic
uremic syndrome (HUS) or thrombocytopenic purpura (TTP). Epidemiologic investigation of



the cases outside of New York City to determine the likely source is ongoing. The New York
City Department of Health and Mental Hygiene has not received a report of E. coli O157:H7
infection among New York City residents since November 1, 2006. DOHMH receives an
average of 25 cases per year.

The E. coli O157:H7 bacterium causes diarrhea that is often bloody and accompanied by
abdominal cramps, and fever may be absent or mild in adults. The illness typically resolves
within a week. However, some patients, especially young children and the elderly, may develop
HUS. HUS is characterized by the acute onset of microangiopathic hemolytic anemia, renal
injury, and Jow platelet count. Treatment is supportive; anti-diarrheal medications and
antibiotics are not recommended as both have been associated with adverse outcomes.

DOHMH reminds healthcare providers to specifically request testing for STEC (including & coli
O157:H7) in individuals, especially children, who present with bloody diarrhea, hemolytic
anemia, or renal failure. E. coli O157:H7 is not detected by standard methods used for other
common bacterial enteric pathogens. The medium of choice for isolation is sorbitol-MacConkey
(SMAC) agar. Laboratories should attempt to isolate E. coli 0157 :H7 in addition to
standard testing for detection of Shiga-toxin producing bacteria.

In order to completely investigate these reports it is necessary for all suspect and culture
confirmed STEC (including E. coli 0157:H7) isolates to be forwarded to the Public Health
Laboratory {PHL) for confirmation, serotyping, and pulsed-field gel electrophoresis
(PFGE). As laboratories are increasingly using non-culture based methods (e.g., rapid
diagnostic tests for shiga toxin production), laboratories should send original stool specimens (or
broths) to PHL when a patient is Shiga toxin positive and either culture negative or no culture
test was done. Specimens that are both shiga toxin negative and culture negative do not need to
be forwarded.

All suspect STEC isolates should be forwarded to NYC DOHMH’s Public Health Laboratory
(PHL) for confirmation, serotyping, and PFGE. Labs which are only performing rapid
diagnostic testing to determine shiga toxin production should forward all original stool
specimens or broths to PHL for culture. Please forward cultures and specimens to:
