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COOPERATIVE RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
Articlel. Introduction

This Cooperative Research and Development Agreement (CRADA) between PHS and the
Collaboraorswill be effectivewhen signed by all Parties. The research and development activities
which will be undertaken by each of the Partiesin the course of this CRADA are detailed in the
Research Plan (RP) which is attached as Appendix A. The funding and staffing commitments of
the Parties are set forth in Appendix B. Any exceptionsor changesto the CRADA are sa forthin
Appendix C. This CRADA is made under the authority of the Federal Technology Transfer Act,
15 U.S.C. 83710a and is governed by itsterms.

Article2. Definitions
Asused in this CRADA, the fol lowing terms shall have the indicated meanings:

2.1  “Affiliate’ means any corporation or other business entity controlled by, controlling, or
under common control with a Collaborator. For this purpose, “control” means direct or
indirect beneficial ownership of at |east fifty (50) percent of the voting stock or at least fifty
(50) percent interest in the income of such corporation or other business.

2.2  "Cooperative Research and Development Ageement" or "CRADA" means this
Agreement, entered into by PHS pursuant to the Federal Technology Transfer Act of 1986,
as amended, 15 U.S.C. 3710a et seq. and Executive Order 12591 of October 10, 1987.

2.3  "Government" means the Government of the United States as represented through
the PHS agency tha is a Party to this egreement.

2.5 "Invention" meansany invention or discovery which isor may be patentable or otherwise
protected under title 35, United States Code, or any novel variety or plant which isor may
be protectable under the Plant Variety Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 2321 et seq.).

2.6  "Principal Investigator(s)" or "PIS' means the persons designated respectively by the
Parties to this CRADA who will be responsible for the scientific and technical conduct of
the RP.

2.7  "Proprietary/Confidential Information" means confidential scientific, business, or
financia information provided that such information does not include:

"Research Materials' means all tangible materials other than Subject Data first
produced in the performance of this CRADA.

"Resear ch Plan" or "RP" meansthe statement in Appendix A of the respectiveresearchand
development commitments of the Parties to this CRADA.

"Subject I nvention" meansany Invention of the Parties, conceived or first actually reduced
to practice in the peformance of the Research Plan of this CRADA.

"Subject Data" means all recorded information first produced in the performance of this
CRADA by the Parties.

Article3. Cooperative Research

Principal Investigators. PHS research work under this CRADA will be performed by the
PHS laboratory identified in the RP, and the PHS Principal Investigator (Pl) designated in
the RP will be responsible for the scientific and technical conduct of this project on behalf
of PHS. Also designated i n the RP arethe Collaborator Plswho will be responsible for the
scientific and technical conduct of this proj ect on behalf of the respective Collaborators.

Research Plan Change. The RP may be modified by mutual written consent of the
Principal Investigators Substantial changes in the scope of the RP will be treated as
amendments under Article 13.6.

Article4. Reports

Interim Reports The Parties shall exchange formal written interim progress reportson a
schedule agreed to by the PIs, but at leag within twelve (12) months after this CRADA
becomes effective and at least within every twelve (12) months thereafter. Such reports
shall set forth the technical progress made, identifying such problems as may have been
encountered and establishing goal sand objectivesrequiring further effort, any modifications

to the Research Plan pursuant to Article 3.2, and identify Subject Inventions pursuant to
Article6.1.

Final Reports The Parties shall exchange final reports of their results within four (4)
months after completing the projects described in the RP or after the expiration or
termination of this CRADA.

Article5. Financial and Staffing Obligations

PHSand Collaborator Contributions. Thecontributionsof theParties, including payment
schedules, if applicable, are set forthin Appendix B. PHS shall not be obligaed to perfarm
any of the research specified herein or to take any other action required by this CRADA if
the funding isnot provided asset forth in Appendix B. PHS shall return excess fundsto the
appropriatefunding Collaborator when it sendsitsfinal fiscal report pursuant to Article 5.2,
except for staffing support pursuant to Article 10.3. Collaborators acknowledge that the
U.S. Government will havethe authority to retain and expend any excessfundsfor up to one
(1) year subsequent to the expiration or termination of the CRADA to cover any costs
incurred during the term of the CRADA in undertaking the work set forth in the RP.

Accounting Records PHS shall maintain separate and distinct current accounts, records,
and other evidence supporting all its obligations under this CRADA, and shall provide the
Collaborators afinal fiscal report pursuant to Article 4.2.

Capital Equipment. Equipment purchased by PHS with funds provided by the
Collaborators shall be the property of PHS. All cgital equipment provided under this
CRADA by one party for the use of another Party remains the property of the providing
Party unless other disposition is mutually agreed upon by in writing by the Parties. If title
to thisequipment remainswith the providing Party, that Party isresponsiblefor maintenance
of the equipment and the costs of itstransportation to and from the sitewhereit will be used.

Article 6. Patent Applications

Reporting. The Parties shall promptly report to each other in writing each Subject
Invention and any patent applications filed thereon resulting from the research conducted
under this CRADA that is reported to them by their respective employees. Parties shall
report all Subject Inventions to the other Parties in sufficient detail to determine
inventorship. Such reports shall be treated as Proprigary/Confidential Information in
accordance with Article 8.4.

Filing of Patent Applications Each Party shall be responsible for filing its solely owned
patent or other IP applications in a timely manner and at its own expense and after
consultation with the other Parties. Parties with ownership rightsin ajointly owned Subject

Invention will consult with each other and mutually determine a filing strategy for such
jointly owned Subj ect Inventions.

Patent Expenses. The expenses attendant to the filing of patent or other IP applications
generally shall be paid by the Party filing such application. If an exclusive license to any
Subject Invention is granted to a Collaborator, that Collaborator shdl be responsiblefor all
past and future out-of-pocket expenses in connection with the preparation, filing,
prosecution and maintenance of any applications claiming such exdusively-licensed
inventions and any paents or other IP grants that may issue on such applications. A
Collaborator may waiveits exclusive license rightson any application, patent or other IP
grant at any time, and incur no subsequent compensation obligation for that application,
patent or |P grant.

Prosecution of I ntellectual Property Applications. Within onemonth of receipt or filing,
each Party shall provide the other Parties with copies of the applicationsand al documents
received from or filed with the relevant patent ot other IP office in connection with the
prosecution of such applications. Each Party shall also provide the other Parties with the
power to inspect and make copies of all documents retained in the patent or other IP
applicationfilesby the applicable patent or ather |P office Wherelicensingiscontemplated
by aCollaborator, the Partiesagree to consult with each other with respect to the prosecution
of applicationsfor PHS Subject Inventons and joint Subject Inventions. If the Partiesagree
that a particular Collaborator shall file and prosecute IP applications on joint Subject
Inventions, then that Collaborator agrees to grant to all other joint owners of the Subject
Invention an associate power of attorney (or its equivalent) on such IP applications.

Article7. Licendng

7.1

Option for Commercialization License. With respect to Government IP rights to any
Subject Invention made solely or jointly by PHS employees for which a patent or other |P
application is filed, PHS hereby grantsto Collaborator A an exclusive option to elect an
exclusive or nonexclusive commercialization license, which issubstantially in the form of
the appropriate model PHSIicenseagreemert. Inthe event Collaborator A does not elect
an exclusive commercialization license PHS will offer Collaborator B an option to elect
an exclusive or nonexdusive canmercialization license, which is substantially in the form
of the appropriate model PHS license agreement. This option does not apply to Subject
Inventions conceived prior to the effective date of this CRADA that arereduced to practice
under thisCRADA, if prior to that reduction to practice, PHS has filed a patent application
on theinvention and haslicensed it or offered to licenseit to athird party. Thetermsof the
licensewill fairly reflect thenature of the invention, the relative contributions of the Parties
to the invention and the CRADA, the risks incurred by the Collaborator and the costs of
subsequent research and devel opment needed to bring theinventionto the marketplace. The
field of use of the license will be commensurate with the scope of the RP.

Exerciseof License Option. The option of Article 7.1 must be exercised by written notice
mailed withinthree (3) monthsafter either (I) Collaborator receiveswritten noticefrom PHS
that the patent or other 1P application has been filed; or (ii) thedate Collaborator files such
IPapplication. Exercise of thisoption by the Collaborator ini tiates a negotiation period that
expires nine (9) morths after the exercise of the option. If the last proposal by the
Collaborator has not been responded to in writing by PHS within this nine (9) month period,
the negotiation period shall be extended to expire one (1) month af ter PHS so responds,
during which month the Cdlaborator may accept in writing the final license proposal of
PHS. In the absence of such acceptance, or an extension of the time limits by PHS, PHS
will be free to license such IP rightsto others. In the event that the Collaborator elects the
optionfor an exclusivelicense, but no such licenseis executed during the negotiation period,
PHS agrees not to make an offer for an exclusive license on more favorable terms to a non-
collaborating party for aperiod of six (6) months without first offering Collaborator those
morefavorableterms. These times may be extended at the sole discretion of PHS upon good
cause shown in writing by the Collaborator.

License for PHS Employee Inventions and Joint Inventions Pursuant to 15 U.S.C. §
3710a(b)(1)(A), for Subject Inventions made under this CRADA by aPHS employee(s) or
jointly by such employee(s) and employees of a Collaborator and licensed pursuant to the
option of Article 7.1, the Collaborator grants to the Government a nonexclusive,
nontransferable, irrevocable, pai d-up license to practice the invention or have theinvention
practiced throughout the world by or on behalf of the Government. In the exercise of such
license, the Government shall not publicly disclose trade secrets or commercial or financia
informationthat is privileged ar confidential withinthe meaning of 5 U.S.C. 552(b)(4) or
which would be considered as such if it had been obtained from a non-Federal party.

Licensein Collaborator Inventions. Pursuant to 15 U.S.C. § 3710a(b)(2), for inventions
made solely by Collaborator employees under this CRADA, or for inventions made olely
by employees of both Collaborators, the respective Collaborator grants to the Government
a nonexclusive, nontransferable, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice the invention or
have the invention practiced throughout the world by or on behalf of the Government for
research or other Government purposes.

Third Party License. Pursuantto 15U.S.C. § 3710a(b)(1)(B), if PHSgrantsan exclusive
licenseto a Subject Invention made wholly by PHS employeesor jointly with aCollaborator
under thisCRADA, the Government shall retain theright to requirethe Collaborator togrant
to aresponsible applicant anonexclusive, parti ally exclusive, or ex clusive sublicenseto use
the invention in Collaborator’ slicensed field of use on terms that are reasonable under the
circumstances, or if the Collaborator failsto grant such alicense, to grant thelicenseitself.
The exercise of such rights by the Government shall only be in exceptional circumstances
and only if the Government determines (1) the action isnecessary to meet health or safety

needs that are not reasonably satisfied by Collaborator, (ii) the action is necessary to meet
requirementsfor public use specified by Federal regulations, and such requirements are not
reasonably satisfied by the Collaborator; or (iii) the Collaborator has failed to comply with
an agreement containing provisions described in 15 U.S.C. 3710a(c)(4)(B). The
determination made by the Government under this Articleissubject toadministrative appeal
and judidal review under 35 U.SC. 203(2).

Joint Inventions Not Exclusively Licensed. In the event that a Collaborator does not
acquire an exclusive commercialization license to IP rights in all fields in joint Subject
Inventions, then each Party with ownership rightsinthat joint Subject Invention shall have
the right to use the joint Subject Invention and to license itsuse to othersin all fields not
exclusively licensed to a Collaborator. The Parties may agree to ajoint licensing approach
for such IP rights.

Article8. Proprietary Rightsand Publication

Right of Access. PHS and the Collaboraors agree to exchange all Subject Data produced
in the course of research under this CRADA. Research Materialswill be shared equally by
the Parties to the CRADA unless other disposition is agreed to by the Parties. All Parties
to this CRADA will be free to utilize Subject Data and Research Materials for their own
purposes, consistent with their obligations under this CRADA.

Owner ship of Subject Dataand Research M aterials Subject to the sharing requirements
of Paragraph 8.1 and the regulatory filing requirements of Paragraph 8.3, the producing
Party will retain ownership of and title to all Subject Inventions, all Subject Data and all
Research Materials produced solely by their investigators. Jaintly developed Sulject
Inventions Subject Daa and Research Materialswill be jointly owned.

Dissemination of Subject Data and Research Materials To the extent permitted by law,
the Collaboratorsand PHS agreeto usereasonabl e effortsto keep Subject Dataand Research
Materials confidential until published or until corresponding patent applications are filed.
Any information that would identify human subjects of research or patients will always be
maintained confidentially. To the extent permitted by law, each Collaborator shall havethe
exclusiveright to use any and all CRADA Subject Datain and for any regulatory filing by
or on behalf of that Collaborator, except that PHS shall have the exclusive right to use
Subject Datafor that purpose, and authorize othersto do so, if the CRADA isterminated or
if the Collaborator abandons its commercialization efforts. Collaborator A shall have the
exclusive right to use any and all CRADA Subject Data for any regulatory filings filed
jointly by or on behalf of both Collaborators, except that PHS shall have theexclusiveright
to use Subject Data for that purpose, and authorize others to do o, if the CRADA is
terminated or if both Collaborators abandon their commer cidization efforts.

Proprietary/Confidential Information. Each Party agrees to limit its disclosure of
Proprietary/Confidential Informationto the amount necessary to carry out the Research Plan
of this CRADA, and shal place a confidentiality notice on al such information.
Confidential oral communications shall be reduced to writing within 30 days by the
disclosing Party. Each Party receiving Proprietary/Confidential Information agreesthat any
information so designated shall be used by it only for the purposes desaribed in the attached
Research Plan. Any Party may object to the designation of information as
Proprietary/Confidential Information by another Party. Subjed Dataand Research Materials
developed solely by the Collaborators may be designated as Proprietary/Confidential
Information when they are wholly separable from the Subjed Data and Research Materials
developedjointly with PHSinvestigators, and advance designation of such dataand material
categories is set forth in the RP. The exchange of othe confidential information, e.g.,
patient-identifying data, should be similarly limited and treated. Subject Dataand Research
Materia derived from the Research Plan that isjointly developed by PHS may be disclosed
by either Collaborator to athird party under a confidentiality agreement for the purpose of
possible sublicensing pursuant to the Licensing Agreement and subject to Article 8.7.

Protection of Proprietary/Confidential Information. Proprietary/Confidential
Information shall not be disclosed, copied, reproduced or otherwise made available to any
other person or entity without the consent of the owning Party except asrequired under court
order or the Freedom of Information Act (5U.S.C." 552). Each Party agreesto useitsbest
effortsto maintain the confidentiality of Proprigary/Confidential Information. Each Party
agrees that the other Party is not liable for the disclosure of Proprietary/Confidential
Information which, after noticeto and conaultation withthe concerned Party, the other Party
in possession of the Proprietary/Confidential Information determines may not be lawfully
withheld, provided the concerned Party has been given an opportunity to seek a court order
to enjoin disclosure.

Duration of Confidentiality Obligation. The obligation to maintain the confidentiality of
Proprietary/Confidential Information shall expire at the earlier of the date when the
information is no longer Proprietary Information asdefined in Article2.7 or three (3) years
after the expiraion or termination dae of this CRADA. A Cdlaborator may request an
extension to this taem when necessary to protect Proprietary/Confidential Information
relating to products not yet commercialized.

Publication. The Parties are encouraged to make publicly available the results of their
research. Before any Party submits apaper or abstract for publication or otherwise intends
to publicly disclose information about a Subject Invention, Subject Data or Research
Materials, the other Parties shall be provided thirty (30) days to review the proposed
publication or disclosure to assure that Proprietary/Confidential Information is protected.
The publication or other disclosure shdl be delayed for up to thirty (30) additional days
upon written request by any Party as necessary to preserve U.S. or foreign patent or other
IPrights.

PHS hereby represents and warrants to the
Collaborators that the official signing this CRADA has authority to do so.

Termination By Mutual Consent. PHSand the Collaboratorsmay terminatethisCRADA,
or portions thereof, or terminate a Collaborator from the CRADA at any time by mutual
written consent. In such event the Parties shall specify the disposition of all property,
inventions, patent or other IP applications and other results of work accomplished or in
progress, arising from or performed under this CRADA, dl in accordance with the rights
granted to the Parties under the terms of this Agreement.

Unilateral Termination. PHS or any Collaborator may unilaterally terminatethis entire
CRADA at any time by giving written notice to the other Parties at least thirty (30) days
prior to the desred termination date, and any rights accrued in property, patents or other |P
rightsshall be disposed of as provided in paragraph 10.1, except that PHS may, at its option,
retain funds transferred to PHS prior to unilaterd termination by Collaborator for usein
completing the Research Plan solely or with another partner.

Staffing. 1f thisCRADA ismutually or unilaterally terminated prior toitsexpiration, funds
will nevertheless remain availableto PHS for continuing any staffing commitment made by
a Collaboraor pursuant to Article 5.1 aboveand Appendix B, if applicable, for aperiod of
six (6) months after such termination. If there are insufficient funds to cover this expense,
that Collaborator agrees to pay the difference.

New Commitments No Party shall make new commitments related to this CRADA after
amutual termination or notice of a unilateral termination and shall, to the extent feasible,
cancel dl outstanding commitments and contrads by the termination date.

Termination Costs Concurrently with the exchange of final reports pursuant to Articles
4.2 and 5.2, PHS shall submit to the Collaborators for payment a staement of all costs
incurred prior to the date of termination and for all reasonable termination costs including
the cost of returning Collaborator property or removal of abandoned property, for which the
respective Collaborators shall be responsible.

Pending the resolution of any dispute or claim pursuant to this
Article, the Parties agree that performance of all obligations shall be pursued diligently in
accordance with the direction of the PHS dgnatory.

INVENTION ORPRODUCT.

Indemnification. Collaborators agree to hold the U.S. Government harmless and to
indemnifythe Government for al liabilities, demands, damages, expensesand lossesarising
out of the use by the Collaborators for any purpose of the Subject Data, ResearchMaterials
and/or Subject Inventions produced in whole or part by PHS employeesunder thisCRADA,
unless due to the negligence or willful misconduct of PHS, its employees, or agents. Each
Collaborator shall be liable for any claims or damages it incursin connection with this
CRADA. PHS has no authority to indemnify the Collaboréators.

ForceMajeure. No Party shall beliable for any unforeseeable event beyond itsreasonable
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control not caused by the fault or negligence of such Party, which causes such Party to be
unable to perform its obligations under this CRADA, and which it has been unabe to
overcome by the exercise of due diligence. In the event of the occurrence of such aforce
majeure event, theParty unable to perform shall promptly notify the other Paties. It shall
further use its best efforts to resume performance as quickly as possible and shall suspend
performance only for such period of time as is necessary as a result of the force majeure
event.

None of the provisions of this CRADA shall be considered waived by any Party
unless such waiver is gven in writing to the other Paties. The falure of a Party to insist
upon strict performance of any of the teems and conditions hereof, or failure or delay to
exercise any rightsprovided herein or by law, shall not be deemed awaiver of any rights of
any Party.

Sever ability. Theillegality or invalidity of any provisions of thisCRADA shall notimpair,
affect, or invalidate the other provisions of this CRADA.

Amendments If any Party desires a modification to this CRADA, the Parties shall, upon
reasonable notice of the proposed modification or extension by the Party desiring the
change, confer in good faithto determine the desirability of such modification or extension.
Such modification shall not be effective until a written amendment is signed by the
signatories to this CRADA or by their representatives duly authorized to execute such
amendmert.

Assignment. Neither this CRADA nor any rights or obligations of any Party hereunder
shall be assigned or otherwise transferred by either Party without the prior written consent
of the other Parties.

Notices. All notices pertaining to or required by this CRADA shdl bein writing and shall
