The Vaccine Tracking System (VTrckS) Grantee Advisory Committee (GAC): Introduction and Accomplishments

Background

· The GAC first convened in July 2008 to ensure that grantee immunization program needs were well represented throughout the development of CDC’s Vaccine Tracking System (VTrckS).  Two central activities of the GAC have been to 1) review VTrckS plans and 2) develop related recommendations.

 Membership

· Nathan Crawford is the CDC lead of the GAC and the two co-chairs are Jan Hicks-Thomson (WA) and Gary Rinaldi (NY).

· There are currently 21 members of the GAC, which includes representatives from 13 grantees (several grantees have more than one representative) and leadership from the Association of Immunization Managers (AIM) and the American Immunization Registry Association (AIRA).

Significant Accomplishments

· Formation of and participation in 6 specialized workgroups.

· Development of more than 100 programmatic and technical recommendations including: 

· Development of a VTrckS – External Information System (ExIS) interface document

· Recommendation of a VTrckS pilot period

· Recommendations on how the Contact Center could respond to various types of vaccine order-related questions and issues

· Recommendation for customized doses administered forms and provider profiles

· Recommendation to not require NDCs in inventory

· Recommendation for temperature log input

2010 Opportunities

· At least three GAC workgroups will be formed in 2010 in these areas of VTrckS development:

· User testing

· Change management (grantee/provider training, education, etc)

· Users group and evaluation

· Watch for opportunities to be involved in the development of VTrckS in these and other ways.
