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VMBIP Updates

· The VTrckS project will have a kick-off meeting with Lead subject matter experts (SMEs) on June 4, 2008.  All SMEs have been notified that the next phase of blueprint, review, and acceptance will begin on June 5, 2008.  This phase will ensure that the needs of CDC, grantees, and providers are well represented in the solution design.  We will keep you informed as new information becomes available.
· McKesson Specialty Distribution has been alerted to some instances in which providers have found vaccine packages left out on their doorstep.  When providers have a FedEx signature release on file, it allows FedEx to drop off any FedEx package without a signature.  CDC and McKesson cannot override the signature release on file for McKesson shipments.  You may want to consider recommending that your providers cancel their signature release on file; however, such a cancellation will apply to all packages (vaccine and otherwise).

Vaccines on Allocation DTAP-HIB, HEPB-HIB, HIB (TriHIBit, PedvaxHIB and ActHIB) and FLU


Vaccines placed on backorder during the most recent week: DTAP-HIB (415 doses) – low inventory at Memphis was depleted.  Additional inventory en route ; TD (2210 doses) – Manufacturer was shipping short-dated vaccine and CDC chose to wait until full shelf-life was available before reordering. Inventory was ordered last week and should arrive in the next few days
