ANNOUNCEMENTS

Janet Kelly announced the second Grantee Advisory Committee face-to-face meeting could be scheduled ½ day on Thursday and ½ day on Friday after the Program Managers meeting, if everyone still agreed that this was a good time to meet. Everyone agreed.  

DISCUSSION POINTS
Approval of the August 12, 2008 Minutes

The Committee discussed changes to the minutes, which included (1) the date for the minutes should be August 12, 2008 not July 29, 2008 and (2) Shawn Box should be listed as a participant on the call.

Angela Sorrells-Washington motioned to approve the minutes with proposed changes, and seconded by Elaine Lowery. Approved by all.

Discussion – Ending Inventory Survey

Therese Hoyle presented on the ending inventory survey.  The committee suggested the following modifications:

1.  Add paper/electronic as a choice if individuals answering the question cannot choose more than one answer per row.  
2.  Stress minimum requirements in the overall description. 

3.  Ask VFC programs if they defer orders or withhold vaccine if support documentation is not submitted with an order.  

4. Add “other” as an option to questions so that users may comment if they have a different answer than what is on the screen.

Therese Hoyle is going to modify the survey and send it out to the committee for review.

Discussion –  VTrckS External Interface System Blueprint Phase Workgroup

Janet Kelly presented the VTrckS External Interface System Blueprint Phase Workgroup scope document.  The document described the purpose of the meeting, the proposed VTrckS EIS Blueprint Phase Workgroup Members, VTrckS EIS Workgroup Members Role, Expectation and Time Commitment, and the action items.  Shawn Box suggested CDC add Vaccine Managers that use VACMAN as a category for member representation at the meeting.  Dan Hopfensperger suggested an acronym change. Although the primary focus of the ExIS workgroup will be to identify and develop messaging content for an ExIS vaccine ordering interface to VTrckS, Shawn Box suggested 1-2 Data Transport subject matter experts as workgroup members who can provide input to the workgroup on whether the business content is compatible with existing message transport mechanisms.

Committee members also decided on ExIS as the acronym for the workgroup.  Committee members will provide Therese Hoyle with names of members to be on this committee, which could include themselves.
