Which children need to be scheduled for Hib vaccine

· If the child is less than 12 months of age and has received zero, one, or two Hib doses, schedule him/her for the first or next dose(s) immediately with a minimum of four weeks between the doses. These children will need one booster dose when the Hib vaccine shortage is over.
· If the child is between 12 and 14 months of age and has not had any doses of Hib vaccine, schedule appointments for two doses, eight weeks apart.  


· If the child is between 12 and 14 months old and has received Hib vaccine but did not complete the primary series before they turned 1 year old (i.e. had 1 dose of the Merck product OR 1-2 doses of the sanofi product), schedule an appointment for 1 additional dose, a minimum of eight weeks from the last dose.


· If the child is at least 15 months of age  but less than 5 years of age and has not received any doses of Hib vaccine OR has not completed the primary series (i.e. had 1 dose of the Merck product OR 1-2 doses of the sanofi product), schedule an appointment for one dose.

· If the child is 5 years old or older and hasn’t received any Hib vaccine, Hib vaccine is not necessary.

· Healthcare providers may find the childhood immunization scheduler helpful to determine catch-up schedules for children who are in need of additional doses of Hib (http://www.cdc.gov/vaccines/recs/scheduler/catchup.htm).   

· Note: these recommendations are not for children at increased risk of disease, such as those children with sickle-cell disease, leukemia, HIV and other immune system problems, no spleen, or American Indian/Alaska Native children.
