General Mortality

Summary tables containing crude, age-specific, and age-adjusted death rates; death rates by cause; maternal mortality; and
deaths for the 50 largest metropolitan areas. Detailed tabdations of deaths by cause for the United States and each State.
Data shown by age, sex, race, Hispanic origin, cause of death, month, date of death, report of autopsy, status of decedent
when death occurred in hospital or medical center, place of death, marital status, educational attainment, and State or
country of birth. Data on deaths due to Human immunodeficiency virus itiection are shown in separate tables.

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SECTION 6- LIFE TABLES - PAGE 1

Death rates for a specific period maybe summarized by the
life table method to obtain measures of comparative longevity.
There are two types of life tables —the generation or cohort life
table and the current life table.

The generation life table provides a “longitudinal” perspec-
tive in that ‘it foIlows the mortality experience of a particdar
cohort, all persons born, in the year 1900, for example, from the
moment of birth through consecutive ages in successive calen-
dar years. Based on age-specific death rates observed through
consecutive calendar years, the generation life table reflects the
mortality experience of an actual cohort from birth until no lives
remain in the group. To prepare just a single complete genera-
tion life table requires data over many years. It is not feasible to
construct generation life tables entirely on the basis of actual
data for cohorts born in this century (l). It is necessary to
project data for the incomplete period for cohorts whose life
spans are not yet complete (2).

The better-known current life table may, in contrast, be
characterized as “cross sectional.” Urdike the generation life
table, the current life table does not represent the mortality
experience of an actual cohort. Rather, the current life table
considers a hypothetical cohort and assumes that it is subject to
the age-specific death rates observed for an actual population
during a particular period. Thus, for example, a current life table
for 1991 assumes a hypothetical cohort subject throughout its
lifetime to the age-specific death rates prevailing for the actual
population in 1991. The current life table may thus be charac-
terized as rendering a “snapshot” of current mortality experi-
ence, and shows the long-range implications of a set of age-
specific death rates that prevailed in a given year. In this section
the term “life table” refers ordy to the current life table and not
to the generation life table.

The life table program

Three series of life tables are prepared by the National
Center for Health Statistim+omplete, provisional abridged,
and final abridged. The complete life tables for the U.S.
population contain life table values for single years of age. They
are based on decennial census data and deaths for a 3-year
period around the census year and have been prepared since
1900. The provisional abridged life tables contain values by

5-year age groups and are based on a 10-percent sample of
deaths. The final abridged life tables {referred to in this section
as “abridged life tables”) also contain values by 5-year age
groups but are based on a complete count of all reported deaths.

In response to a growing number of requests for postcensal
life table values, a series of abridged life tables was initiated in
1945. Available annually since that year, the abridged life tables
are based on deaths occurring during the calendar year and on
midyear postcensal popdation estimates provided by the U.S.
Bureau of the Census. Refinements in both the techniques for
estimating the population and the methods for constructing
abridged life tables permit these tables to be prepared in a way
that provides reasonably accurate data on current trends in
expectation of Itie and survivorship. Be#nning with 1945,
abridged life tables have been constructed by reference to a
standard table (3). Methodology developed by Greville was
used in constructing life tables for 1945–52, Since 1953 a
modified method has been employed (4). U.S. life tables for the
decennial period 1979-81 are used as the standard table in
constructing the 1991 abridged life tables.

The 1945 abridged life tables were prepared for whi;e and
all other males and females. Since 1946, abridged life tables for
the total poptiation have also been available, and since 1948
abridged life tables have been calculated for total males and
total females. Beginning with 1951, additional abridged life
tables have been calculated for the total white and total all’other
populations.

Numerous requests have been received annually for curren;
life table statistics that are more detailed than those available in
the abridged life tables. Therefore, tables showing 1Xand %X
values by single years of age interpolated from the abridged life
tables have been published since 1960.

The demand for information regarding up-to-date life table
values was responsible for the introduction of a third series,
provisional abridged life tables. Beginning with 1958, provi-
sional abridged life tables have been published, for the total
population ordy, in the “Annual Summary of Births, Marriages,
Divorces, and Deaths, United States,” Monthly Wtal Statistics
ReporG unpublished provisional life table data by race and sex
are also produced annually. Values in these life tables are based
on population estimates provided by the U.S. Bureau of the
Census and on the estimated number of deaths derived from the
Current Mortality Sample (CMS). The CMS consists of one-
tenth of the death certificates filed in the vital statistim registra-
tion offices of each State, the District of ‘Columbia, and New
York City. The sample is taken by selecting 1 of every 10 death
wrtificates received between two dates a month apart, regard-
less of the month or year in which the death occurred.

Life table values

The data used toprepare theabridged U.S. Iife tables for

1991 are the final mortality statistics and the July 1, 1991,

population estimates by age, race, and-sex prepared by the U.S.
Bureau of the Census. Selected life table values for 1900-1902,
1959-61, 1969–71, 1979-81, 1990, and 1991 are shown in
tablesAand B.

Expectation ofl@e—The most frequently used life table
statistic islife expectancy ~eJ, whichis the average number of
years of life remaining for persons who have attained agiven
age (x). Life expectancy and other life table vaiues at specified
agesin1991 are shownforthetotal poptiationand byrace and
sex in table 6-1. In addition, life expectancies at single years of
age by race andsexare shown intabIe 6-3.

Life expectancy at birth for 1991 for the total poptiation
was 75.5 years. This represents the average number of years
that the members of the life table cohort may expect to live at
the time of birth (tables A and 6-l).

Su~ivors to specified ages—Another way of assessing ~he
longevity of the life table cohort is by determining the propor-
tion who survive’ to specified ages. The k column provides the
data for computing the proportion. For instance, for the total

population, 79,784 out of the original 1991 life table cohort of
100,000 (or 79.8 percent) were alive at exact age 65 (tables B
and 6-2).

Median length of l$e—In addition to determining the
proportion rdive at a specified age, one can also compute the
median age at death, the age at which exactly half the cohort
(50,000 persons) still remain alive and half have died, For
example, in 1991 the median age at death for the total popula-
tion was 79.2 years (table B).

Trends and comparisons

In 1991 the life expectancy at birth reached a record high of
75.5 years. This continued the general upward trend in life
expectancy in the United States.

The expectation of life at birth for 1991 represents the
average number of years that a group of infants born in 1991
would expect to live if the infants were to experience through-
out their life the age-specific death rates prevailing in 1991, In
1991 life expectance at birth for females was 78.9 years
compared with 72.0 years for males; both figures represent
increases over 1990. The difference in life expectancy between
the sexes was 6.9 years in 1991, smaller than the difference of

but life expectancy for black females increased from 1988 to
1991. Between 1985 and 1991, life expectancy at birth in-
creased each year for white males; for white females, it
increased for 5 of the 6 year$ for’black females, for 3 of the 6
years and for black males, for ordy 2 of the 6 years (table C).
Overall, the largest gain in life expectancy between 1980and
1991 was for white males (2.2 years), followed by white
females (1.5 years), black females (1.3 years), and black males
(0.8 years).

The 19911ife table can be used to compare life expectan-
ciesat any age from birth onward. For example, a person who
hasreachedage65 years maylookforward tolivingto anolder
age, on the average, than onewho has reached 50 years. Onthe
basis ofmortality experieneedin 199l,a person aged 50years
could expect to live an average of 29.2 more years for a total of
79.2 years, and aperson aged 65 years could expect to livean
average of 17.4 more years for a total of 82.4 years (table A).

Life expectancy dfierences between males and females
widened for many years after the beginning ofthe century, but
recently the differences have nerrowed for the white population
and have widened for the black population (tableD). For the
white population the difference between males and females
increasedfrom2.9 yearsin190&1902 to7.6yeersby 1969-71;
the difference has narrowed to6.7 years for1988-91. For the
black population, the difference increased from 2.5 years in

7.0 years in 1990. Historically, the difference in life expectancy
between the sexes has narrowed since 1979, in contrast to
widening from 1900 to 1972. The difference was 6.8 years in
1989 compared with 7.1 years in 1984, 7.8 years in 1975, 7.7
years and 7.8 years throughout the period 1972-79, 6.5 years in
1960, and 2.0 years in 1900.

Between 1990 and 1991, life expectancy for the white
population increased from 76.1 years to a record high of 76.3
years, and for the black population from 69,1 years to 69.3
years. Although the difference in life expectancy between the
black and white population narrowed from 7.6 years in 1970 to
5.7 years in 1982, it increased to 7.1 years in 1989 before
declining to 7.0 years in 1990 and 1991.

Among the four race-sex groups (white males and females;
black males and females), white females continued to have the
highest life expectancy at birth (79.6 years), followed by black
females (73.8 years), white mrd~ (72.9 years), and black males
(64.6 years) (table A). Between 1990 and 1991, life expectancy
increased for black males (from 64.5 years in 1990 to 64.6 years
in 1991) and for black females (from 73.6 years in 1990 to 73.8
years in 1991). Between 1984 and 1989, life expectancy for
black males declined every year and, although life expectancy
for black males increased between 1990 and 1991, it is still 0.7
years below the peak life expectancy of 65.3 years attained in
1984. Before 1988, life expectancy for black females fluctuated,

Technical appendix

The geographic areas covered in life tables before 1929-31
Ivere limited to the death-registration areas. Life tables for
1900-1902 and 1909–11 were constructed using mortality data
from the 1900 death-registration States (10 States and the
District of Columbia) and for1919–21 from the1920 death-
registration States (34 States and the District of Columbia). The
tables for 1929–31 through 1958 cover the conterminous United
States. Decennial life table values for the 3-year period 1959-61
were derived from data which include both Alaska and Hawaii
for each year (table 6-4). Data for each year shown in table 6-5
include Alaska beginning in 1959 and Hawaii beginning in
1960. However, it is not believed that the inclusion of these two
States materially affects life table values.

Revised life table values, 1961-89-Life table values for
1960-69, 1970-79, and 198&89 are constructed using the U.S.
decennial life tables for 1959-61, 1969-71, and 1979-81,
respectively, as the standard tables. The life table values for
1981–89 appearing in this publication are based on revised
intercensal estimates of the poptiations for those years. As a
result, the life table values for 1981-89 may differ from the life
table values for those years published in Etal Statitics of the
United States for 1989 and earlier years.

New Jersey data, 1962-6&The life tables for 1962 and
1963 for the six population groups involving race do not include
data from New Jersey. This State omitted the item on race from
its certificates of live birth, death, and fetal death in use at “the
beginning of 1962. The item was restored during the latter part
of 1962. However, the certificate revision without this item was
used for most of 1962 as well as for 1963. For computing vitrd
rates, populations by age, race, and sex (excluding New Jersey)
were estimated to obtain comparable denominators. Approxi-
mately 7 percent of the New Jersey death records for 1964 did
not contain the race designation. When the records were being
electronically processed for this State, the “race not stated”
deaths were allocated to white or to black.

Nonresidents—Beginning in 1970 the deaths of nonresi-
dents of the United States have been excluded from the life
table statisti=.

Estimates for single calendar years—There has been an
increasing interest in data on the average length of life ~e~ for
single calendar years prior to 1945, when the annual abridged
life table series was initiated. The figures in table 6-5 for groups
by race and sex for the following years were estimated to meet
these needs (5).

Population bases for computing life tables

The population used for computing life table values in this
section (&rnished by the U.S. Bureau of the Census) represents
the resident population of the United States. The populations
used for computing the 1991 life table values are based on the
July 1, 1991, population estimates that are consistent with the
1990 census (6). The 1990 census counts by race and age were
modified. Race was modified to be mnsistent with the Office of
Management and Budget categories and historical categories for
mortality data. The modification procedures for race and age are
described in the @nsus report (’7).

Life table values in this report for 1981-89 are based on
revised populations that are consistent with the 1990 census
level (6). They are, therefore, not comparable with rates pub-
lished in the previous years.

Explanation of the columns of the life table

Column ldge interval (x to x + n)—~is column shows
the age interval between the two exact ages indicated. For
instance, “20-25” means the 5-year interval between the 20th
and 25th birthdays.

Column 2~roportion dying (nq>This column shows
theproportionof thecohortwho are alive atthebeginning ofan
indicated age interval and who will die before reaching the end
of that age interval. For example, formales inthe age interval
20-25, the proportion dying is 0.00825: Out of every 1,000
males alive and exactly 20 years of age at the beginning of the
period, about 8 will die before reaching their 25th birthday. In
other words, the .qX values represent probabilities that persons
who are alive at the beginning ofaspecific ageinterval will die
before reaching the beginning of the next age.interval. The
“proportion dying” column forms the basis of the life table. The
life table is so constructed that all other columns are derived
from it.

Column 44umber dying ~d+This column shows the
number dying in each successive age interval out of 100,000
live births. Out of 100,000 males born alive, 998 will die in the
first year of life; 203 in the succeeding 4 yeary 808 in the
5-year period between exact ages 20 and 25, and 22,646 will die
after reaching age 85. Each figure in column 4 is the difference
beWeen two successive figures in column 3.

Columns 5 and 6-Stationary population (Jx and
T~uppose that a group of 100,000 individuals like that
assumed in columns 3 and 4 is born every year and that the
proportions dying in each such group in each age interval
throughout the lives of the members are exactly those shown in
column 2. If there were no migration and if the births were
evenly distributed over the calendar year, the survivors of these
births would make up what is called a stationary popu-
lation—stationarybecause in such a population the number of
persons living in any given age group would never change.
When individuals left the group, either by death or by growing

older and entering the next higher age group, their places would
immediately be taken by persons entering from the next lower
age group. Thus a census taken at any time in such a stationary
community would always show the same total population and
the same numerical distribution of that population among the
various age groups. In such a stationary population supported
by 100,000 “annual births, column 3 shows the number of
persons who, each year, reach the birthday that marks the
beginning of the age interval indicated in column 1, and column
4 shows the number of persons who die each year in the
indicated age interval.

Column 5 shows the number of persons in the stationary
population in the indicated age intervrd. For example, the figure
given for males in the age interval 20-25 years is 487,459. This
means that in a stationary population of males supported by
100,000 annual births and with’ proportions dying in each age
group always in accordance with column 2, a census taken on
any date would show 487,459 persons between exact ages 20
and 25 years.

Column 6 shows the total number of persons in the
stationary population (column 5) in the indicated age interval
and all subsequent age intervals. For example, in the stationary
population of males referred to in the last illustration, column 6
shows that there would be at any given moment a total of
5,231,352 persons who have passed their 20th birthday. The
male population at all ages O and above (the total male
population of the stationary community) would be 7,203,968.

Column 7Average remaining lifetime ~e>The average
remaining lifetime (also called expectation of life) at any given
age is the average number of years remaining to be lived by
those surviving to that age on the basis of a given set of
age-specific rates of dying. To arrive at this value, it is first
necessary to observe that the figures in column 5 of the life
table can also be interpreted in terms of a single life table cohort
without introducing the concept of the stationary population,
From this point of view, each figure in column 5 represents the
total time (in years) lived between two indicated birthdays by

rdl those reaching the earlier birthday among the survivors of a
cohort of 100,000 live births. Thus the figure 487,459 for males
in the age interval 20-25 is the total number of years lived
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between the 20th and 25th birthdays by the 97,887 (column 3)
who reached the 20th birthday out of 100,000 males born alive.
The corresponding figure 5,231,352 in column 6 is the total 4
number of years lived after attaining age 20 by the 97,887
reaching that age.

Death and fetal-death statistics

Mortality statistics for 1991 are,. as for all previous years
except 1972, based on information from records of all deaths
occurring in the United States. Fetal-death statistics for every
year are based on all reports of fetal death received by the
National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS).

The death-registration system and the fetal-death reporting
system of the United States encompass the 50 States, the
District of Columbia, New York City (which is independent of
New York State for the purpose of death registration), Puerto
Rico, the Virgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Marianas. In the statistical
tabulations of this publication, United States refers only to the
aggregate of the 50 States (including New York City) and the
District of Columbia. Tabulations for ,Guam, Puerto Rico, and
the Virgin Islands are shown separately in this volume. No data
have ever been included for American Samoa or the Common-
wealth of the Northern Marianas.

The Virgin Islands were admitted to the registration area for
deaths in 1924; Puerto Rico, in 193% and Guam, in 1970.
Tabulations of death statistics for Puerto Rico and the Virgin
Islands were reflarly shown in the annual volumes of Etal
Statistics of the United States from the year of their admission
through 1971 except for the years 1967-69, and tabtiations for
Guam were included for 1970 and 1971. Death statistim for
Puerto Rim, the Virgin Islands, and Guam were not included in
the 1972 volume but have been included in section 8 of the
volumes for each of the years 1973-78 and in section 9
beginning with 1979. Information for 1972 for these three areas
was published in the respective annual vital statistics reports of
the Department of Health of the Commonwealth of ‘Puerto Rico,
the Department of Health of the Virgin Islands, and the Depart-
ment of Public Health and Social Services of the Government of
Guam.

Procedures used by NCHS to collect death statistics have
changed over the years. Before 1971 tabulations of deaths and
fetal deaths were based solely on information obtained by
NCHS from copies of the original certticates. The itiormation
from these copies was edited, coded, and tabulated. For 1960-70
all mortality information taken from these records was trans-
ferred by NCHS to magnetic tape for computer processing.

Beginning with 1971 an increasing number of States have
provided NCHS, via the Vital Statistics Cooperative Program
(VSCP), computer tapes of data coded according to NCHS
specifications. The year in which State-coded demographic data
were first transmitted on computer tape to NCHS is shown
below for each of the States, New York City, Puerto Rico, and

the District of Columbia, all of which now furnish demographic
or nonmedical data on tape.

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For the Virgin Islands and Guam, mortality statistics for
1991 are based on tiormation obtained directly by NCHS from
copies of the original cert~cates received from the registration
of6ces.

In 1974 States began coding medid (cause-of-death) data
on computer tapes according to NCHS specifications. The year
in which State-coded medical data were tit transmitted to
NCHS is shown below for the 31 States now furnishing such
data. NCHS contracted with tilorado, Kansas, and Mississippi
to precede medical data for all deaths on computer tape for the
five States that were added in 1988. In 1991 Delaware, Idaho,
Maine, North Dakota, Vermont, and Wyoming contracted with a
private company to provide NCHS preceded medical data.
finsas continued to provide the medical data for Alaska. The
remaining 19 VSCP States, New York City, and the District of
Columbii submitted copies of the orifial certificates
which NCHS coded the medical data.

For 1991 and previous years except 1972, NCHS coded the
medical information from copies of the original certificates
received from the registration offices for all deaths occurring in
those States that were not furnishing NCHS with medical data
coded according to NCHS specifications. For 1981 and 1982,
these procedures were mod%ed because of a coding and
processing backlog resulting from personnel and budgetary
restrictions~To produce the mortality files on a timely basis with
reduced resources, NCHS used State-coded underlying cause-
of-death information supplied by 19 States for 50 percent of the

record~ for the other 50 percent of the records for these States
as well as for 100 percent of the rewrds for the remaining 21
registration areas, NCHS coded the medical information. Mor-
tality statistiw for 1972 were based on information obtained
from a 50-permnt sample of death records instead of from all
records as in other years. The sample resulted from personnel
and budgetary restrictions. SampIing variation associated with
the 50-percent sample is described in “Estimates of errors
arising horn 50-percent sample for 1972.”

Fetal-death data are obtained directly from copies of origi-
nal reports of fetal deaths received by NCHS except for New
York (excluding New York City), which submitted State-coded
data in 1991.

For 1991 approximately 26 percent (573,416) of the Na-
tion’s death records were multiple cause coded using Mortality
Medical Indexing, Classification, and Retrieval System (MI-
CAR). Arkansas, Florida, Indiana, and Washington imple-
mented MICAR on at least a portion of their 1991 data, NCHS
expanded the use of MICAR to code at least a portion of the
records from the following States: Alabama, Connecticut, Ha-
waii, Kentucky, Missouri, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico,
Ohio, Oregon, Rhode Island, South Dakota, Tennessee, Utah,
and West Virginia as well as the District of ~lumbia and New
York City. The remainder of the national file was processed by
either NCHS or the State using only the Automated Classifica-
tion of Medical Entities system, (See sections “Automated
selection of underlying cause of death” and “Medical items on
the death certificate.”)

Standard certificates and reports

For many years, the U.S. Standard Certificate of Death and
the U.S. Standard Report of Fetal Death, issued by the Public
Health Service, have been used as the principal means to attain
uniformity in the contents of documents used to collect infor-
mation on these events. They have been modified in each State
to the extent required by the particular needs of the State or by
special provisions of the State vital statistics law. However, the
certificates or reports of most States conform closely in content
and arrangement to the standards.

The Iirst issue of the U.S. Standard Certificate of Death
appeared in 1900. Since then, it has been revised periodically by
the natiomd vital statistics agency through consultation with
State health officers and registrars Federal agencies concerned
with vital statistics; national, State, and county medical socie-
ties; and others working in such fields as public health, social
welfare, demography, and insurance. This revision procedure
has ensured careful evaluation of each item in terms of its
current and future usefulness for legal, medical and health,
demographic, and research purposes. New items have been
added when necessary, and old items have been modified to
ensure better reporting; or in some cases, items have been
dropped when their usetilness appeared to be limited.

New revisions of the U.S. Standard Certificate of Death and
the U.S. Standard Report of Fetal Death were recommended for
State use beginning on January 1, 1989. The U.S. Standard
Certificate of Death and the U.S. Standard Report of Fetal
Death are shown in figures 7-A and 7-B, respectively (1),
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Figure 7-A. U.S. Standard Certificate of Death
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Figure 7-B. U.S. Standard Certificate of Fetal Death
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Among the major changes were the addition of a new item
on educational attainment and changes to improve the medical
certification of cause of death. Additional lines to report causes
of death were added as well as more complete instructions with
examples for properly completing the cause of death. Also, for
the first time, the U.S. Standard Certticate of Death includes a
question on the Hispanic origin of the decedent. A number of
States had included an Hispanic-origin identifier on their certifi-
cates, resulting in data shown in this volume for years before
1989. To obtain information oh type of place of death, the
format of the item was changed from an open-ended question to
a checkbox.

History ‘

The first death statistics published by the Federal Gover-
nmentconcerned events in 1850 and were based on statisti=
collected during the decennial census of that year. In 1880 a
national “registration area” was created for deaths. Originally
consisting of two States-Massachusetts and New Jersey—the
District of Columbia, and several large cities having efficient
systems for death registrations, the death-registration area con-
tinued to expand until 1933, when it included the entire United
States for the first time. Tables showing data for death-
registration States include the District of CoIumbia for all years;
registration cities in nonregistration States are not included. For
more details on the history of the death-registration area, see the
Vtal Statistics of the United States, 1979, Volume 1A Mortality,
Part A, section 7, pages 3 and 4 and Etal Statistics of the
UnitedStates, 1950, Volume~ chapter 1, pages 2-19. Statistics
on fetal deaths were first published for the birth-registration area
in 1918 and then every year beginning with 1922.

Classification of data

The principal value of vital statistics data is realixed
through the presentation of rates, which are computed by
relating the vital events of a class to the population of a
similarly defined class. Vital statistim and population statistics
must therefore be classified according to similarly defined
systems and tabulated in comparable groups. Even when the
variables common to both, such as geographic area, age, sex,
and race, have been similarly classfied and tabulated, dMer-
ences between the enumeration method of obtaining population
data and the registration method of obtaining vitrd statistim data
may restit in significant discrepancies.

The general rules used in the classtication of geographic
and personal items for deaths and fetal deaths for 1991 are set
forth in two NCHS instruction manuals (2,3). A discussion of
the classification of certain important items is presented below.

Classification by occurrence and residence

Tabulations for the United States and specfied geographic
areas in this volume are classtied by place of residence unless
stated as by place of occurrence, Before 1970 resident mortality
statistics for the United States included all deaths occurring in
the United States, with deaths of “nonresidents of the United
States” assigned to place of death. “Deaths of nonresidents of

the United States” refers to deaths that occur in the United
States of nonresident aliens nationals residing abroad and
residents of Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, Guam, and other
territories of the United States. Beginning with 1970, deaths of
nonresidents of the United States are not included in tables by
place of residence.

Tables by place of occurrence, on the other hand, include
deaths of both residents and nonresidents of the United States.
Consequently, for each year beginning with 1970, the total
number of deaths in the United States by place of occurrence
was somewhat greater than the total by place of residence, For
1991 this difference amounted to 3,542 deaths. Mortality statis-
tics by place of occurrence are shown in tables 1-11, 1-19, 1-20,
1-30, 1-31, 1-32, 3-1, 3-6, 8-1, and 8-7.

Before 1970 except for 1964 and 1965, deaths of nonresi-
dents of the United States occurring in the United States were
treated as deaths of residents of the exact place of occurrence,
which in most instances was an urban area. In 1964 and 1965,
deaths of nonresidents of the United States occurring in the
United States were allocated as deaths of residents of the
balance of the county in which they occurred.

Residenceerror—Results of a 1960 study showed that the
classification of residence information on the death certificates
corresponded closely to the residence classification of the
census records for the decedents whose records were matched
(4).

A comparison of the results of this study of deaths with
those for a previous matched record study of births (5) showed
that the quality of residence data had improved considerably
between 1950 and 1960, Both studies found that events in urban
areas were overstated by the NCHS classification in comparison
with the U.S. Bureau of the Census classification. The magni-
tude of the difference was substantially less for deaths in 1960
than it was for births in 1950.

The improvement is attributed to an item added in 1956 to
the U.S. Standard Certificates of Birth and of Death, asking
whether residence was inside or outside city limits. This new
item aided in properly allocating the residence of persons living
near cities but outside the corporate limits.

Geographic classification

The rules followed in the classification of geographic areas
for deaths and fetal deaths are contained in the two instruction
manuals referred to previously (2,3). The geographic codes
assigned by the NCHS during data reduction of source informa-
tion on birth, death, and fetal-death records are given in another
instruction manual (6). Beginning with 1982 data, the geo-
graphic codes were modified to reflect results of the 1980
census. For 1970-81 codes are based on results of the 1970
census.

Metropolitan statistical areas—The Metropolitan statistical
areas (MSA’s) and Primary metropolitan statistical areas
(PMSA’S) used in this volume are those established by the U.S.
Office of Management and Budget as of April 1, 1990, and used
by the US, Bureau of the Census (7), except in the New
England States.

Outside the New England States, an MSA has either a city
with a poptiation of at least 50,000 or a U.S. Bureau of the
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Census urbanized area of at least 50,000 and a total MSA
population of at least 100,000. A PMSA consists of a large
urbanized county or cluster of counties that demonstrate very
strong internal economic and social links and has a poptiation
over 1 million. When PMSA’S are defied, the larger area of
which they are component parts is designated a Consolidated
Metropolitan Statistical Area (CMSA)(8).

In the New England States, the U.S. Office of Management
and Budget uses towns and cities rather than counties as
geographic components of MSA’S and PMSA’S. However,
NCHS cannot use this classification for these States because its
data are not coded to identify all towns. hstead, NCHS uses
New England County Metropolitan Areas (NECMA’S). Made
up of county units, these areas are established by the U.S. Office
of Management and Budget (9).

Metropolitan and nonmetropolitan counties-Independent
cities and counties included in MSA’S and PMSA’S or’ in
NECMA’S are included in data for metropolitan countiev all
other counties are class~ed as nonmetropolitan.

Population-size groups—In 1991 vital statistim data for
cities and certain other urban places were classfied according to
the population enumerated in the 1980 Census of Population.
Data are available for individual cities and other urban places of
10,000 or more population. Data for the remaining areas not
separately identified are shown in the tables under the heading
“balance of area” or “balance of county.” For the years
1970-81, classification of areas was determined by the popula-
tion enumerated in the 1970 Census of Popdation. Beginning
with 1982 data, some urban places identified in previous reports
were deleted and others were added because of changes occur-
ring in the enumerated population between 1970 and 1980.

Urban places other than incorporated cities for which vital
statistics data are shown in this volume include the following:

Each town in New England, New York and Wisconsin and
each township in Michigan, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania
that had no incorporated municipality as a subdivision and
had either 25,000 inhabitants or more, or a population of
10,000 to 25,000 and a density of 1,000 persons or more per
square mile.
Each county in States other than those indicated above that
had no incorporated municipality within its boundary and
had a density of 1,000 persons or more per square mile.
(Arlington County, Vi@a, is the only county classfied as
urban under this rule.)
Each place in Hawaii with a poptiation of 10,000 or more.
(There are no incorporated, cities in the State.)

Before 1964 places were classtied as “urban” or “rural.”
The technical appendixes for earlier years discuss the previous
classification system.

State or country of birth

Mortality statistics by State or country of birth (table 1-36)
became available beginning with 1979. State or country of birth
of a decedent is assigned to 1 of the 50 States or the District of
blumbi~ or to Puerto Rico, the Vigin Islands, or Guam—if
‘specified on the death ceticate. The place of birth is also

tabulated for Canada, Cuba, Mexico, and for the Remainder of
the World. Deaths for which information on State or country of
birth was unknown, not stated, or not classifiable accounted for
a small proportion of all deaths in 1991, about 0.6 percent.

Early mortality reports published by the U.S. Bureau of the
Census contained tables showing nativity of parents as well as
nativity of decedent. Publication of these tables was discontin-
ued in 1933. Mortality data showing nativity of decedent were
again published in annual reports for 1939-41 and for 1950.

Age u

The age recorded on the death record is the age at last
birthday. With respect to the computation of death rates, the age
classification used by the U.S. Bureau of the Census is based
also on the age of the person in completed years.

For computation of age-specifi;
rates, deaths with age not stated are
computation, deaths with age not
proportionately.

For vital statistics in the United States in 1991, deaths are
classfied by race-white, black American Indian, Chinese,
Hawaiian, Japanese, Filipino, Other Asian or Pacific Islander,
and Other. Mo~ality data for Filipino and Other Asian or Pacific
Islander were shown for the first time in 1979.

The white category includes, in addition to persons re-
ported as white, those reported as Mexican, Puerto Rican,
Cuban, and all other Caucasians. The American Indian category
includes American, AIaskan, Canadian, Eskimo, and Aleut. If
the racial entry on the death certificate indicates a mixture of
Hawaiian and any other race, the entry is coded to Hawaiian, If
the race is given as a mixture of white and any other race, the
entry is coded to the appropriate nonwhite race. If a mixture of
races other than white is given (except Hawaiian), the entry is
coded to the first race listed. This procedure for coding the first
race listed has been used since 1969. Before 1969, if the entry
for race was a mixture of black and any other race except
Hawaiian, the entry was coded to black.

Most of the tables in this volume, however, do not show
data for this detailed classification by race. In all the tables, the
divisions are white, all other (including black), and black
separately.

Race not stated—For 1991 the number of death records for
which race was unknown, not stated, or not classifiable was
5,609 or 0.3 percent of the total deaths. Death records with race
entry not stated are assigned to a racial designation as followx
If the preceding record is coded white, the code assignment is
made to whitq if the code is other than white, the assignment is
made to black. Before 1964 all records with race not stated were
assigned to white except records of residents of New Jersey for
1962-64.

New Jersq, 1962-6&New Jersey omitted the race item
from its certificates of live birth, death, and fetal death used in
the begiming of 1962. me item was restored during the latter
part of 1962. However, the certificate revision without the race
item was used for most of 1962 as well as 1963. Therefore,
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figures by race for 1962 a;d 1963 exclude New Jersey. For
19646.8 percent of the death records used for residents of New

All of these studies show that persons seIf-reported as
American Indian or Asian on census and survey records (and by

Jersey did not contain the race item. , infohants in the Followback Survey) were sometimes reported

Adjustments made in vital statistim to account for the
omission of the race item in New Jersey for part of the
certificates filed during 1962* are described in the technical
appendix of the Vital Statistics of the United States for each of
those data years.

Quality of race data—A number of studies have been
conducted on the reliability of race reported on the death
certificate. These studies compare race reported on the death
certificate with that reported on another data collection instru-
ment such as the census or a sun?ey. DMerences may arise in
the resdts of the studies because of differences in who provides
race itiormation on the compared records. Race information on
the death certificate is reported -by the funeral director as
provided by an informant, often the surviving next of,kin, or, in
the absence of an informant, on the basis of observation. In
contrast, race on the census or the Current Popdation Surv6y
(CPS) is self-reported and, therefore, maybe considered more
valid, A high level of agreement between the death certticate
and the census or survey report is essential to ensure unbiased
death rates by race.

In one study a sample of approximately 340,000 death
certificates was compared with census records for a 4-month
period in 1960 (10). Percent agreement was 99.8 percent for
white decedents, and 98.2 percent for black decedentq. but less
for the smaller minority groups (table A). In another study
29,713 death certificates were compared with responses to the
race questions from a total of 12 CPS’S conducted by, the U.S.
Bureau of the Census for the years 1979-85 (11). In this study,
entitled the National Longitudinal Mortality Study, agreement
for white decedents was 99.2 and for black 98.3 agreement was
less for the smaller race groups. In 1986 the National Mortfllty
Followback Survey, conducted by NCHS, listed a question
about the race of decedents 25 years”old and osrer. The total
sample was 18,733 decedents (12). The rates of agreement were
similar to those observed in the other studies.

as white on the death certificate. The net effect of misclassif-
ication is an underestimation of deaths and death rates for the
smaller minority races.,

Qualiq of data on Htipanic’ origin-A recent study (11)
e;amined the reliabfity of Hispanic ‘origin reported on 43,520
death certificates with that reported on a total of 12 CPS’S
conducted by the U.S. Bureau of the Census for the years
1979-85. In this study, a~eement was 89,7 percent for any
report of Hispanic origin. The ratio of deaths for CPS divided
by deaths for death certificate was 1.07 percent indicating net
underreporting of ~spanic origin on death certificates as com-
pared with self reports on the surveys. The sample was too
small to assess the reliability of specified Mspanic groups.

Hispanic origin

Mortality statistics for the Hispanic-origin population are
based on information for those States and the District of
Columbia that included items on the death certticate to identify
Hispanic or ethnic origin of decedents, Data for 1991 were
obtained from the District of Columbia and all States except
New Hampshire and Oklahoma.

Hispanic mortality data were published for the first time in
1984. Generally, the reporting States used items similar .to one
of two basic formats recommended by. NCHS. The first format
is directed specifically toward the Hispanic population and
appears on the U.S. Standard Certificate of Death as follows:

For 1991 mo~ality data in tables 1-37-and 2-24 are based

on deaths to residents of all 48 reporting States and the District
of Columbia, In tables 1-38, 1-43, and 1-44, mortality data for
the Hispanic-origin population are based on deaths to residents
of 47 States, New York (excluding ‘New York’ City), and the
Djstrict of Columbia whose data were at Ieast 90-percent
complete on a place-of-occurrence basis and considered, to be
sufficiently comparable to be used for analysis. Data for New
York City are excluded from tables, 1-38, 1-43, and 1-44
because, of the large proportion of deaths (in excess of 10 per-
cent) occurring in this geographic area for which Hispanic
origin was not stated or was unknown. Because New York City
accounts for about ..a third of the deaths to Puerto Ricans, the
resulting mortality data ‘may not be comparable with previous
years. New Hampshire and Oklahoma were excluded because
their death certificates did not have an Hispanic or ancestry
item.
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Data in tables 2-25-2-28 are based on deaths to residents of
the same 47 States, New York (excluding New York City), and
the District of Columbia whose mortality data for all ages and
whose live birth data were at least 90-percent mmplete on a
place-of-occurrence basis and considered to be sticiently
comparable to be used for analysis.

The 47 States, New York (excluding New York Ci@), and
the District of Columbia for which general mortality data are
shown in this report accounted for about 91 percent of the
Hispanic population in the United States in 1990. This included
about 99 percent of the Mexican population, 63 percent of the
Puerto Rican population, 94 percent of the Cuban population,
and 83 percent of the “Other Hispanic” population (13). Ac-
cordingly, some “caution shotid be exercised in generalizing
mortality patterns from the reporting area to the Hispanic-origin
popdation (especially Puerto Ricans) of the entire United
States. For qu~cations regarding infant mortality of the
Hispanic-origin population, see “Infant deaths.”

Connecticut—For deaths occurring in Connecticut in 1991,
a number of.deaths were erroneously coded. For Mexicans there
should have been 7 deaths, not 318 deaths; and for Puerto
Ricans, there shodd have been 371 deaths, not 215 deaths. As a
result, the number of deaths for the 47 States, New York
(excluding New York City), and the District of Columbia for

“Mexicans shotid be about 1 percent less and the number for
Puerto Ricans should be about 3 percent more than the figures
shown.

Marital status

Mortality statistics by maritrd status (tables 1-34 and 1-35)
were published in 1979 for the fist time since 1961. (They were
previously published in the annual volumes for 1949-51 and
1959–61.) Several reports analyzing mortality by marital status
have been published, including the special study based on
1959-61 data (14). Reference to earlier reports is given in the
appendix of part B of the 1959-61 special study.

Mortality statistics by marital status are tabulated sepa-
rately for never married, married, widowed, and divorced.
Grtificates on which the marriage is specified as being annulled
are classified as never married. Where maritaI status is specfied
as separated or common-law marriage, it is classfied as mar-
ried. Of the 2,116,483 resident deaths 15 years of age and over
in 1991, 10,103 certificates (0.5 percent) had marital status not
stated.

Educational attainment

Beginning with the 1989 data year, mortality data on
educational attainment are being tabulated from information
reported on the death certificate. As a result of the revisions of
the U.S. Standard Certificate of Death (l), this item was added
to the certificates of a large number of States:

. Decedent’s Education (specify only highest grade completed)

. Elementary/Secondary (0-12) College (14 or 5+)

Mortality data on educatiomd attainment for 1991 (table 1-
45) are based on deaths to residents of 44 States, New York

(excluding New York City), and the District of Columbia, Dafa
for five States--Georgia, Oklahoma, Rhode Island, South Da-
kota, and Washington-are excluded from this table because
their death certificates did not include an educational attainment
item, and data for New York City are excluded because fhe
education item on its death certificate was considered not
comparable to be used for analysis.

In tables 1-46 and 1-47, the data are based on deaths to
residents of 30 States, New York (excluding New York City),
and the District of Columbia whose data were at least 90-
percent complete on a place-of-occurrence basis. The 30 Sfafes
are Alabama, Arizona, California, Colorado, Delaware, Florida,
Hawaii, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Louisiana, Mas-
sachusetts, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska,
New Hampshire, North Dakota, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsylvania,
South Carolina, Texas, Utah, Vermont, Wisconsin, and Wyo-
ming. Data for Alaska, Arkansas, Connecticut, Kentucky, Maine,
Maryland, Mississippi, Nevada, New Jersey, New Mexico,
North Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, and West V]rginia are
excluded because more than 10 percent of their death certifi-
cates were classfied to “unknown educational attainment.”

Place of death and status of decedent

Mortaliv statistics by place of death were published in
1979 for the fist time since 1958 (tables 1-30-1-32). In
addition, mort@ity data also were available for fhe first fime in
1979 for the status of decedenf when deafh occurred in a
hospital or medical center. The 1991 data were obtained from
the following two items appearing on”the revised U.S. Standard
Certificate of Death (l):

. Item 9a. Place of Death (check only one)
Hospital: Inpatient, ER/Outpatient, DOA
Othec Nursing Home, Residence, Other (specify)

. Item 9b. Facility Name (If not institution, give street and
number)

Before the 1989 revision of the Sfandard Certificate of
Death, information on place of death and status of decedent
could be determined if hospital or institution indicated Inpatienf,
Outpatient, ER, and DO~ and if the name of the hospifal or
institution, which was used fo determine the kind of facilify,
appeared on the certificate. The change to a checkbox format in
many States for this item may affect the comparability of data
between 1989 and previous years.

Except for Oklahoma, all of the States (including New York
City) and the District of Columbia have item 9 (or its equiva-
lent) on their certificates. Louisiana’s certificate was revised in
1989, but the computer system was not changed, Therefore, the
same detail categories used in 1988 were used in 1989 and
1990. As a result, not all categories were available. For all
reporting States and the District of Columbia in the VSCP,
NCHS ampts the state definition, classification, or code for
hospitals, medical centers, nursing homes, or other institutions,

Effective with data for 1980, the coding of place of deafh
and status of decedent was modified. A new coding cafegory
was added: “Death on arrival-hospital, clinic, medical center
name not given.” Deaths coded to this category are tabulated in

I
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tables 1-30-1-32. Had the 1979 coding categories been used,
these deaths would have been tabulated as “Place unknown.”

Cal~ornia—For the first 5 months of data year 1989,
California coded “residence” to “other” for “Place of death.”

Mortality by month and date of death

Deaths by month have been tabulated regularly and pub-
lished in the annual volume for each year beginning with data
year 1900, For 1991, deaths by month are shown in tables 1-20,
1-21, 1-24, 1-33,2-16-2-18, and 3-7.

Date of death was published for the first time for data year
1972. In addition, unpublished data for selected causes by date
of death for 1962 are available from NCHS.

Numbers of deaths by date of death in this volume are
shown in table 1-33 for the total number of deaths and for the
numbers of deaths for the following three causes, for which the
greatest interest in date of occurrence of death has been
expressed: Motor vehicle accidents, Suicide, and Homicide and
legal intervention.

These data show the frequency distribution of deaths for
the selected causes by day of week. They also make it possible
to identify hoIidays with peak numbers of deaths from specified
causes.

Report of autopsy

Before 1972 the last year for which autopsy data were
tabulated was 1958. Beginning in 1972 all registration areas
requested information on the death certificate as to whether an
autopsy was performed. For 1991 autopsies were reported on
233,707 death certticates, 10.8 percent of the total (table 1-29).

Information indicating whether autopsy findings were used
in determining the cause of death was tabulated for 1972–73 for
all but nine registration areas and horn 1974-77 for all but eight
registration areas. The item “autopsy findings used” was de-
leted from the 1978 U.S. Standard Certificate of Death.

For nine of the cause-of-death categories shown in table
1-29, autopsies were reported as performed for 50 percent or
more of all deaths (Shigellosis and amebiasi~ Measles; Preg-
nancy with abortive outcom% Other complications of preg-
nancy, childbirth, and the puerperiu~ Symptoms, signs, and
ill-defined conditions; Motor vehicle accidents; Suicidq Homi-
cide and legal intervention; and All other external causes).
Autopsies were reported for ordy 6.9 percent of the Major
cardiovascular diseases.

Cause of death

Cause-of-death classification-since 1949 cause-of-death
statistics have been based on the underlying cause of death,
which is defined as “(a) the disease or injury which initiated the
train of events leading directly to death, or (b) “thecircumstances
of the accident or violence which produced the fatal injury”
(15).

For each death the underlying cause is selected from an
array of conditions reported in the medical certification section
on the death certificate. This section provides a format for
entering the cause of death sequentially. The conditions are

translated into medical codes through use of the classification
structure and the selection and modification rules contained in
the applicable revision of the International Classification of
Diseases (ICD), published by the World Health Organization
(WHO). Selection rules provide guidance for systematically
identifying the underlying cause of death. Modification rules are
intended to improve the usetiness of mortality statistics by
giving preference to certain classification categories over others
andlor to consolidate two or more conditions on the certificate
into one classification category.

As a statistical datum, underlying cause of death is a
simple,, one-dimensional statisti~ it is conceptually easy to
understand and a well-accepted measure of mortality. It identi-
fies the initiating cause of death and is therefore most useful to
public health officials in developing measures to prevent the
onset of the chain of events leading to death. The rules for
selecting the underlying cause of death are included in ICD as a
means of standardking classification, which contributes toward
comparability and uniformity in mortality medical statistics
among muntries.

Tabulation lists—Beghming with data year 1979, the cause-
of-death statistics published by NCHS have been classified
according to the Ninth Revision of the Internah”onal Classifica-
tion of Diseases (ICD-9) (15). In addition to specifying that
ICD-9 be used, WHO also recommends how the data should be
tabulated to promote international comparability. The recom-
mended system for tabulating data in ICD-9 allows countries to
construct their mortality and morbidity tabulation lists from the
rubrics of the WHO Basic Tabulation List (BTL) if the rubrics
from the WHO mortality and morbidity lists, respectively, are
included. This tabulation system for the Ninth Revision is more
flexible than that of the Eighth Revision, in which specific Iists
were recommended for tabulating mortality and morbidity data.

The BTL recommended under the Ninth Revision consists
of 57 two-digit rubrics that when added equal the “all causes”
total. Identified within each two-digit rubric are up to nine
three-digit rubrics that are numbered horn zero to eight and
whose total does not equrd the two-digit rubric. The two-digit
BTL rubrics 01-46 are used for the tabdation of nonviolent
deaths according to ICD categories 001–799. Rubrics relating to
chapter 17 (nature-of-injury causes 47-56) are not used by
NCHS for selecting underlying cause of deat~ rather, prefer-
ence is given to rubrics E47-E56. The 57th two-digit rubric VO
is the Supplementary Classification of Factors Influencing Health
Status and Contact with Health Services and is not appropriate
for the tabulation of mortality data. The WHO Mortality List, a
subset of the titles contained in the BTL, consists of 50 rubrics
that are the minimum necessary for the national display of
mortality data,

Five lists of causes have been developed for tabulation and
publication of mortality data in this volume-the Each-Cause
List, List of 282 Selected Causes of Death, List of 72 Selected
Causes of Death, List of 61 Selected Causes of Infant Death,
and List of 34 Selected Causes of Death. These lists were
designed to be as comparable as possible with the NCHS lists
more recently used under the Eighth Revision. However, com-
plete comparability could not always be achieved.
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The Each-Cause List is made up of each three-digit cat-
egory of the WHO Detailed List to which deaths maybe validly
assigned and most four-digit subcategories. The list is used for
tabulation for the entire United States. The pubtished Each-
Cause table does not show the four-digit subcategories provided
for Motor vehicle accidents (E81WE825); however, these”sub-
categories that identify persons injured are shown in the acci-
dent tables of this report (section 5). Special fifth-digit
subcategories also’ are used in the accident tables to identify
place of accident when deaths from nontranspo-ti accidents are
shown. These are not shown in the Each-Cause table.

The List of 282 Selected Causes of Death is constructed
from BTL fibrics “01-46 and E47-E56. Each of the 56 BTL
two-digit titles can be obtained either dtiectly or by combining
titles in the List. The three-digit level of the BTL is modified
more extensively. Where more detail was desired, categories not
shown in the three-digit rubrics were added to the List of 282
Selected Causes of Death. Where less detail was needed, the
three-digit rubrics were combined. Moreover, “each of the 50
rubrim of the WHO Mortality List can be obtained from the List
of 282 Selected Causes of Death. “

The List of 72 Selected Causes of Death was constructed
by combining titles in the List of 282,Selected Causes of Death.
It is used in tables published for the United Stat=, and each
State, and for Metropolitan statistical areas.

The List of 61 Selected Causes of Infant Death shows more
detailed titles for Congenital anomalies and Certain conditions
originating in the perinatal period than any other list except the
Each-Cause List.

The List of 34 Selected Causes of Death was created by
combining titles in the List of 72 Selected Causes. A table using
this list is published for detailed geographic areas.

Beginning with data for 1987, changes were made in these
lists to accommodate the introduction in the United States of
new category numbers *042-*044 for Human immunodefi-
ciency virus (HIV) infection. The changes are described iri the
Technical Appendix from Etal Statistics for the United States,
1987.

Effect of list revisions-The International Lists or adapta-
tions of them, used in the United States since 1900, have been
revised approximately every 10 years so the disease classMca-
tions may be consistent with advances in medical science and
with changes in diagnostic practice. Each revision of the
Intematiomd Lists has produced some break in comparability of
cause-of-death statistics. Cause-of-death statisti~ beginning with
1979 are classtied by NCHS according to the ICD-9 (15). For
a discussion of each of the classtications used with death
statistim since 1900, see Etal Statistics of the United $tat:s,
1979, VolumeI. Mortaliq, Part A, section 7, ‘pages 9-14.

A dual coding study “wasundertakeri-in which the Ninth’and
the Eighth Revisions were compared to measure the extent of
discontinuity in cause-of-death statistics resdting from introduc-
ing the “newrevision, A shdy for the “Listof 72 Selected Causes
of Death and the List of 10 Selected Causes of Infant Death has
been published (16). The List of 10 Selected Causes of Infant
Death is a basic NCHS tabulation list not used in this volume
but used for provisional data in the Monthly Ktal Stafitics
Report, another NCHS publication. Comparability studies were

also undertaken between the Eighth and Seventh, Seventh and
Sixth, and Sixth and Fifth Revisions. For additional information
about these studies, see the Technical Appendix from Wtal
Statitics for the United States, 1979.

Significant coding changes under the Ninth Revtiion-Sinw
the implementation of ICD-9 in the United States, effective
with mortality data for 1979, several coding changes have been
introduced. The”more important changes are discussed as fol-
lows. In early 19g3 a change that affected data from 1981 to
1986 was made in the coding of Acquired immunodeficiency
syndrome (AIDS) and HIV infection. Also effective with data
year 1981 was a coding change for Poliomyelitis. For data year
1982, the definition of child was changed (which affects the
classification of deaths to a number of categories, including
Child battering and other maltreatment), and guidelines for
coding deaths to the category Child battering and other maltreat-
ment (ICD No. E967) were changed also. During the calendar
year 1985, detailed instructions for coding Motor vehicle acci-
dents involving all-terrain vehicles (ATV’s) were implemented
to ensure consistency in coding these accidents. Effective with
data year 1986, Primary and Invasive tumors, unspecified, were
classfied as Malignant; these neoplasms had been classified to
Neoplasms of uqspectied nature (ICD-9 No, 239).

Beginning with data for 1987, NCHS introduced new
category. numbers *042-*044 for classifying and coding W
infection, formerly referred to as Human T-cell lymphotropic
virus-111/lymphadenopathy associated virus (H~V-111/LAV) in-
fection. The asterisks appearing before the category numbers
indicate these codes are not part of ICD-9. Also changed
effective with data year 1987. were coding rules for the “condi-
tions Dehydration and Disseminated intravascular coagulopa-
thy. Effective with data year 1988, minor content changes were
made to the classification for HIV infection. Detailed discussion
of these changes may be found in the technical appendix for
previous volumes.

Coding in 1991-The rules and instructions used in coding
the 1991 mortality medical data remained essentially the same
as those used for the 1989 and 1990 data.

Medical certification-The use of a Standard classification
list, although essential for’ State; regional, and international
mmparison, does not ensure strict comparability of the tabu-
lated figures. A high degree of comparability among areas could
be attained only if all records of cause of death were reported
with equal accuracy and completeness. The medical certifica-
tion of cause of death can be made only by a qualified person,
usually a’physician, a medical examiner, or a coroner. There-
fore, the reliability and accuracy of cause-of-death statistics are,
to a large extent, governed by the ability of the certifier to make
the proper diagnosis and by the care with which he or she
records this information on the death certificate.

A number of studies have been undertaken on the quality of
medical certification on the death certificate. In general, these
have ‘been for relatively small samples and for limited geo-
graphic areas. A bibliography prepared by NCHS (17), covering
128 references over 23 years, indicates no definitive conclusions
have been reached about the quality of medical certification on
the death certificate. No country has a well-defined program for
systematica~y assessing the quality of medical certifications

. .
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reported on death certificates or for measuring the error effects
on the levels and trends of cause-of-death statistics.

One index of the quality of reporting causes of death is the
proportion of death certificates coded to the Ninth Revision,
Chapter XVI, Symptoms, signs, and ill-delined conditions (ICD-9
Nos. 780-799). Although deaths occur for which it is impos-
sible to determine the underlying cause, this proportion indi-
cates the care and consideration given to the certification by the
medical certifier, This proportion rdso may be used as a rough
measure of the spec~city of the medical diagnoses made by the
certifier in various areas. In 1991 as well as in 1990, 1,1 percent
of all reported deaths in the United States, a record low, were
assigned to this category. However, trends in the percent of
deaths assigned to this category vary by age. Although the
percent of deaths in this category for sII ages combined has
generally remained stable since 1980, decreases have occurred
for the age group 55-64 years since 1983; and for 10-year age
groups from 15 to 44 years since 1988, Between 1990 and 1991,
the percent increased for all age groups, except for those 15-44
years and 55-64 years.

Automated selection of underlying cause of death—Before
data year 1968, mortality medical data were based on manual
coding of an underlying cause of death for each certticate in
acwrdance with WHO rules. Effective with data year 1968,
NCHS converted to computetied coding of the underlying
cause and manual coding of all causes (multiple causes) on the
death certificate. This system is called Automated Classification
of Medical Entities (ACME) (18); the mtitiple cause codes
serve as inputs to the computer software that employs WHO
rules to select the underlying cause. Many States also have
implemented ACME and provide multiple cause and underlying
cause data to NCHS in electronic form.

Beginning with data year 1990, another computer system
was implemented. This system, called Mortality Medical Index-
ing, Classification, and Retrieval (MICAR) (19,20), automates
the coding of the multiple causes of death. The MICAR system
is a major and logicrd step forward in the evolution of process-
ing mortality data. MICAR t&es advantage of the increasing
capabilities of electronic data processing to produce information
that is more consistently handled than manually processed
information. In addition, MICAR dtimately will provide more
detailed information on the conditions reported on death certifi-
cates than is available in the ICD classification (21). In the first
year of implementation, only about 5 percent (94,372) of the
Nation’s death records were multiple cause coded using MI-
CAR with subsequent processing through ACME. For 1991
approximately 26 percent (573,416) of the Nation’s deaths were
coded using MICAR. (See “Death and fetal-death statistim”
and “Medical items on the death certificate.”) ‘

The ACME system applies the same rules for selecting the
underlying cause as would be applied manually by a nosologis~
however, under this system, the computer consistently applies
the same criteria, thus eliminating interceder variation in”this
step of the process.

The ACME computer program requires the coding of all
conditions shown on the medical certification. These codes are
matched automatically against decision tables that consistently

select the underlying cause of death for each record according
to the international rules. The decision tables provide the
comprehensive relationships among the conditions classtied by
ICD when applying the ties of selection and modification.

The decision tables were developed by NCHS stti on the
basis of their experience in coding underlying causes of death
under the earlier manurd coding system and as a result of
periodic independent validations. These tables periodically are
updated to reflect additional new information on the relationship
among medical conditions. For data year 1988, these tables
were amended to incorporate minor changes to the previously
mentioned classification for HIV infection (*042-*044) that
originally had been implemented with data year 1987. Coding
procedures for selecting the underlying cause of death by using
the ACMB computer program, as well as by using the ACME
decision tables, are documented in NCHS instruction manuals
(18,22,23).

Cause-o~death ranting-Cause-of-death rating (except
for infants) is based on numbers of deaths assigned to categories
in the List of 72 Selected Causes of Death and the category
Human immunodeficiency virus infection (*042-*044); cause-
of-death rating for infants is based on the List of 61 Selected
Causes of Infant Death and HIV infection. ~ infection was
added to the list of rankable causes effective with data year
1987.

The group titles Major cardiovascular diseases and Symp-
toms, signs, and ill-defined conditions from the List of 72
Selected Causes of Death are not ratied; Certain conditions
originating in the perinatal period and Symptoms, signs, and
ill-defined conditions from the List of 61 Selected Causes of
Infant Death are not ranked. In addition, category titles begin-
ning with the words “Other” or “All other” are not ranked to
determine the leading causes of death. When one of the titles
representing a subtotal is ranked (such as Tuberculosis), its
component parts (in this case, Tuberculosis of respiratory
system and Other tuberculosis) are not ranked.

Maternal deaths

Maternal deaths, are those for which the certifying physi-
cian has designated a maternal condition as the underlying
cause of death. Maternal conditions are those assigned to
Complications of pregnancy, childbirth, and the puerperium
(ICD-9 Nos. 630-676). In the Ninth Revision, WHO for the
first time defined a maternal death as follows:

A maternal death is defined as the death of a woman
while pregnant or within 42 days of termination of
pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and the site of
the pregnancy, from any cause related to or aggravated
by the pregnancy or its management but not from
accidental or incidental causes.

Under the Eighth Revision, maternal deaths were assigned
to the category, “Complications of pregnancy, childbirth, and
the puerperium” (ICDA-8 Nos. 630-678). Mthough WHO did
not define maternal mortality, an NCHS classification rule
existed that limited the definition of a maternal death to a death
that occurred within a year after termination of pregnancy from
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any “maternal cause,” that is, any cause within the range of
ICDA-8 Nos. 630-678. This nde applied ody if a“duration was
given for the condition. If no duration was spec%ed and the
underlying cause of death was a maternal condition, the dura-
tion was assumed to be within a year and the death was coded
by NCHS as a maternal death. The change from an under-l-year
limitation for duration used in the Eighth Revision to an
under-42-days limitation used in the Ninth Revision did not
have much effect on the comparability of maternal mortality
statistics. However, comparability was affected by the following
classification change: Under the Ninth Revision, maternal causes
of death have been expanded to include Indirect obstetric causes
(ICD-9 Nos. @7+48). These causes include Infective and
parasitic conditions as well as other conditions present in the
mother and classifiable elsewhere but that complicate preg-
nancy, childbirth, and the puerperium, such as Syphilis, ~ber-
culosis, Diabetes mellitus, Drug dependence, and Congenital
cardiovascular disorders.

Maternal mortality rates are computed on the basis of the
number of live births. The maternal mortality rate indicates the
likelihood of a pregnant woman dying of maternal causes, The
number of live births used in the denominator is an approxima-
tion of the poptiation of pregnant women who are at risk of a
maternal death.

Race—Beginning with the 1989 data year, NCHS changed
the method of tabulating live birth and fetal-death data by race
from race of child to race of mother. This resdted in a
discontinuity in maternal mortality rates by race between 1989-91
and previous years; see “Change in tabtiation of race data for
live births and fetal deaths” under “Infant deaths” in the
Technical Appendix from Wtal Statitics of the United States,
1990.

Infant deaths

Age—Infant death is defined as a death under 1 year of age.
The term excludes fetal deaths. Infant deaths usually are divided
into two categories according to age, neonatal and postneonatal.
Neonatal deaths are those that occur during the tist 27 days of
life; postneonatal deaths are those that occur between 28 days
and 1 year of age. Generally, it has been believed that different
factors influencing the child’s survival predominate in these two
periods: Factors associated with prenatal development, heredity,
and the birth process were considered dominant in the neonatal
period; environmental factors, such as nutrition, hygiene, and
accidents, were considered more important in the postneonatal
period. Recently; however, the distinction between these two.
periods has blurred due in part to advances in neonatology,
which have enabled more very small premature infants to
survive the neonatal period.

Rates—Infant mortality rates shown in sections 2 and 8 are
the most commody used indices for measuring the risk of dying
during the first year of life; they are calculated by dividing the
number of infant deaths in a calendar year by the number of live
births registered for the same period and are presented as rates
per 1,000 or per 100,000 live births. Infant mortality rates use
the number of live births in the denominator to approximate the
population at risk of dying before the first birthday. This

measure is an approximation because some live births will not
have been exposed to a fi~ year’s risk of dying and some of the
infants who die during a year will have been born in the
previous year. The error introduced in the infant mortality rate
by this inexactness is usually small, especially when the birth
rate is relatively constant from year to year (24,2S). Other
sour- of error in the infant mortality rate have been attributed
to Merences in applying the defitions for infant death and
fetal death when registering the event (26,27).

In contrast to infant mortality rates based on live births,
infant death rates shown in section 1 are based on the estimated
population under 1 year of age. Infant death rates, which appear
in tabulations of age-specific death rates, are calculated by
dividing the number of infant deaths in a calendar year by the
intimated midyear popdation of persons under 1 year of age
and are presented as rates per 100,000 population in this age
group. Patterns and trends in the infant death rate may difter
somewhat from those of the more commonly used “infant
mortality rate,” mainly because of differences in the nature of
the denominator and in the time reference. Whereas the popu-
lation denominator for the infant death rate is estimated using
data on births, infant deaths, and migration for the 12-month
period of July-June, the denominator for the infant mortality
rate is a count of births occurring during the 12 months of
January-December. The difference in the time reference can
result in different trends between the two indices during periods
when birth rates are moving up or down markedly.

The infant death rate also is subject to greater imprecision
than is the infant mortality rate because of problems of enumer-
ating and estimating the population under 1 year of age (27).

Change in tabulation of race data for live births and fetal
death,s-Beginning with the 1989 data year, NCHS changed the
method of tabdating live birth and fetal-death data by race from
race of child to race of mother. As in previous years, race for
infant and maternal deaths (the numerator of the rate) is
tabdated by the race of the decedent. Because live births
mmprise the denominator of infant and maternal mortality
rates, this change resdted in a discontinuity in rates for
198%91 data and in rates for previous years. For fetal and
perinatal mortality rates, the numerator and the denominator of
the rates are tiected, resulting in a slightly smaller discontinu-
ity. For additional information, see the Technical Appendix from
Wtal Statitics of the United States, 1990.

Comparison of race data from birth and death
cert@cates—Regardless of whether vital events are tabulated by
race of mother or by race of child, inconsistencies exist in
reporting race for the same infant between birth and death
Ceticates, based on results of studies in which race on the
birth and death certificates for the same infant were compared
(28).

These reporting inconsistencies can result in systematic
biases in infant mortality rates by specifted race, in particular,
underestimates for specified races other than white or black. In
the computation of race-specific infant mortality rates published
in Etal Statitics of the United States, the race item for the
numerator comes from the death certificate, and for the denomi-
nator, from the birth certificate. Biases in the rates may arise
because of possible inconsistencies in reporting race on these
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two vital records. Race of the mother and father is reported on
the birth certificate by the mother at the. time of delivery;
whereas race of the deceased infant is reported on the death
certificate by the funeral director based on observation or on
information supplied by an Mormant, such as a parent. Previ-
ous studies have noted the race for an infant who died and was
of a smaller minority race group is sometimes reported as white
on the death certificate but is reported as the minority race
group on the birth certificate, resulting, in the aggregate, in
understatement of infant mortality for smaller race groups (28).

Betimates can be made of the degree of bias in ~ace-~pectic
infant mortaIity rates by comparing rates for birth cohorts based
on the newly available linked birth and infant death data set
(29,30) with period rates based on mortality data published in
Etal Statistics of the United States for the same year(s).

The comparison of cohort and period rates is somewhat
affected by small differences in the events included in the
numerators of the two rates. The numerator of the cohort rate is
comprised of infant deaths to the cohort of infants born in a
calendar year whereas the numerator of the period rate is
comprised of infant deaths occurring in the calendar year.

Based on data comparing infant mortality rates from the
linked data set for the birth cohorts of 1985-87 with period rates
constructed for 1985-87, bias in the rates for the two major race
groups-white and black—is smaIl (table B). However, cohort
rates for the smaller race groups are estimated to be higher than
period rates by 9 to 41 percent. Cohort rates have not been
adjusted to reflect the approximately 2 percent of infant death
records that were not linked to their corresponding birth records.
Because of systematic understatement of infant mortality rates
based on period data, data from the national linked files should
be used to measure infant mortality for races other than black
and white. For the major race groups, period data are a close
approximation of the rates based on linked files.

Hispanic origirz-Infant mortality rates for the Hispanic-
origin population are based on numbers of resident infant deaths
reported to be of Hispanic origin (see section “Hispanic ori-
gin”) and numbers of resident live births by Hispanic origin of
mother for the 47 States, New York (excluding New York City),
and the District of Columbia. In computing infant mortality

rates, deaths and live births of unknown origin are not distributed
among the specified Hispanic and non-Hispanic groups. Be-
cause the percent of infant deaths of unknown origin for 1991
was 1.6 percent and the percent of live births of unknown origin
was 0.8 percent, infant mortrdity rates by specified Hispanic
origin and race for non-Hispanic origin are slightly underesti-
mated.

Caution shodd be exercised when comparing infant mor-
tality rates among the Hispanic populations (especially Puerto
Ricans) and non-Hispanic populations for 1991. Because the
percent unknown origin for all ages for New York City was
about 21 percent on a place-of-occurrence basis, infant mortal-
ity data for New York City were excluded from tables 2-22-
2-25, The percent unknown origin on a place-of-residence basis
for infant deaths for New York City for 1991 was about
30 percent (about 5 percent for live births). Aiso, because New
York City accounted for about 31 percent of the live births to
Puerto Ricans in the United States in 1991, excluding the data
for New York City may have an impact on infant mortality rates
for the Hispanic population, especially for Puerto Ricans. The
effect of including and excluding infant deaths and live births
for New York City on the infant mortality rates for the total area
for 1990 are shown in table C of the Technical Appendix from
Wtal Statistics of the United States, .1990. The effect for 1991
would be similar.

In addition, as discussed above for spectied races, period
infant mortality rates for specific Hispanic-origin groups tend to
be underestimated when compared with rates based on the
nationaI linked birth and infant death data set as shown in
table C. Comparisons also are affected by the approximate
2 percent of infant death records that are not linked to the
corresponding birth records.

Caution should be exercised when generalizing from the
ratios of cohort-to-period rates for 1986-87 with data for 1991,
because the area for Hispanic data has expanded from 18 States
and the District of Columbia in 1986-87 to 47 States, New York
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(excluding New York City), and the District of tilumbia in
1991. The Hispanic area for 1986-87 included Arizona, Arkan-
sas, California, Colorado, District of Columbia, Georgia, Ha-
waii, Illinois, Indiana, Kansas, Mississippi, Nebraska, New
Jersey, New York, North Dakota, Ohio, Texas, Utah, and
Wyoming.

Small numbers of infant deaths for specfic Hispanic-origin
groups can restit in infant mortality rates subject to relatively
large random variation (see “Random variation in numbers of
deaths, death rates, and mortality rates and ratios”).

Tabulation list<auses of death for infants are tabulated
according to a list of causes that is dfierent from the list of
causes for the population of all ages, except for the Each Cause
List. (See “Cause-of-death class%cation” under “Cause of
death.”)

Fetal deaths

In May 1950 WHO recommended the following defition
of fetal death be adopted for international usa

Death prior to the complete expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception, irrespective
of the duration of pregnancy; the death is indicated by
the fact that after such separation, the fetus does not
breathe or show any other evidence of life such as
beating of the heart, ptisation of the umbilical cord, or
definite movement of voluntary muscles (31).

The term “fetal death” was defined on an all-inclusive
basis to end confusion arising from the use of such terms as
stillbirth, spontaneous abortion, and miscarriage.

Shortly thereafter, this definition was adopted by NCHS as
the nationally recommended standard. All registration areas
except Puerto Rico have detitions similar to the standard
definition (32). Puerto Rico has no formal defition.

As another step toward increasing comparability of data on
fetal deaths for different countries, WHO recommended that for
statistical purposes fetal deaths be classified as early, intermedia-
te, and late. These groups are defined as follows:

Less than 20 completed weeks of gestation

(early fetal deaths) . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .. Group I

20 completed weeks of gestation but l~s than

28 (intermediate fetal deaths) . . . . . . . . . . Group II

28 completed weeks of gestation and over

As shown in table 3-11, group IV consists of fetal deaths with
gestation not stated but presumed to be 20 weeks or more. ‘

Until 1939 the nationally recommended procedure for reg-
istration of a fetal death required the fig of a live-birth
certificate and a death certificate. In 1939 a separate Standard
Certificate of Stillbirth (fetal death) was created to replace the

former procedure. This was revised in 1949,1956, 1968, 1978,
and 1989. The 1989 U.S. Standard Report of Fetal Death is
shown in figure 7-B.

The 1977 revision of the Model State Etal StatisticsAct and
Model State Etal Statitics Regulations (33) recommended
spontaneous fetal deaths at a gestation of 20 weeks or more or a
weight of 350 grams or more and all induced terminations of
pregnancy regardless of gestational age be reported and further
be reported on separate forms. These forms should be consid-
ered legally required statistical reports rather than legal
documents.

Beginning with fetal deaths reported in 1970, procedures
were implemented that attempted to separate reports of sponta-
neous fetal deaths from those of induced terminations of
pregnancy. These procedures were implemented because the
health implications of spontaneous fetal deaths are different
from those of induced terminations of pregnancy. These proce-
dures are still used.

Comparability and completeness of data—Registration area
requirements for reporting fetal deaths vary. Most of the areas
require reporting of fetal death at gestations of 20 weeks or
more. Table D shows the minimum period of gestation required
by each State to report fetal death in 1991. Substantial evidence
exists that indicates some fetal deaths for which reporting is
required are not reported (34,35).

Undefieporting of fetal deaths is most likely to occur in the
earlier part of the required reporting period for each State (34).
Thus, for States requiring reporting of all periods of gestation,
fetal deaths occurring under 20 weeks of gestation are less
completely reported; for States requiring reporting of fetal
deaths of 20 weeks of gestation or more, fetal deaths occurring
at 20-23 weeks of gestation are less completely reported, Thus,
reporting of fetal deaths at 20-23 weeks of gestation may be
more complete for those States that report fetal deaths at all
periods of gmtation than for others.

To maximize the comparability of data by year and by State,
most of the tables in section 3 are based on fetal deaths
occurring at gestations of 20 weeks or more. These tables also
include fetal deaths for which gestation is not stated for those
States requiring reporting at 20 weeks of gestation or more only,
Beginning with 1969 fetal deaths of not stated gestation were
excluded for States requiring reporting of all products of
conception except for those with a stated birthweight of 500
grams or more. In 1991 this rule was applied to the following
States: Georgiaj Hawaii, New York (including New York City),
Rhode Island, and Virginia. Each year there are exceptions to
this procedure.

Arkansas4ince 1971 Arkansas has been using two report-
ing forms for fetal deaths: A confidential Spontaneous Abortion
form that is not sent to NCHS and a Fetal Death Certificate that
is. Because of State changes concerning fetal-death registration
in 1981 and 1984 (see Technical Appendix from Vital Statistics
of the United States, 1990), the comparability of counts of early
fetal deaths may be affected. In particular, counts of fetal deaths
at 20 to 27 weeks for 1981–83 were not comparable between
Arkansas and other reporting areas or with Arkansas data for
1984-91. It is believed that reporting has improved but is still
not mmparable m“th data for 1980 and earlier years.

Maine—Maine uses two reporting forms for fetal deaths: A
Report of Abortion (Spontaneous and Induced) and a Report of
Fetal Death. Most spontaneous fetal deaths at less than 20
weeka’ gestation are reported on the Report of Abortion, and,
therefore, are excluded from fetal death counts in this volume.

Maryland-From the counts of frequencies by month, it
appears that not all fetal deaths occurring in the fist quarter of
1989 were reported. This may account in part for the lower fetrd
mortality rates for Maryland for 1989 relative to contiguous
years shown in table 3-5.

New York City-As a result of local efforts to improve
reporting, a combined total of 10,470 additional 1990 and 1991
fetal-death records were sent from New York City hospitals
after the data files had been processed and tabdated. Most of
these records are for fetal deaths under 20 weeks of gestation or
not-stated gestation. The values in the tables, particularly table
3-1, that show fetal deaths for all periods of gestation exclude
the additional deaths.

Revised Report of Fetal Death for 1989—Beginning with
data for 1989, new items were added to the U.S. Standard
Report of Fetal Death, including Hispanic origin of the mother
and father, medical and other risk factors of pregnancy, obstetric
prowdures, and method of delivery. In addition, questions”on
complications of labor and/or delivery and congenital anomalies
of fetus were changed from an open-ended question to a
checkbox format to ensure more complete reporting of informa-
tion.

The tabdation of items in the fetal-death section is. limited
to those States whose reporting is sufficiently complete. For
fetal deaths before data year 1991, data were published when a
State had a response for the item on at least 20 percent of the
records. Beginning in data year 1991, tabulations of prenatal
care and educational attainment include only those States with a
response for that specific item on at least 80 percent of the
fetal-death records. For the other tables in the fetal-death
section, item completion is high and no reporting criterion is
used to exclude States.

Period of gestation—The period of gestation is the number
of completed weeks elapsed between the first day of the last
normal menstrual period (LMP) and the date of delivery. The
first day of the LMP is used as the initial date because it can be
more accurately determined than the date of conception, which
usually occurs 2 weeks after LMP. Data on period of gestation
are computed from information on “date of delivery” and “date
last normal menses began.” If “date last normal menses began”
is not on the record or if the calculated gestation falls beyond a
duration considered biologically plausible, the “Physician’s
estimate of gestation’’.is used.

To improve data quality, beginning with data for 1989,
NCHS instituted a new computer ”edit to check for consistency
between gestation and birthweight (36). Briefly, if LMP gesta-
tion is inconsistent with birthweight, and the physician’s esti-
mate is consistent, the physicians estimate is used; if both are
inconsistent, LMP gestation is used, and birthweight is assigned

to unknown. When the period of gestation is reported in months
on the report, it is allocated to gestational intervals in weeks as
follows

1–3 months to under 16 weeks
4 months to 16-19 weeks
5 months to 20-23 weeks
6 months to 24-27 weeks
7 months to 28-31 weeks
8 months to 32-35 weeks
9 months to 40 weeks
10 months and over to 43 weeks and over

All areas except Puerto Rico reported LMP in 1991, and all
areas except California, buisiana, Maryland, and Oklahoma
reported physician’s estimate of gestation.

Birthweight—Most of the 55 registration areas do not
specify how weight shodd be given, that is, in pounds and
ounces or in grams. In the tabdation and presentation of
birthweight data, the metric system (grams) has been used to
facilitate comparison with other data published in the United
States and internationally. Birthweight spectied in pounds and
ounces is assigned the equivalent of the gram intervals, as
follows:

With the introduction of ICD-9, the birthweight classifica-
tion intervals for perinatal mortality statistics were shifted
downward by 1 gram as shown above. Previously, the intervals
were, for example, 1,001-1,500, 1,501–2,000, and so forth.
Beginning in 1989 NCHS instituted a consistency check be-
tween birthweight and gestation; see previous section on gestation,

Race—Beginning with data for 1989, NCHS changed the
method of tabulating fetal death, perinatal, and live birth data by
race from race of child to race of mother, When the race of the
mother is unknown, the mother is assigned the father’s race;
when information for both parents is missing, the race of the
mother is assigned to the specific race of the mother of the
preceding record with known race.

The change in tabulation of race has resulted in a disconti-
nuity in fetal mortality rates by race for data years 1989-91
relative to previous years; see “Change in tabulation of race
data for live births and fetal deaths” under “Infant deaths.”

Hispanic origin of mother—Fetal mortality data for the
Hispanic-origin population are based on fetal deaths to mothers
of Hispanic origin who were residents of those States and the
District of Columbia that included items on the report of fetal
death to identifi Hispanic or ethnic origin of mother. Data for
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1991 were obtained from 45 States and the District of Colum-
bi~ areas not supplying data were Louisiana, Maryland, Mas-
sachusetts, New Hampshire, and Oklahoma.

For 1991 fetal and perinatal mortality data in tables 3-18
and 4-6 are for 45 States and the District of Columbia and tables
3-19 and 4-7 are for 36 States and the District of Columbia that
had an item on Hispanic or ethnic origin on the death ceficate,
birth certificate, and report of fetal death and whose data for all
three files were at least 90-percent complete on a place-of-
occurrence basis and considered to be sufficiently comparable to
be used for analysis. The States included are Alabama, Alaska,
Arizona, Arkansas, California, tilorado, Delaware, Florida,
Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Minnesota,
Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New Jersey, New
Mexico, North Carolina, North Dakota, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsyl-
vania, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah,
Vermont, Virginia, West Virginia, Wisconsin, and Wyoming.

The 36 States and the District of Columbia for which fetal
and perinatal data by Hispanic origin are shown accounted for
about 83 percent of the Hispanic population in 1990, including
96 percent of the Mexican poptiation, 45 percent of the Puerto
Rican population, 88 percent of the Cuban population, and
71 percent of the “Other Hispanic” population (13). Accord-
ingly, caution should be exercised in generalizing mortality
patterns from the reporting area to the Hispanic-origin popula-
tion (especially Puerto Ricans) of the entire United States. (See
also “Hispanic origin” under “Classification of data”).

Total-birth order—Total-birth order refers to the sum of
live births and other terminations (including spontaneous fetaI
deaths and induced terminations of pregnancy) a woman has
had, including the fetal death being recorded. For example, if a
woman has given birth to two live babies and to one born dead,
the next fetal death to occur is counted as number four in
total-birth order.

Beginning with implementation of the 1989 revision of the
U.S. Standard Report of Fetal Death, total-birth order is calcu-
lated from three items on pregnancy history: Number of previ-
ous live births now living number of previous live births now
dead; and number of other terminations (spontaneous and
induwd at anytime after conception). For prior years, total-birth
order was calculated from four itemw see the Technical Appen-’
dix from Etal Statitics of the United States, 1988.

Although all registration areas use the two standard items
pertaining to number of previous live births, registration areas
phrase the item pertaining to other terminations of pregnancy
differently. Total-birth order for all areas is calculated from the
sum of available information. Thus, information on total-birth
order may not be completely comparable among the registration
areas. In addition, there may be substantial underreporting of
other terminations of pregnancy on the fetal-death report.

Marital status-Table 3-3 shows fetal deaths and fetal
mortrdity rates by mother’s marital status. The following States
were excluded from this table. because their reports of fetal
death did not include an item on maritaI status: California,
Comecticut, Maryland, Michigan, Nevada, New York (includ-
ing New York City), and Texas. Because live births comprise
the denominator of the rate, marital status must be reported for
mothers of live births also. Marital status of the mother of the

live birth is inferred for States that did not report it on the birth
certificate.

Beginning with data for 1989, fetal-death reports with
marital status not stated are shown as not stated in frequencies,
but are proportionally distributed for rate computations into
either’ the married or unmarried categories according to the
percent of fetal-death reports with stated marital status that fall
into each category for the reporting States. Before 1989 fetal-
death reports with not-stated marital status were assigned to the
married category. Because of this change, fetal-death frequen-
cies and rates by marital status for 1989 through 1991 are not
strictly comparable with those for previous years.

No quantitative data exist on the characteristics of unmar-
ried women who do not report, misreport their maritai status, or
fail to register fetal deaths. Underreporting may be greater for
the unmarned group than for the married group.

Age of mother—Beginning with data for 1989, the U.S.
Standard Report of Fetal Death asks for the mother’s date of
birth. Age of mother is computed from the mother’s date of
birth and the date of the termination of the pregnancy. For those
States whose certificates do not contain an item for the mother’s
date of birth, reported age of the mother (in years) is used. The
age of the mother is edited in NCHS for upper and lower limits.
When mothers are reported to be under 10 years of age or 50
years of age and over, the age of the mother is considered not
stated and is assigned as follows: Age on all fetal-death records
with age of mother not stated, is assigned according to the age
appearing on the record previously processed for a mother of
identical race and having the same total-birth order (total of live
births and other terminations).

Sex of fetus-Beginning with data for 1989, for all fetal
deaths of 20 weeks of gestation or more, not-stated sex of fetus
is assigned the sex of the fetus from the previous record. Before
1989 no such assignment was made.

Plurality-Ail registration areas except Louisiana report
the plurality of the fetus. Although Louisiana has not reported
this item for many years, prior to 1989, data for Louisiana were
erroneously converted to a plurality of 1 (single birth) and
included in United States totals. Beginning with 1989 data,
Louisiana is excluded from tables reporting pIuraIity of the
fetus. For reporting areas, not-stated plurality of the fetus is
assigned to single births.

Perinatal mortality

Perinatal dejnitions-Beginning with data year 1979, peri-
natal mortality data for the United States and each State have
been published in section 4. WHO recommends in ICD-9,
“national perinatal statistics should include all fetuses and
infants delivered weighing at least 500 grams (or when birth-
weight is unavailable, the corresponding gestational age (22’
weeks) or body length (25 cm crown-heel)), whether alive or
dead....” It further recommends, “countries should present,
solely for international comparisons, ‘standard perinatal statis-
tics’ in which both the numerator and denominator of all rates
are restricted to fetuses and infants weighing 1,000 grams or
more (or, where birthweight is unavailable, the corresponding
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gestational age (28 weeks) or body length (35 cm crown-
heel)).” Because birthweight and gestational age are not re-
ported on the death certticate in the United States, NCHS was
unable to adopt these detitions. Three defitions of petiatal
mortality are used by NCHS: Perinatal Definition I, generally
used for international comparisons, which includes fetal deaths
of 28 weeks’ gestation or more and infant deaths under 7 days;
Perinatal Definition II, which includes fetal deaths of 20 weeks’
gestation or more and infant deaths under 28 days; and Perinatal
Definition HI, which includes fetal deaths of 20 weeks’ gesta-
tion or more and infant deaths under 7 days.

Variations in fetal death reporting requirements and prac-
tices have implications for comparing perinatal rates among
States. Because reporting is generally sporadic near the lower
limit of the reporting requirement, States that require reporting
of all products of pregnancy, regardless of gwtation, are likely
to have more complete reporting of fetal deaths at 20 weeks or
more than those States that do not. The larger number of fetal
deaths reported for these “all periods” States may result in
higher perinatal mortality rates than those rates reported for
States whose reporting is less complete. Accordingly, reporting
completeness may acmunt, in part, for d~erences among the
State pennatal rates, particularly Werences for defitions II
and III, which use data for fetal deaths at 20-27 weeks.

Not stated—Fetal deaths with gestational age not stated are
presumed to be of 20 weeks’ gmtation or more if the State
requires reporting of all fetal deaths at a gestational age of 20
weeks or more or the fetus weighed 500 grams or more in those
States requiring reporting of all fetal deaths, regardless of
gestational age. For defition I, fetal deaths at a gestation not
stated but presumed .to have been of 20 weeks or more are
allocated to the category 28 weeks or more, according to the
proportion of fetal deaths with stated gestational age that falls
into that category. For definitions II and HI, fetal deaths at a
presumed gestation of 20 weeks or more are included with those
at a stated gestation of 20 weeks or more.

The allocation of not-stated gestational age for fetal deaths
is made individually for each State, for metropolitan and
nonmetropolitan areas, and separately for the entire United
States. Accordingly, the sum of perinatal deaths for the areas
according to Definition I may not equal the total number of
perinatal deaths for the United States.

Race—Beginning with the 1989 data year, NCHS changed
the method of tabdating fetal death and live-birth data by race
from race of child to race of mother. This has resulted in a
discontinuity in perinatal mortality rates by race between 1989
and previous years; see “Change in tabdation of race data for
live births and fetal deaths” under “Infant deaths.”

Hispanic origin~ee “Hispanic origin of mother” under
“Fetal deaths.”

Quality of data

Completeness of registration

All States have adopted laws requiring the registration of
births and deaths and the reporting of fetal deaths. It is believed
that more than 99 percent of the births and deaths occurring in
this country are registered,

Reporting requirements for fetal deaths vary from State to
State (see “Comparability and wmpleteness of data”), Overall
reporting is not as complete for fetal deaths as for births and
deaths, but it is believed to be relatively complete for fetal
deaths at a gestation of 28 weeks or more. National statistical
data on fetal deaths include only fetal deaths occurring at a
stated or presumed gestation of 20 weeks or more.

Massachusetts data

The 1964 statistics for deaths exclude approximately 6,000
deaths registered in Massachusetts, primarily to residents of that
State. Microfilm copies of these records were not received by
NCHS. Figures for the United States and the New England
Division are tiected also.

Alabama data

The 1988 statistics for deaths show no deaths assigned to
the city of Prattville in Autauga County. The death records that
should have been assigned to this area were instead assigned to
the Balance of county because of a processing error.

Amended records for Alabama, Alaska, Hawaii, and
New Jersey

Numbers of deaths occurring in Alabama, Alaska, Hawaii,
and New Jersey for 1991 are in error for all causes of death
mmbined and for selected causes because NCHS did not
receive changes resulting from amended records. An estimate of
the effect of these om-ssions can be derived by comparing
NCHS counts of records processed through the VSCP with
counts prepared by the respective States as shown in table E,
Differences are concentrated among selected causes of death,
principally Symptoms, signs, and ill-defined conditions (ICD-9
Nos. 780-799) and external causes.

Quaiity controi procedures

Demographic items on the death certi$cate—As previously
indicated, for 1991 the mortality data for these items were
obtained from two source+photocopies of the original certifi-
cates fimished by the Virgin Islands and Guam and records on
data tape furnished by the 50 States, the District of Columbia,
New York City, and Puerto Rico. For the Mrgin Islands and
Guam, which sent only copies of the original certificates, the
demographic items were coded for 100 percent of the death
certificates. The demographic coding for 100 percent of the
mrtificates was independently verified.

As part of the quality control procedures for mortality data,
each registration area goes through a calibration period, during
which it must achieve the specified error tolerance level of
2 percent per item for 3 consecutive months, based on indepen-
dent verification by NCHS of a 50-percent sample of that area’s
records. When the area has achieved the required error tolerance
level, a sample of 70-80 records per month is used to monitor
quality of coding. All areas providing data on computer tapes
before 1991 have achieved the specified error tolerance; accord-
ingly, the demographic items on about 70-80 records per area

per month were independently verified by NCHS. The estimated
average error rate for all demographic items in 1991 was
0.25 percent.

TheBe verification procedures involve controlling for two
types of error (coding and entering into the data record tape) at
the same time, and the error rates are a combined measure of
both types. It may be assumed that the entering errors are
randomly distributed across all items on the record, but this
assumption camot be made as readily for coding errors. Al-
though systematic errors in coding infrequent events may
escape detection during sample verification, it is probable some
of these errors were detected during the initial period when
50 percent of the file was being verified, thus providing an
opportunity to retrain the coders.

Medical items on the death certificate-Aa is true for
demographic data, mortality medical data also are subject to
quality control procedures to control for errors of both coding
and data entry. Each of the 31 registration areas that furnished
NCHS with coded medical information in 1991 according to
NCHS specifications had to qualify for sample ver%cation first.
During an initial calibration period, the area had to demonstrate
that its staff could achieve a specified error tolerance level of
less than 5 percent for coding rdl medical items. After the area
had achieved the required error tolerance level, a sample of
70-80 records per month was used to monitor quality of
medical coding. For the 31 reporting States, the average coding
error rate in 1991 was estimated at just over 4 percent.

For the remaining 19 States, the District of Columbia, New
York City, Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, and Guam, NCHS
coded the medical items for 100 percent of the death records. A
l-percent sample of the records was coded independently for
quality control purposes. The estimated average error rate for
these areas was about 3 percent.

The ACME system for selecting the underlying cause of
death through computer application eontributes to the quality
control of medical items on the death certificate. (See “Auto-
mated selection of underlying cause of death.”)

The MICAR system automates the coding of mtitiple
causes of death. The quality of the data produced by MICAR is

better than the quality of the data produtid using manual
multiple cause-of-death coding. The version of MICAR used to
process 1990 and 1991 records processed about 85 percent of
the mortality records with an average error rate of 0.42 percent
on an underlying-cause basis and a rate of 0.74 percent on a ‘
multiple-cause basis.

Demographic items on the report of fetal death—For 1991
all data on fetal deaths, except for New York (excluding New
York City), were coded under contract by the U.S. Bureau of the
Census. Coding and entering of information on data tapes were
vertied on a 100-percent basis because of the relatively small
number of records involved.

Other control procedures—After coding and entering on
data tape are completed, record counts “are balanced against
control totals for each shipment of records from a registration
area. Editing procedures ensure that records with inconsistent or
impossible codes are modified. Inconsistent codes are those, for
example, indicating a contradiction be~een cause of death and
age or sex of the decedent. Records so identified during the
computer editing process are either corrected by reference to the
source record or adjusted by arbitrary code assignment (37).
Further, conditions specified on a list of infrequent or rare
causes of death are confirmed by the certifier or a State health
officer.AIl subsequent operations in tabulating and in preparing
tables are verified during the computer processing or by statis-
tical clerks.

Estimates of errors arising from 50-percent sample
for 1972

Death statistim for 1972 in this report (excIuding fetaI
death statistics) are based on a 50-percent sample of all deaths
occurring in the 50 States and the District of Columbia. A
description of the sample design and a table of the percent
errors of the estimated numbers of deaths by size of estimate
and total deaths in the area are shown in the Techrdcal Appendix
from Vital Statistics of the United States, 1972.

Computation of rates and other measures

Population bases

The popdation bases from which death rates shown in this
report are computed are prepared by the U.S. Bureau of the
Census. Rates for 1940, 1950, 1960, 1970, 1980, and 1990 are
based on the poptiation enumerated as of April 1 in the
censuses for those years. Rates for all other years use the
estimated midyear (July 1) poptiation. Death rates for the
United States, individual States, and Metropolitan areas are
based on the total resident populations of the respective areas.
Except as noted, these populations exclude the Armed Forces
abroad but include the Armed Forces stationed in each area.

The resident populations of the birth- and death-registration
States for 1900-32, and of the United States for 1900-91 are
shown in table 7-1, In addition, the population including Armed
Forces abroad is shown for the United States. Table F lists the
sources for these poptiations.

Population for 1991—The poptiation of the United States
estimated by age, race, and sex for 1991 is shown in table 7-2,
and the population for each State by broad age groups follows
in table 7-3. me 1991 estimates are comparable with those for
1990.

Population for 199&Irt the 1980 and 1990 censuses, a
substantial number of persons did not specify a racial group that
could be classified as any of the white, black American Indian,
Eskimo, Aleut, Asian, or Pacific Islander categories on the
census form (38). In 1980 the number of persons of “Other”
race was 6,758,319; in 1990, it was 9,804,847. In both censuses,
the large majority of these persons were of Hispanic origin
(based on response to a’ separate question on the form), and

many wrote in their Hispanic origin, or Hispanic origin type (for
example, Mexican and Puerto Rican) as their race. In 1980 and
1990, persons of unspecified race were allocated to one of the
four tabdated racial groups (white, black, American Indian,
&ian or Pactic Islander) based on their response to the
Hispanic origin question. These four race categories conform
with OMB Directive 15 and are more consistent with the race
categories in vital statistics.

In 1980 the allocation of unspecified race was determined
using cross-tabtiations of age, sex, race, type of fi’spanic
origin, and county of residence. Persons of Hispanic origin and
unspecified race were allocated to either white or black based
on their Hispanic origin type. Persons of “Other” race and
Mexican origin were categorically assumed to be white, while
persons ,in other Hispanic categories were distributed to white
and black pro rata within the county-age-sex group. For “Other
ra~-not-specified” persons who were not Hispanic, race was
allocated to white, black, or Asian or Pacific Islander based on
proportions gleaned from sample data. The 20-percent sample
(respondents who were enumerated on the longer census form)
provided a highly detailed coding of race, which allowed
identication of otherwise unidentifiable responses with a speci-
fied race category. Thus, allocation proportions were established
at the State level and were used to distribute the non-Hispanic
persons of “Other” race in the 100-percent tabulations.

In 1990 the race modification procedure was implemented
using individual census records. Persons whose race could not
be spectied were assigned to a racial category using a pool of
“race donors” that consisted of persons of specified race who
had the identical responses to the Hispanic origin question and
who were within the auspices of the same census District office,
As in the 1980 census, it appeared that the underlying assump-

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tion made in the 1990 census was that the Hispanic origin
response was the major criterion for allocating race. Unlike
those responding to the 1980 census who codd be assigned
only to the racial group white or black, persons of Hispanic
origin, including Mexican, responding to the 1990 census could
be assigned to any racial group. Also, in the 1990 census, the
non-Hispanic component of “Other” race was allocated primarily
on the basis of geography (district office), rather than detailed
characteristic.

The means by which respondent’s age was determined
were fundamentally different for the two censuse~ therefore,
the problems that necessitated the modification were different.
In 1980, respondents reported year of birth and quarter of birth
(within year) on the census form. When census resdts were
tabulated, persons born in the first quarter of the year (before
April 1) had age equal to 1980 minus year of birth, while
persons born in the last three quarters had age equal to 1979
minus year of birth.

In 1990 quarter year of birth was not reported on the census
form, so direct determination of age from year of birth was not
possible. M 1990 census publications, age is based on respon-
dents’ direct reports of age at last birthday. This definition
proved inadequate for postcensal estimates as it was apparent
that many respondents had reported their age at time of either
completion of the mnsus form or interview by an enumerator
that could occur several months after the April 1 reference date.
As a result, age was biased upward. For most respondents,
modification was based on a respecification of age, by year of
birth, with allocation to first quarter (persons aged 1990 minus
year of birth) and last three quarters (aged 1989 minus year of
birth) based on a historical series of registered births by month.
This process partially restored the 1980 logic for assignment of
age. It was not considered necessary to correct for age overstate-
ment and heaping in 1990, because the availability of age and
year of birth on the census form had provided for the elimina-
tion of spurious year-of-birth reports in the census data before
modification occurred.

Population estimates for 1981-89-Death rates in this
volume for 1981-89 are based on revised populations that are
consistent with the 1990 census level (38,39). They are, there-
fore, not comparable with death rates published in Vital Statis-
tics of the United States for 1981–89, and in other NCHS
publications for those years. The 1990 census counted approxi-
mately 1.5 million fewer persons than had been estimated
earlier for April 1, 1990.

Populations for 1980-The population of the United States
by age, race, and sex, and the population for each State are
shown in tables 7–2 and 7-3 of Vtal Statistics of the United
States, 1980. The figures by race have been modified as
described.

Population estimates for 1971–79—Death rates in this
volume for 1971-79 used revised population estimates that are
consistent with the 1980 census levels. The 1980 census enu-
merated approximately 5.5 million more persons than had been
estimated for April 1, 1980 (40). These revised estimates for the
United States by age, race, and sex are published by the U.S.
Bureau of the Census in Current Population Reports, Series
P-25, Number 917. Unpublished revised estimates for States

were obtained from the U.S. Bureau of the Census. For Puerto
Rico, the Virgin Islands, and Guam, revised estimates are
published in Current Population Reports, Series P-25, Number
919.

Population estimates for 1961-69-Death rates in this
volume for 1961-69 are based on revised estimates of the
population and thus may d~er slightly from rates published
before 1976. The rates shown in tables 1-1 and 1-2, the life
table values in table 6-5, and the population estimates in
table 7-1 for each year during 1961-69 have been revised to
reflect modified population bases as published in the U.S.
Bureau of the Census, Current Population Reports, Series P-5,
Number 519. The data shown in table 1-10 for 1961-69 have
not been revised.

Rates and ratios based on live births—Infant and maternal
mortality rates and fetal-death and perinatal mortality ratios are
computed on the basis of the number of live births. Fetal-death
and perinatal mortality rates are computed on the basis of the
number of live births and fetal deaths. Counts of live births are
published annually in Wtal Statistics of the United States,
Volume x Natality.

New Jersey-As previously indicated, data by race are not
available for New Jersey for 1962 and 1963. Therefore, for
1962 and 1963 NCHS estimated a popdation by age, race, and
sex that excluded New Jersey for rates shown by race. The
methodology used to estimate the revised population excluding
New Jersey is discussed in the Technical Appendixes of the
1962 and 1963 volumes.

Net census undercount

Errors can be introduced into the annual rates as a result of
underenumeration of deaths and the misreporting of demo-
graphic characteristics. Errors in rates can dso restit from
enumeration errors in the latest decennial census. This is
because annual population estimates for the postcensal interval,
which are used in the denominator for calculating death rates,
are computed using the decennial census count as a base (38).
Net census undercount results from the miscounting and misre-
porting of demographic characteristics such as age. Age-specific
death rates are affected by the net census undercount and the
misreporting of age on the death certificate (41). To the extent
that the net undercount is substantial and that it varies among
subgroups and geographic areas, it may have important conse-
quences for vital statistics measures.

Because death rates based on a population adjusted for net
census undercount maybe more accurate than rates based on an
unadjusted population, the possible impact of net census under-
count on death rates must be considered. This can be done on a
national basis using results of studies conducted by the U.S.
Bureau of the Census on the completeness of coverage of the
U.S. population (including underenumeration and misstatement
of age, race, and sex). Such studies were conducted in the last
five decennial censuses—1950, 1960, 1970, 1980, and 1990,
From this work have come estimates of the national population
that were not counted by age, race, and sex (42-45). The reports
for 1990 (unpublished data from the U.S. Bureau of the Census)
include estimates of net underenumeration and overenumeration
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for age, sex, and racial subgroups of the national population
modified for race consistency with previous popdation counts
as described in the section “Population bases.” These studies
indicate that, although coverage was improved over previous
censuses, there was differential coverage among the population
subgroups; that is, some age, race, and sex &oups were more
completely counted than others.

Because estimates of net census undercount are not avail-
able by age, race, and sex for individual States and counties, it
is not feasible to adjust for net census undercount when
presenting rates in routine tabulations. Nevertheless, it is impor-
tant to be aware that net census undercounts can affect levels of
observed vital rates,

Age, race, and sa—If adjustments were made for net
census undercount, the size of denominators of the death rates
generally would increase and the”rates, therefore, would de-
crease. The adjusted rates for 1991 can be computed by
multiplying the reported rates by ratios of the census-level
resident popdation to the resident population adjusted for the
estimated net census undercount (table 7-4). A ratio of less than
1.0 indicates a net census undercount and, when applied, results
in a corresponding decrease in the death rate. A ratio greater
than lo-indicating a net census overcount-when mdtiplied
by the reported rate restits in an increase in the death rate.

Coverage ratios for all ages show that, in general, females
were more completely enumerated than males and the white
population more completely enumerated than the black popula-
tion in the 1990 Census of Poptiation. Underenumeration
varied by age group for the total population, with the greatest
dtierences found for persons aged 85 years and over. All other
age groups were overcounted or undercounted by less than
4.0 percent. Among the age-sex-race groups, underenumeration
was highest (13,3 percent) for black males aged 25–34 years. In
contrast, white females in this age group were underenumerated
by 2.5 percent.

If vital statistics measures were calctiated with adjustments
for net census undercounts for each popdation subgroup, the
resulting rates would be differentially redumd from their origi-
nal levels; that is, rates for those groups with the greatest
estimated undercounts wotid show the greatest relative reduc-
tions due to these adjustments. Similar effects would be evident
in the opposite direction for groups with overcounts. Conse-
quently, the ratio of mortality between the rates for males and
females and between the rates for the white population and the
black population usually would be reduced.

Similarly, the d~erences between the death rates among
subgroups of the population by cause of death wotid be affected
by adjustments for net censup undercounts. For example, in
1990 for the age group 35–39 years, the ratio of the unadjusted
death rate for Homicide and legal intervention for black males
to that for white males is 6.92, whereas the ratio of the death
rates adjusted for net census undercount is 7.54. For Ischemic
heart disease for males aged 40-44 years, the ratio of the death

rate for the black population to that for the white population is
1.12 using the unadjusted rates, but it is 1.22 when adjusted for
estimated underenumeration.

Summary measures—The effect of net census undercount
on age-adjusted death rates and lfie table values depends on the
underenumeration of each age group and on the distribution of
deaths by age. Thus, the age-adjusted death rate in 1990 for All
causes would decrease from 520.2 to 512.7 per 100,000 popu-
lation if the age-specific death rates were corrected for net
census undercount (table G). For Diseases of the heart, the
age-adjusted death rate for white males would decrease from
202.0 to 198.2 per 100,000 population, a decline of 2.0 percent,
For black males, the change from an unadjusted rate of 275.9 to
an adjusted rate of 256.7 would amount to a decrease of
7.0 percent. For HIV infection, the rate for black males would
decrease from 44.2 to 39,0 and for white males from 15.0 to
14.4.

If death rate,s by age were adjusted, the corresponding life
expectancy at birth computed from these rates would change.
When calculating life expectancy, the impact of an undercount
or overcount is greatest at the younger ages. In general, the
effect of correcting the death rates is to increase the estimate of
life expectancy at birth. For example, adjustment for net census
undercount would increase life expectancy in 1990 by an
estimated 0.2 years, from 75.4 years to 75.6 years for the total
U.S. population.

Adjustment for differential underenumeration among race-
sex groups would lead to greater changes in life expectancy for
some groups than for others. For males and females, increases
would be 0.3 and 0.1 years, respectively; for the black popula-
tion and white population, 0.6 and 0.2 years, respectively, The
largest increase would be for black males, 1.2 years, followed
by white males (0.3 years), black females (0,2 years), and white
females (0.2 years).

Age-adjusted death rates

Age-adjusted death rates are used to compare relative
mortality risk across groups and over time. However, they
should be viewed as constructs or indexes rather than as direct
or actual measures of mortality risk. Statistically, they are
weighted averages of the age-specific death rates, where the
weights represent the tixed population proportions by age (46).
The age-adjusted death rates presented in this volume were
mmputed by the direct method, that is, by applying age-specific
death rates for a given cause of death to the U.S. standard “
million population (relative age distribution of 1940 enumerated
population of the United States totaling 1,000,000(25)), By
using the same standard population, the rates for the total
population and for each race-sex group were adjusted sepa-
rately. It is important not to compare age-adjusted death rates
with crude rates. The U.S. standard million population is as
follows:
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popdations for those years, Therefore, these life table values
may differ from life table values of those years published in
previous volumes.

Life tables for the decennial period 1969-71 are used as the
standard life tables in constructing the 1970-79 abridged life
tables. Life table values for 1970-73 were first revised in Wtal

Statitics of the United States, 197Z before 1977, life table
values for 1970-73 were constructed using the 1959-61 decen-
nial life tables. In addition, life table values for 1951–59,
1961-69, and 1971-79 appearing in this volume are based on
revised intercensal estimates of the populations for those years.
As such, these life table values may differ from life table values
for those years published in previous volumes.

There has been an increasing interest in data on the average
length of life ~0) for single calendar years before the initiation
of the annurd abridged life table series for selected race-sex
groups in 1945. The figures in table 6-5 for the race and sex
groups for the following years were estimated to meet these
needs (48).

The geographic areas covered in life tables before 1929-31
were limited to the death-registration areas. Life tables for
1900-1902 and 1909-11 were constructed using mortality data
from the 1900 death-registration Statea-10 States and the
District of Columbia-and for1919–21 from the1920 death-
registration States-34 States and the District of Columbia.

Random variation in numbers of deaths, death rates,
and mortaiity rates and ratios

Deaths andpopulation-based rates-Except forthosere-
ported in 1972, the numbers of deaths reported for a community
represent complete counts of such events. As such, they are not
subject to sampiing error, aithough they are subject to errors in
the registration process. However, when the figures are used for
analytical purposes, such as the comparison of rates over a
period or for different areas, the nuinber of events that actuaily
occurred may be considered as one of a large series of possible
restits that could have arisen under the same circumstances
(49). The probable range of vaiues may be estimated from the
acturd figures according to certain statistical assumptions.

In general, distributions of vitai events may be assumed to
foilow the binomiai distribution. Estimates of standard error and
tests of si~cance under this assumption are described in most
standard statistics texts. When the number of events is large, the
standard error, expressed as a percent of the number or rate, is
usualiy smaii.

When the number of events is small (perhaps less than 100)
and the probability of such & event is smali, considerable
caution must be observed in interpreting the conditions de-
scribed by the figures. This is particdarly true for infant
mortaiity rates, cause-specfic death rates, and death rates for
counties. Events of a rare nature may be assumed to follow a
Poisson probability distribution. For this distribution, a simple
approximation may be used to estimate a confidence interval, as
follows.

1,000 poptiation for a second community, which is based on 25
remrded deaths, the dfierence between the rates for the two
communities is 5.0.

Rates, proportions, and ratios-Beginning in 1989 an aster-
isk is shown in place of a rate based on fewer than 20 deaths,
These rates have a relative standard error of 23 percent or more
and therefore are considered highly variable. For age-adjusted
death rates, this criterion is applied to the sum of the age-
specific deaths,
