Sir:

I transmit herewith the annual report on Mortality Statistics for 1915, which is the sixteenth annual
compilation of such statistics prepared by the Bureau of the Census. ‘It is based on transcripts received from
the registration ares for deaths, which in 1915 had an estimated population of 67,336,992, or 67.1 per cent of
the total estimated population of the United States. The total number of deaths returned from the registration
area for the calendar year 1915 was 909,155, corresponding to a death rate of 13.5 per 1,000 population. This
rate is the lowest for any year since the establishment of the registration area in 1880, the lowest previous rate
on record, 13.6, being that for 1914,

No new states were added to the registration area in 1915, but I am pleased to announce the admission of
North Carolina (the returns for which formerly related only to places having 1,000 inhabitants or more) and
South Carolina for the calendar year 1916.

This report was prepared under the direction of Mr. Richard C. Lappin, formerly chief statistician for
vital statistics, assisted by Mr. George H. Van Buren, formerly expert chief of division. A portion of the text
was written by Dr. William H. Davis, chief statistician for vital statistics. It is expected to issue this report
between five and six months in advance of the date on which the report for 1914 was issued.

DEATHS AND CRUDE DEATH RATES.

The total number of ‘deaths returned from the
registration area of the United States for the calendar
year 1915 was 909,155. The death rate for the year,
based on an estimated midyear population of 67,336,-
992, or 67.1 per cent of the total estimated popula-
tion of the United States, was 13.5 per 1,000 of
population. This rate is the lowest shown for any
year since the establishment of the registration area
in 1880, the lowest previous rate on record, 13.6,
being that for 1914.

GROWTH OF THE REGISTRATION AREA: 1880 TO 1915,

The first mortality statistics published by the
Federal Government related to 1850, and were based
upon data collected at the decennial census of that
year. Thereafter until 1900, inclusive, mortality
statistics were collected at each decennial census;
and since 1900 such statistics have been gathered
and issued annually by the Bureau of the Census.
The decennial series of mortality reports related to
the entire country. In 1880, however, a death-
registration area was established, and for that year
and for 1890 and 1900 the decennial census reports
presented statistics of mortality for the entire United
States, based on data gathered by the census enu-
merators, and separately for the death-registration
area, based on returns made by the registration
officials of the several states and cities embraced in
the area. Since 1900 the mortality statistics issued
by the Census Bureau have been confined to the
death-registration area.

The following table shows the growth of the registra-
tion area in both population and land area from 1880
to 1915, inclusive:

The registration area in 1880 embraced only two
states—Massachusetts and New Jersey—the District
of Columbia, and a number of cities in nonregistra-
tion states. Its population was 8,538,366, or 17 per
cent of the total for the United States. In 1890
Connecticut, Delaware, New Hampshire, New York,
Rhode Island, and Vermont were added, increasing
the percentage which the population of the regis-
tration area represented of the total for the United
States to 31.4. At the census of 1900 Maine and
Michigan were also added (for the year ending May 31,
1900), and Delaware was dropped, the percentage of
population included being thereby increased to 37.9.

For the calendar year 1900 (to which the first of the
annual reports related) Indiana was admitted, in-
creasing the percentage of population included in the
area to 40.5. No other states were added until 1906,
when California, Colorado, Maryland, Pennsylvania,
and South Dakota were taken into the area, with the
result that the percentage of population included was
raised to 48.9. The next change was made‘in 1908,
when Washington and Wisconsin became registration
states, and for the first time more than one-half (52.5
per cent) of the estimated population of the United
States was included. From that time the growth con-

®
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tinued steadily. Ohio was added in 1909; Minnesota,
Montana, Utah, and the North Carolina municipalities
which in 1900 had 1,000 or more inhabitants were
added and South Dakota was dropped in 1910; and
Kentucky and Missouri were added in 1911, Virginia
in 1913, and Kansas in 1914. Besides the states
named, various cities in nonregistration states were
also added from time to time, including severalin 1915.
The population included in the registration area for
deaths in that year amounted to 67.1 per cent of the
total for the United States.

The percentages which the population and the land
area of the registration area formed of the correspond-
ing totals for the United States in 1880, 1890, and
1900 to 1915, inclusive, are presented in the following
diagram:

The registration area in 1915 was composed of 25
states, the Distriet of Columbia, and 41 cifies in non-
registration states. Included among the registration
states, however, is North Carolina, the returns from
which relate only to municipalities having 1,000 or
more inhabitants in 1910. The states and cities mak-
ing up this area are those for which the registration of
deaths has been accepted as being approximately com-
plete (at least 90 per cent of all deaths being registered)
and which were admitted to the registration area only
after it was known from the data at hand that the
deaths were being recorded properly under state law
or for cities, under municipal ordinance.

DEATHS AND CRUDE DEATH RATES.

The 909,155 deaths in the registration area in 1915
were distributed between the sexes and between the
two racial groups as follows: Of males, 54.4 per cent;
of females, 45.6 per cent; of white persons, 91.4 per
cent; of colored persons, 8.6 per cent. Of the col-
ored, the great majority; 95.4 per cent (equivalent to
8.2 per cent of the total for all races), were of Negroes.

The percentages of deaths in the registration area
by color, by nativity of white persons, and by parent
nativity of the native white, for 1915, are shown in the
following diagram:

As in earlier years, large proportions of the deaths
reported are of infants under 1 year of age and of
children under 5—16.3 per cent and 22.4 per cent,
respectively. These percentages, however, are lower
than the corresponding ones for 1914, namely, 17.3
and 23.8, respectively.

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As will be seen from the table, in 1900 the deaths
under 1 year of age formed 20.7 per cent, and those
under 5, 30.4 per cent, of the total deaths at all ages;
but for 1915 the corresponding percentages were only
16.3 and 22.4, respectively.

For the area as a whole, for the registration states,
for the cities in registration states, and for all regis-
tration cities, the death rates in 1915 were lower than
for any other year or period shown in the table; and
for the rural parts of the registration states the rate
for 1915 was the same as that for 1914 and was lower
than for any other year or period shown.

In view of the frequent changes which have taken
place in the extent of the registration area since 1900,
a more satisfactory comparison can be made from
the following table, in which figures are presented,
with reference to the years and periods shown in the
preceding table, for the group of registration states
as constituted in 1900.

This group of states, which embraced Connecticut,
Indiana, Maine, Massachusetts, Michigan, New Hamp-
shire, New Jersey, New York, Rhode Island, Vermont,
and the District of Columbia, was that covered by
the bureau’s first annual mortality report (for the
calendar year 1900) and is commonly referred to as
‘““the original registration states.” The total popula-
tion of these states approximated 20,000,000 in 1900
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and 26,000,000 in 1915, and represented for each year
about the same proportion—26 per cent—of the total
population of the United States.

From this considerable portion of the country the
registration of deaths should be considered to be
somewhat more nearly complete than for the regis-
tration area as a whole. It will be noted that the
reduction which has taken place in the group as a
whole is due almost entirely to the decrease in the
rate for the cities, that for the rural portions of the
states having remained almost stationary during the
entire period cgvered. The rate for the cities still
remains slightly higher, however, than that for the
rural districts.

DEATH RATES OF THE REGISTRATION STATES.

The following table presents the general or crude
death rates for the registration states for 1915 as
compared with those for 1912, 1913, and 1914, and
for the quinquennial periods 1901 to 1905 and 1906
to 1910. For the states in which the colored popu-
lation formed 10 per cent or more of the total the
rates are shown separately for the aggregate, the
white, and the colored populations.

DEATHS AND CRUDE DEATH RATES.

As in the case of the registration area as a whole,
the death rate for the registration states in 1915 was
lower than that for any preceding year or period for
which figures are given. The highest rate shown for
1915, for both races combined, is that for North
Carolina (17.3), which relates only to municipalities
having 1,000 population or more in 1910. Nexf in
order are the rates for New Hampshire and Maryland.

. The lowest rates given are those for Washington and
Utah, but it is likely that the estimates of population
on which these rates, and possibly a few others, are
based are too high. As explained in footnote 4, the
estimates of population computed by the Census
Bureau are based on the assumption that the annual
numerical increase since 1910 has been the same as
the average annual numerical increase between 1900
and 1910; and, therefore, in the case of those states
which increased in population very rapidly between
1900 and 1910, there is more or less probability that
the estimates for recent years are too high. Unfor-
tunately, however, in the absence of any provision for
an enumeration of the population of the country more
frequently than once in 10 years, the Census Bureau
is obliged to make estimates in the manner described.

Moreover, it should be remembered that the rates
given are ‘‘crude” rates, in the calculation of which no
allowance is made for differences in the sex, age, and
color distribution of the population. Furthermore, in
the different states the registration of deaths may be
conducted “with varying degrees of thoroughness.
This applies especially to those states in which the reg-
istration laws have been in operation but a short time.

For these reasons, therefore, the figures shown for
certain states should not be given too great weight,
and inferences as to one state being more healthful
than another should be drawn only after careful inves-
tigation of the registration, the constitution of the
population, and the probable increase in the popula-
tion since 1910.

DEATH RATES OF LARGE CITIES.

The following table shows, for each of the four years
1912 to 1915, inclusive, and for the two 5-year peri-
ods 1901-1905 and 1906-1910, the death rates for
cities which in 1910 had 100,000 inhabitants or more.
The rates for the cities with colored populations of 10
per cent or more are shown for the total population and
for the white and colored races separately.

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It is necessary to repeat for the cities the caution
that was given for the states in respect to inferences as
to the relative healthfulness of different places. In
fact, this caution is applicable to the cities even more
than to the states, since deaths in cities are affected
not only, as are those in the states, by migration from
one part of the country to another to secure the benefit
of better climatic conditions, but also by migration
from one city to another within the same state, or from
country to city, for the purpose of obtaining hospital
treatment.

In the nine large cities for which rates for both
white and colored persons are shown the effect of the
deaths among the colored persons upon the rates
for the total population is very evident. In each
case the rate for the colored population was largely
in excess of that for the whites, thus emphasizing the
fact that the item of color must be given due con-
sideration in making any comparisons of the death
rates for these cities with those for other cities having
much smaller percentages of colored inhabitants.
It will be noted that although the death rates among

the white population in several of the cities with
large proportions of colored inhabitants was higher
than the average for all cities in the registration
area, they were lower than those for the total popu-
lation in some cities in which the percentage of
colored inhabitants was very small. For 37 of the
50 registration cities which had 100,000 or more
inhabitants in 1910, the rate for 1915 was lower than
for the preceding year.

DEATH RATES OF FOREIGN COUNTRIES.

The following table is taken from the latest report
of the Registrar-General of England and Wales for
1914. It presents the death rates per 1,000 popu-
lation of the principal European countries and of
certain other countries for each of the six 5-year
periods from 1881 to 1910, and for the years 1913
and 1914, together with the rates for the United
States for the two 5-year periods between 1901 and
1910 and for the years 1913 and 1914. The per-
centages of decrease between the rates for the periods
1881-1885 and 1906-1910 are also shown.

For the above group of cities, in which the colored
population formed more than one-fourth of the total
(26.7 per cent), the death rate of the colored for 1915
was 27.5 per 1,000 population and exceeded the rate
for the white population (15) by 12.5, or 83.3 per cent.
The corresponding excess for the quinquennial period
1906 t01910 was 12.5, or 75.3 per cent, and for the quin-
quennial period 1901 t0.1905 it was 12.1, or 68.4 per

cent. The rates for both white and colored persons
declined considerably during the period covered, the
decrease for whites (2.7 per 1,000 population, or a little
more than 15 per cent of the average raté'for the period
1901-1905) being somewhat greater absolutely and
about twice as great relatively as that for colored per-
sons (2.3 per 1,000, or a little less than 8 per cent of the
average rate for the period 1901-1905).
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In 1915, as in the other years tor which figures are
given, the death rate for the colored population in
nearly every instance was higher than that for the
white population, the only four exceptions being Riv-
erside, Cal. (in which the colored population is made up
largely of Chinese and Japanese), Montclair, N. J.,
Coatesville, Pa., and El Paso, Tex.

In addition to the cities in which 10 per cent or more
of the inhabitants are colored, there are a number in

which the colored populations, although representing
less than 10 per cent of the totals, are still so numerous
that separate mortality statistics for the two races are
significant. The following table shows, for the two
5-year periods from 1901 to 1910 and for the four years
from 1912 to 1915, the death rates among white and
colored persons in places which in 1910 reported colored
populations numbering more than 10,000 but represent-
ing less than 10 per cent of the totals:

Most of the cities listed in the preceding table are
in the North, and for that reason the death rates
among the colored population afford interesting com-
parisons with those for the cities given in the table
on pages 16 and 17. Tt will be noted that the death
rates in this group of cities are lower for both whites
and colored persons, and in the case of the latter
considerably lower, than those for the group covered
by the preceding table. In this group the rate for
1915 was lower for both races than that for 1914;
while in the preceding group the rate for whites was
lower, but that for colored persons was higher, in 1915.

DEATHS OF NONRESIDENTS.

The report for 1914 presented a table showing the
number of deaths (exclusive of stillbirths) and the
death rate, including and excluding deaths of non-
residents, for each registration city and the rural

eaths were charged to the boroughs in which they occurred; beginning with 1911, deaths which occurred in boroughs other than those o f

part of each registration county, the distinction as to
nonresidents being based upon the following defini-
tion:

A person who dies in a hospital or other institution and whoge
previous residence is given on the death certificate as other than
in the registration district in which the death occurred.

In the compilation of the present report an attempt
was made to segregate the deaths of mnonresidents
according to the following definition: .

A person who dies in a hospital or institution whose previous resi-
dence is given but who lived less than one year in the registration
unit in which death is compiled.

It was found, however, that in a number of locali-
ties the length of residence of the decedent had not
been ascertained. It has, therefore, been decided
not to include in the report statistics of nonresidents.
A further study of the subject will be made, however,
with a view to presenting later statistics of this char-
acter which will have some significance.
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Summary and rate tables II to IV and General
Tables 5 to 11 present statistics on causes of death,
as follows:

Table IT shows the deaths and death rates per
100,000 population, by causes, according to the de-
tailed International List, for the registration area, for
each of the years 1912 to 1915, together with the an-
nual averages for the two 5-year periods 1901 to 1905
and 1906 to 1910.

Table III gives, for 1915, by color and important
causes, the death rates per 100,000 population for
the registration area and for its main and minor
subdivisions.

Table IV presents, for 1915, the death rates per
100,000 population in the urban and rural portions of
each registration state, from each cause and class of
causes. (In this table, as in all others in which figures
for rural localities are given, all places which at the
census of 1910 had fewer than 10,000 inhabitants are
treated as rural.)

Table 5 shows, for the registration area and for its
main and minor subdivisions, the number of deaths
in 1915 by color of decedent and important cause of
death. )

Table 6 gives, for 1915, the number of deaths in the
registration area, in its main subdivisions, and in the
urban and rural portions of each registration state,
from each cause and class of causes.

Table 7 presents the total number of deaths in the
registration area from each cause and class of causes,
by sex and age of decedent, for 1915.

Table 7A shows, for the registration area, the num-
ber of deaths of white persons from each cause and
class of causes during 1915, according to sex and age of
decedent.

Table 7B gives, for the registration area, the num-
ber of deaths of colored persons from each cause and
class of causes during 1915, according to sex and age of
decedent. .

Table 8 shows, for the registration area, for the
registration states taken as a group, and for each
registration state separately, the number of deaths
in 1915 from each cause and class of causes, by age of
decedent.

Table 9 presents, by age of decedent and by cause of
death according to the abridged International List, the
1umber of deaths which occurred during 1915 in each
ity having 100,000 or more inhabitants in 1910.

Table 10 gives, for the registration area, for each
registration state, and for each city having 100,000 or
more inhabitants in 1910, the number of deaths in
1915, by months, from important causes.

Table 11 shows for the first year of life, by days,
weeks, and months, the deaths from important causes,
which occurred during 1915, in the registration area,
the registration states, and the cities of 100,000 or over
in 1910.

DETAILED AND ABRIDGED INTERNATIONAL LISTS.

The International List of Causes of Death is made
up of (1) a detailed list which serves as a basis for the
presentation of deaths from disease and by violence
in a very specific way, and (2) an abridged list in which
many of the titles are consolidations of the headings of
the detailed list. The first is used for tables which
show separately causes of death which it is not neces-
sary nor practicable to show in similar detail in other
tables. _

As mentioned in the text of former reports the dis-
tinction between these lists should always be borne in
mind in connection with the use of the tables. In
some instances, where the title headings are identical
in the two lists, the causes of death included are not the
same. An example of this is title No. 19 of the de-
tailed list, “Other epidemic diseases.”” Used in this
sense ‘‘Other epidemic diseases” includes only those
epidemic maladies which are not shown separately in
titles 1 to 18 of this detailed classification; but when
thissame expression, ““ Otherepidemic diseases,” is used
in reference to the abridged list it signifies a heading of
that list which includes titles 3, 11, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18,
and 19 of the detailed list. Another example is fur-
nished by the title “ Tuberculosis of the lungs.” This
is title No. 13 of the abridged list and title No. 28 of
the detailed list. In the abridged list, however, this
caption includes not only title No. 28 of the detailed
list, but also title No. 29, “Acute miliary tuberculosis.”

In the following table are shown, for the year 1915,
the number of deaths in the registration area caused
by disease and violence, grouped under the headings
of the abridged International List, the corresponding
death rates per 100,000 population, and the per cent
distribution. In parentheses, after the name of each
abridged title, appear the number or numbers corre-
sponding to the title or titles of the detailed Interna-
tional List which it includes.

The rates for 5 of the 12 diseases listed in the above
table—cancer; cerebral hemorrhage, apoplexy; or-
ganic heart diseases, endocarditis; pneumonia (all
forms); and nephritis, Bright’s disease—show slight
increases for 1915 as compared with 1914, while in the
case of the remaining seven the rates were lower than
for the preceding year. The most pronounced decline
was in the rate for scarlet fever, which decreased from
6.6 to 3.6, or by 45.5 per cent. Marked declines,
amounting in each case to about 20 per cent of the
rate for 1914, are also shown for typhoid fever, measles,
and whooping cough. The five diseases which head
the list in this table are epidemic in character, and
fluctuations in the death rates resulting from them are
to be expected.

When comparisons of the rates for the first few years
are made with those for the last few years rather pro-
nounced decreases are shown for typhoid fever, scarlet
fever, diphtheria and croup, tuberculosis (all forms),
pneumonia (all forms), and diarrhea and enteritis in
children under 2 years of age. The declines shown by
typhoid fever and diphtheria and croup are especially
noteworthy, the rate for each of these causes in 1915
being only a little more than one-third as high as that
for 1900.

On the other hand, pronounced increases are in
evidence for cancer, cerebral hemorrhage and apoplexy,
organic heart diseases and endocarditis, and nephritis
and Bright’s disease.

The diagram on the following page presents graphi-
cally the fluctuations from year to year between 1900
and 1915 in the death rates for the several diseases
covered by the preceding table.

TYPHOID FEVER.

There were 8,332 deaths from typhoid fever in the
registration area in 1915, corresponding to a death rate
of 12.4 per 100,000 population, the lowest rate ever
recorded for the area as a whole. In 1914 the deaths
numbered 10,185 and the rate was 15.4, which was

then the record low rate. It will be noted that the
typhoid death rate has shown a remarkable decline
since 1900, in which year it stood at 385.9; and this
decrease, which amounts to 65 per cent, has taken
place notwithstanding the addition to the registration
area since 1900 of some states having typhoid rates
far above the average for the area.

The highest rate shown for any state, as in the case
of the preceding two years, is that for North Carolina
(40.8 per 100,000 population), but this rate, which
pertains only to municipalities that had 1,000 or more
inhabitants in 1910, represents a marked decrease
from the North Carolina rates for 1913 and 1914,
which were, respectively, 57.4 and 56.5. Kentucky
reported the second highest mortality from typhoid
in both 1915 and 1914, 30.4 and 41.7, respectively,
per 100,000. Other states having high rates in 1915
were Maryland and Virginia (each 23.7), Missouri
(15.4), and Indiana (14.9). It is encouraging to note,
however, that each of these comparatively high rates
is lower than the corresponding one for 1914.

Notably low rates are found for Wisconsin (4.8),
Massachusetts and New Jersey (each 6.7), Minnesota
(6.8), New York (7.6), and New Hampshire (7.7).

When the rates for 1915 and 1914 are compared, it
is found that only three states—Connecticut, Rhode
Island, and Vermont—show higher rates for 1915.
In Connecticut the rate increased from 9.2 to 12.4;
in Rhode Island, from 8.1 to 10.1; and in Vermont,
from 11.6 to 13. All the other states show lower
rates for 1915 than for 1914, the most notable de-

creases appearing for the following states: North

Carolina, from 56.5 to 40.8; Kentucky, from 41.7 to
30.4; Missouri, from 23.9 to 15.4; and Kansas, from
18.9 to 10.2. One of the most encouraging features
in connection with the decline in the typhoid rate is the
reduiction shown for the colored population, especially
in the states of North Carolina and Kentucky, where
the rates for colored persons decreased, respectively,
from 79.3 to 60.1 and from 63.6 to 52.4.
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DEATH RATES FROM CERTAIN IMPORTANT CAUSES OF DEATH IN THE REGISTRATION AREA OF THE UNITED
STATES FOR EACH OF THE YEARS FROM 1900 TO 1915.
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A comparison of the rates for the two years in re-
spect to the main subdivisions of the registration area
brings out the interesting fact that in both 1915 and
1914 the highest rates shown are for registration cities
in nonregistration states (15.7 for 1915 and 19.2 for
1914), while the lowest rates for both years are for the
cities in registration states (10.8 for 1915 and 13.3 for
1914).

Among the registration cities having 100,000 popu-
lation or more in 1910, the highest rate for typhoid
fever in 1915, as in 1914, was that for Nashville (37.1),
but this rate was notably lower than the corresponding
one for 1914 (51.3). Other high rates for 1915 are
shown by Birmingham (36.2), Grand Rapids (27.8),
Memphis (26.7), and Toledo (22.9). The lowest rates

among these cities were those for Cambridge (1.8),
Seattle (2.4), Newark, N. J. (2.8), Paterson (4.4), and
Bridgeport, Portland, Oreg., and Milwaukee (each 5.1).

With reference to the extremely low rates regis-
tered year after year by certain cities, it is only fair to
point out that in some cases these cities are located near
larger cities (for example, Cambridge, which adjoins
Boston) with the result that some of the typhoid
patients in the smaller cities are sent to the hospitals
in the larger ones and die there, thus raising the rates
for the latter cities and lowering them for the former.

The general decrease in the typhoid death rate
throughout the country from year to year is perhaps
the best index of the steady progress of public-health
work in the United States.
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MEASLES.

Measles caused 3,649 deaths in the registration area
in 1915, corresponding to a death rate of 5.4 per 100,000
population; in 1914 the deaths numbered 4,461 and
the rate was 6.8. The rate for 1915 is the lowest
recorded for any year since the beginning of the annual
series of mortality reports. This low rate, however,
must be ascribed to good luck rather than to any
improvements in methods of prevention or treatment,
as is plainly indicated by the fact that noted medical
centers like New York, Chicago, and Philadelphia all
show greatly increased rates for the year, that for New
York being 12.1 as against 10.8 in 1914, that for
Chicago 10.8 as against 3.2 in 1914, and that for
Philadelphia 11.3 as against 4.4 in the preceding year.

Comparison of the mortality for the two years in the
main subdivisions of the area shows a decrease in each
such subdivision with the exception of registration
cities in nonregistration states, for which the rate was
7.6 in 1915 as against 5.4 in 1914. Among the regis-
tration states the only increased rates were those for
Maryland, Massachusetts, Minnesota, New York, and
Rhode Island. The highest rates were those for
Rhode Island (10), New York (8.8), New Jersey (7.8),
Massachusetts (7.4), and Pennsylvania (6.7); and the
lowest were for North Carolina (0.6), Vermont (0.8),

"Utah (0.9), Washington (1.2), and Montana (1.6).

Among the cities having 100,000 or more inhabitants
in 1910, the highest rates for 1915 appear for Jersey
City (17.7), Fall River (14.2), Pittsburgh (12.9), New
Haven (12.2), and New York (12.1); and the lowest
are shown by Paterson (0.7), New Orleans (0.8), Low-
ell and Nashville (each 0.9), Atlanta (1.1), and Den-
ver and Worcester (each 1.2).

The following are some of the most noteworthy
changes which took place from 1914 to 1915 in the
cities of 100,000 or more: In Fall River and Jersey
City the rates increased from the very low figures of

2.4 and 4.4, respectively, in 1914 to the unusually high
ones of 14.2 and 17.7 in 1915. In Bridgeport and

Lowell, on the other hand, the rates decreased from
28.6 and 10.8, respectively, in 1914 to 6.8 and 0.9,
respectively, in 1915. The cities of Indianapolis,
Louisville, Richmond, Grand Rapids, Seattle, and
Spokane, for which in 1914 the rates were 8.1, 8.5,
" 0.7, 4.1, 0.3, and 6.6, respectively, reported no deaths
from measles in 1915. On the other hand, the only
city of 100,000 or more which reported no deaths
from measles in 1914—Cincinnati—shows a rate of
3.7 for 1915. _

Such wide variations among the death rates from
measles in the several states and cities are to be
expected in view of the epidemic character of this
disease.

SCOARLET FEVER.

The deaths from scarlet fever in the registration
area in 1915 numbered 2,419, giving a rate of only

3.6 per 100,000 population, as contrasted with: 4,340
deaths and arate of 6.6 in 1914. The rate for 1915 was
the lowest and that for 1914 was the next lowest for
any year since and including 1900, to which the first
of the annual series of mortality reports related. All
the main subdivisions of the area, all the registration
states, and 37 of the 50 cities which in 1910 bhad popu-
lations of 100,000 or more, show lower rates from this
cause for 1915 than for 1914.

Among the registration states the highest rates for
the year were those for Minnesota (6.5), Colorado (6.2),
Massachusetts (5.5), Maryland (5.3), and Rhode Island
.(4.5) ; and the lowest were those for Washington (0.5),
Vermont and . Virginia (each 1.1); North Carolina and
New Hampshire (each 1.6), Maine (1.7), and Kansas-
(1.8).

Among the cities of 100,000 or more the highest
rates appear for Omaha (14.1), Birmingham (12.6),
St. Paul (12.4), Boston and Cleveland (each 11.1), and
Pittsburgh (9.6); and the lowest for Seattle (0.3),
Portland, Oreg. (0.4), Newark, N. J., Oakland, Atlanta,
and New Orleans (each 0.5), Richmond (0.6), and
Grand Rapids and Louisville (each 0.8).

‘WHOOPING COUGH.

A total of 5,421 deaths from whooping cough was
reported from the registration area for 1915, corre-
sponding to a death rate of 8.1 per 100,000 population;
in 1914 there were 6,316 deaths and the rate was 10.3.
The rate for 1915 shows a marked decrease from that
for the preceding year, and, with one exception (6.5
for 1904), is the lowest for any of the sixteen years
covered by the annual reports. When the rates for
1915 are compared with those for 1914, the most pro-
nounced decrease (5.7, as against 10.8) shown for any
of the main subdivisions of the registration area
appears for the registration cities in nonregistration
states.

Among the registration states the highest mortality
in 1915 prevailed in Utah (20.3), and the next highest
in Rhode Island (18.7). Other states for which high
rates appear are Virginia (14.6), North Carolina (14.4),
and Massachusetts (12.8). In the cases of Virginia and
North Carolina, however, the rates were affected to a
considerable extent by their large colored populations,
among whom the mortality from whooping cough is
higher than among whites; and if the comparison
were based on deaths among whites alone the rates
for these two states would be lower than those for
several others in the registration area. It may be
observed, however, that in the states of Kentucky,
Maryland, and Virginia the death rates among colored
persons in 1915 show pronounced decreases as com-
pared with those for 1914.

Among the states showing very low rates for this
disease in 1915 are Washington (2.9), California (4.7),
Indiana (5.9), Vermont (6.3), and Maryland and Penn-
sylvania (6.8 each). ’
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Among the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or more
in 1910 the highest rate shown for whooping cough in
1915 is that for Fall River (21.3); the second highest
is for Bridgeport (19.4), and the next in order are
Atlanta (17.3), Lowell (16.9), and Providence (16.0).
The cities in this group for which markedly low rates
appear are Memphis (0.7), Portland, Oreg. (1.1),
Seattle (1.5}, Grand Rapids (1.6), and Los Angeles
(2.5).

The cities showing the most pronounced increases
in the rates for 1915 as compared with those for 1914
are Denver (from 3.7 to 6.3), Boston (from 6.4 to 14.9),
Lowell (from 8.1 to 16.9), Worcester (from 8.2 to
13.1), Jersey City (from 4.1 to 13), Albany (from 4.9
to 14.5), Rochester (from 2.4 to 9.6), Cleveland (from
6.9 to 11.4), Toledo (from 7.1 to 12.8), Providence
(from 9.8 to 16), and Milwaukee (from 3.3 to 12.4).

DIPHTHERIA AND CROUP.

The expression ‘“diphtheria and croup” is used as
a title heading in the International List. There are,
however, comparatively few deaths now returned
from ‘‘croup,” which term is deservedly falling into
very general disuse. Diphtheria is, of course, pri-
marily a children’s disease, and the age constitution
of populations must, therefore, be considered in con-
nection with the study of these crude rates.

The deaths from diphtheria and croup in 1915
numbered 10,544, corresponding to & rate of 15.7 per
100,000 population. These figures represent a de-
crease as compared with those for 1914—11,786, with
a rate of 17.9. The rate for 1915 is the lowest shown
for any year since 1900, when it stood at 43.3. This
decline of more than 60 per cent is relatively greater
than that shown by any other important cause of
death except typhoid fever. The fall has not been
continuous, there having been four years—1903, 1906,
1910, and 1913—for which the rates were higher
than for the years immediately preceding. This
remarkable decrease in the rate from diphtheria
during a period of only sixteen years is particularly
gratifying in view of the fact that this malady is now
regarded as a preventable and curable one.

The decline in the rate for diphtheria in 1915 as
compared with 1914 was general throughout the
registration area, each of the main subdivisions of
which showed a lower rate for the later year than for
the earlier. The most marked decrease—from 21.5
to 18—was shown by the group of all registration
cities.

The highest rates among the registration states in
1915 were those for Kentucky (24.4), Missouri (20.2),
Massachusetts (20), Pennsylvania (19.5), and New
Jersey (17.6). Of these five states, however, only
two, Kentucky and Massachusetts, show increases as
compared with the rates for 1914 (21.9 and 18.2,
respectively); and marked decreases appear in the
rates for New Jersey and Pennsylvania as compared

with those for 1914 (21.8 and 23.3, respectively).
Among the very low rates in 1915 were those for
Washington (2.7), Montana (4.7), Colorado (5.6), New
Hampshire (7.3), and Minnesota (8.5). Each of these
five states—of which only two, Washington and
Colorado, were included among those showing the
lowest five rates for 1914—had a lower rate for 1915
than for the preceding year.

Among the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or
more in 1910, the highest mortality in 1915 prevailed
in New Orleans (30.8 per 100,000 population). Other
cities with notably high rates were Boston (29.3),
Seranton (27.8), Chicago (27.5), and Pittsburgh (26.9).
Not one of these cities appeared among those for
which the highest five rates in 1914 were shown; but
the highest rate for 1915 (30.8) is lower than the
lowest (33.4) shown for any one of the cities having
the highest five rates in 1914. The lowest rates for
1915 appear for Seattle (0.6), Denver (3.2), Richmond
(3.9), Newark, N. J. (5.5), and Spokane (5.6). With
the exception of Newark, the same cities were included
among those having the lowest rates in 1914.

It is a very significant fact that, although during
the earlier years of the period 1900 to 1915, a death
rate of 40 per 100,000 population from this cause
was not unusual—and, in fact, was below that for
the registration area as a whole in 1900—not one of
the large cities in 1915 even nearly approached this
rate, and only two in 1914 showed rates which

exceeded it.
INFLUENZA.

There was a pronounced increase in the number of
deaths from influenza in 1915 (10,768) as compared
with the number in 1914 (6,014), the death rate for the
later year (16) representing an increase of 75 per cent
as compared with that for the earlier year (9.1). The
rate for 1915 is the highest recorded for any year since
1908, when it stood at 21.3. The increase in 1915 as
compared with 1914 prevailed in all the main subdi-
visions of the registration area, but was most pro-
nounced in the rural parts of the registration states
(19.9, as against 11.1 for the preceding year).

Among the registration states, the highest rate in
1915 was that for Vermont (31.7), which state also
showed the highest rates for 1914, 1913, and 1912
(19.7, 385.3, and 23.7, respectively). Other notably .
high rates in 1915 were those for New Hampshire
(28.8), Kansas (25.6), Maine (25.3), and Missouri
(21.3). The lowest rates among the registration states
in 1915 were those for California (8.3), Massachusetts
(8.5), Montana (9.2), Washington (9.9), and Minne-
sota (10.5). With the exception of Massachusetts, the
same states were included among those showing the
lowest five rates for 1914.

Among the registration cities having 100,000 inhab-
itants or more in 1910, the highest rates were those for
New Orleans (51.6), Memphis (37), Washington (28.7),
Nashville (25), and Albany (24.1). All these cities,
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except Albany, have large proportions of colored in-
habitants. New Orleans, Memphis, and Nashville
were among the cities which showed the highest five
rates for 1914 and 1913. The lowest mortality for
any large city was for Fall River (1.6 per 100,000 popu-
lation); and others having very low rates were San
Francisco (2.2), Oakland (2.6), Lowell (3.6), and Syra-~
cuse (3.9).
‘ OTHER EPIDEMIC DISEASES.

The causes of death covered by titles 1 to 19, under
the class of ““General diseases,” in the detailed Intere
national List of Causes of Death are those which are
known as epidemic diseases. While some of these
cause many thousands of deaths each year, certain
others—typhus fever, relapsing fever, miliary fever,
Asiatic cholera, bubonic plague, yellow fever, and
leprosy—are of extremely rare. occurrence in the
United States. In fact, from the registration area
deaths were reported for 1915 from only three—
typhus fever, bubonic plague, and leprosy—of these
seven diseases. Because of the extreme rarity of
these causes of death, it is the practice of the bu-
reau to make every possible effort to authenticate
the returns before tabulating deaths under the titles
by which they are designated. It can be said, there-
fore, that each case has been made the subject of
a special inquiry and that either the existence of
the disease has been verified by the attending phy-
sician, the hospital, or the registration office, or no
reply has been received to the bureau’s letter. In the
latter case the Bureau of the Census feels that it has
taken every possible precaution and has no choice left
but to classify the death as reported.

Two deaths were charged to typhus fever in 1915:
One in Miami County, Kans., and 1 in Powell County,
Ky.

Bubonic plague caused 1 death in Contra Costa
County, Cal.

Thirteen deaths were reported from leprosy: Two
in San Francisco; 1 in Fresno County, Cal.; 1 in Key
West, Fla.; 1 in New Orleans; 3 in Dukes County,
Mass.; 1 in Detroit; 1 in Berrien County, Mich.; 1 in
Brown County, Minn.; 1in Pawtucket, R.I.; and 1in
San Antonio, Tex.

The caption of title No. 19 of the International List
of Causes of Death is ‘“Other epidemic diseases.”
Under this heading are included & considerable number
of diseases, some of which are almost never fatal,
whereas others are very grave indeed. The deaths
charged to these diseases in 1915 numbered 235; dis-
tributed as follows: Chicken pox, 108; mumps, 82;
German measles, 17; Rocky Mountain spotted fever,
17 (4 in Colorado, 8 in Montana, 1 in El Paso, Tex.,
and 4 in Utah); dengue fever, 5 (4 in Pensacola, Fla.,
and 1 in Utah); glandular fever, 4; and roseola, 2.

GLANDERS.

Glanders caused 4 deaths in the registration area
in 1915, as against 10 in 1914, Of those occurring in

1915, 2 were reported from Manhattan Borough, New
York City, and 1 each from Marlborough, Mass., and

Providence.
ANTHRAX.

Anthrax was given as the cause of 35 deaths in the
registration area in 1915, as against 19 in 1914. The
deaths in the later year were distributed as follows:
Thirteen in New York; 4 each in Massachusetts and
Pennsylvania; 8 in Connecticut; 2 each in California,
Minnesota, and New Jersey; 1 each in Colorado,
Indiana, Montana, and Utah; and 1 in New Orleans.

RABIES.

Rabies caused 52 deaths in the registration area in

1015, as against 65 in 1914. The deaths in 1915 were
distributed as follows: Seven in Ohio; 6 each in Cali-

fornia, Massachusetts, and Pennsylvania; 4 in Ken-
tucky; 8 each in Kansas, New Jersey, and New York;
2 each in Missouri and Virginia; 1 each in Indiana,
Minnesota, North Carolina, Washington, and the
District of Columbia; and 5 in the cities in nonregis-
tration states—2 in Chicago and 1 each in Mont-
gomery, Ala., New Orleans, and Vicksburg, Miss.

PELLAGRA.

Pellagra caused 2,843 deaths in the registration area
in 1915. This represents a pronounced increase over
the number reported for the preceding year (1,550).
The death rate increased from 2.3 per 100,000 popula-
tion in 1914 to 4.2 in 1915, or by nearly 83 per cent.
This increase in the rate, however, would not be so
great if the comparison were confined to the same
area for both years. The number of deaths due to
this cause which took place during the year 1915 in
the registration area as constituted in 1914 numbered
only 2,107, the remaining 736 having been reported
from the nine cities in nonregistration states, which
were admitted to the registration area for 1915. On
this basis the rate for 1915 would be reduced to 3.1
and would represent an increase of only 35 per cent
over that for the preceding year. How much of the
increase for 1915 is due to greater prevalence of the
disease and how much to more accurate diagnoses
can not be told, although undoubtedly the latter
factor is an important one. *

Deaths from pellagra in 1915 were distributed
throughout the registration area as follows: Registra-
tion states—California, 28; Colorado, 2; Connecticut,
1; Indiana, 9; Kansas, 28; Kentucky, 149; Maine,
10; Maryland, 16; Massachusetts, 25; Michigan, 12;
Minnesota, 1; Missouri, 34; New Hampshire, 5; New
Jersey, 5; New York, 12; North Carolina (munici-
palities having 1,000 or more inhabitants in 1910),
347; Ohio, 5; Pennsylvania, 6; Rhode Island, 9;
Vermont, 3; Virginia, 332; Washington, 2; Wiscon-
sin, 1; and the Distriet of Columbia, 16. Registra-
tion cities in nonregistration states—Birmingham,
Ala., 116; Mobile, Ala., 55; Montgomery, Ala., 54;
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Jacksonsville, Fla., 52; Pensacola, Fla., 25; Tampa,
Fla., 12; Atlanta, Ga., 134; Augusta, Ga., 56; Sa-
vannah, Ga., 54; Chicago, Ill, 9; Jacksonville, Ill., 1;
New Orleans, La., 76; Hattiesburg, Miss., 36; Jackson,
Miss., 122; Meridian, Miss., 62; Natchez, Miss., 18;
Vicksburg, Miss., 52; Portland, Oreg., 1; Charleston,
S. C., 139; Columbia, S. C., 384; Greenville, S. C., 31;
Spartanburg, S. C., 19; Chattanooga, Tenn., 52;
Jackson, Tenn., 7; Knoxville, Tenn., 33; Mempbhis,
Tenn., 104; Nashville, Tenn., 35; El Paso, Tex., 4;
Galveston, Tex., 11; and San Antonio, Tex., 31.

About 45 per cent of the total deaths from this
disease were of colored persons in the registration
cities in nonregistration states.

TUBEROULOSIS (ALL FORMS).

For the year 1915 there were assigned, under the
eight titles of the International List of Causes of
Death covering tuberculosis of different parts of the
body, 98,194 deaths, representing 10.8 per cent of the
mortality charged to all causes for that year. This
corresponds to a death rate of 145.8 per 100,000 popu-
lation, the lowest on record for tuberculosis (all forms).
As compared with 1914, for which year the rate was
146.8, there was a slight decrease in 1915. The decline
in the death rate for all forms of tuberculous diseases
has been continuous since 1904, when it was 200.7.
This was the highest rate shown for any year since
1900, for which 201.9 deaths per 100,000 population
were recorded.

The year 1915 was the third since 1900—the pre-
ceding ones having been 1912 and 1914—in which the
mortality from tuberculosis in all its forms was ex-

" ceeded by that from organic diseases of the heart and

endocarditis, for which the rates in 1914 and 1915
were 150.8 and 156.2, respectively; and in 1915 the
mortality from organic diseases of the heart alone
(147.1 per 100,000) for the first time exceeded that
from tuberculosis (all forms).

Tuberculosis in its several forms caused 11.5 per
cent of all deaths in 1900, but only 10.8 per cent in
1915; on the other hand, organic heart diseases and
endocarditis, to which were charged 7 per cent of all
deaths recorded for 1900, were the cause of no less
than 11.6 per cent of all deaths in the registration area
in 1915.

In presenting rates for tuberculous diseases the
Bureau of the Census desires to emphasize the fact
that crude rates are to be used with extreme caution.
In discussions of this subject in reports for prior years
attention has been directed to the fact that there are
many localities to which consumptives are attracted
because of climatic conditions favorable to the treat-
ment of tuberculosis. For this reason states and cities
which show exceptionally high death rates are not
always those in which conditions are most favorable
to the development of tuberculous diseases, but in
some instances are those to which patients resort in

search of cure. Another fact which must be kept in
mind is that the death rates for tuberculosis among the
colored population, as well as among some of the for-
eign white stocks, are much higher than among the
native whites of native ancestry. Naturally, there-
fore, in comparing the rates of different localities the
constitution of the populations in respect of color,
nativity, and parent nativity, must be considered.

The rates for 1915 exceeded those for 1914 in two
of the main subdivisions of the registration area,
namely, the rural parts of registration states, which
showed a very slight increase—126.2 for 1915, as
against 126.1 for 1914—and the registration cities in
nonregistration states, the rate for which increased
from 192.5 to 197.2. '

The following states show the highest five death
rates from tuberculosis in all 1ts forms in 1915: North
Carolina, the figures for which relate only to munici-
palities having 1,000 or more inhabitants in 1910
(231.1), Kentucky (201), California (196.1), Mary-
land (191.2), and Virginia (184.4). These same states
showed the highest five rates for 1914, and in the
same order, with the exception that California and
Maryland ranked fourth and third, respectively, in
that year. Especially low rates prevailed in Utah
(44.5), Kansas (54.7), Washington (86.7), Vermont
(91.1), and Wisconsin (96.4).

Among the cities of 100,000 or over in 1910, the
highest rates for tuberculosis (all forms) in 1915 were
those for New Orleans (302.9), Memphis (290.9),
Albany (289.6), Denver (247.6), and Nashville (238.9).
The lowest rates among the large cities appeared for
Spokane (62.3), Seattle (64.4), Portland, Oreg. (85.4),
Scranton (93), and Grand Rapids and Milwaukee
(96.2 each).

TUBERCULOSIS OF THE LUNGS.

Tuberculosis of the lungs, including acute miliary
tuberculosis, caused 85,993 deaths in the registration
areain 1915. The death rate (127.7 per 100,000 popu-
lation) was a trifle lower in that year than in 1914
(127.8), but the proportions which the deaths from
this cause represented of the totals for all forms of
tuberculosis and for all causes combined (87.6 per
cent and 9.5 per cent, respectively) exceeded the corre-
sponding proportions for 1914 (87.1 per cent and 9.4
per cent, respectively).

The highest rate shown by any state for tuberculosis
of the lungs in 1915 is that for North Carolina—which,
however, relates only to municipalities having 1,000
inhabitants or more in 1910 (207.9); and next in order
were Kentucky (178.6), California (172.2), Maryland
(171.3), and Virginia (166.2). In two of these states,
California and Virginia, the rates for 1915 exceed those
for 1914, as they also do for tuberculosis in all its
forms. The states showing the lowest five rates were
Utah (36. 1), Kansas (47.9), Washington (74.6), Ver-
mont (74.8), and Wisconsin (83). Except in the case
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of Washington, all the rates for these states in 1915
were lower than those for 1914; and for all five states
the rates for tuberculosis (all forms) showed decreases
in 1915 as compared with the preceding year.

Only one state, Montana, showed a pronounced in-
crease in 1915 as compared with 1914 (104.9, as
against 92. .5). A marked decrease, from 221.7 in 1914
to 207.9 in 1915, appears for the North Carolina
municipalities having 1,000 or more inhabitants in
1910. Other decreases took place in Colorado (from
167.8 in 1914 to 158.2 in 1915) and in Maryland (from
181 to 171.3).

Of the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or more in
1910, those showing the highest five rates for pul-
monary tuberculosis in 1915 were New Orleans (265),
Memphis (262.1), Albany (261.6), Denver (235.4), and
Nashville (201.8). Albany was the only one of these
cities that showed an increase as compared with 1914.
Among the large cities, the lowest five rates appear
for Seattle (49), Spokane (51.1), Portland, Oreg. (67.1),
Scranton (72.2), and Milwaukee (83.6).

' The statés showing the highest five death rates from
tuberculosis (all forms) in 1915 also showed, in the
same order, the highest five rates for tuberculosis of
the lungs; and the same is true for the states showing
the lowest five rates. The same statement likewise
applies to the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or
more ‘in 1910, with the following exceptions: For
Spokane and Seattle, which show the lowest and the
next to the lowest rates, respectively, for tuberculosis
(all forms), the ranking with reference to the rates for
tuberculosis of the lungs is reversed; and, while Grand
Rapids and Milwaukee together occupy fifth place
among the cities showing low rates for tuberculosis
(all forms), in respect of low rates for tuberculosis of
the lungs Milwaukee alone ranks fifth.

A number of noteworthy changes in the rates for
1915 as compared with those for 1914 took place in the
cities of 100,000 and over. Rather marked increases
appear for the following cities: Oakland, from 101.1 in
1914 to 112.7 in 1915; Bridgeport, from 98 to 120.7;
Washington, D. C., from 181.7 to 199.6; Cambridge,
from 167.6 to 182.7; Detroit, from 103.6 to 118.6;
Grand Rapids, from 68.2 to 85.1; Minneapolis, from
113.5 to 124.2; Kansas City, Mo., from 136.6 to 157;
Albany, from 245.7 to 261.6; Dayton, from 121.2 to
152.2; and Toledo, from 159.7 to 171.4. Six of these
cities—Oakland, Washington, D. C., Cambridge, Min-
neapolis, Dayton, and Toledo—showed decreases in
1914 as compared with 1913.

More or less pronounced decreases appear for the fol-
lowing cities: Birmingham, from 211.2 to 178.1; New
Haven, from 110.7 to 89.1; Louisville, from 185 to
165.8; Fall River, from 146.7 to 113.5; St. Louis,
from 145 to 128.8; Syracuse, from 107.8 to 85.9; Cin-
cinnati, from 219.8 to 200.4; Memphis, from 273 to
262.1; Richmond, from 188.3 to 175.2; and Seattle,
from 66.8 to0 49.

~

The same precaution which was enjoined in the com
ment on tuberculosis (all forms) should be exercised in
comparing rates of states and cities for pulmonary
tuberculosis. The mortality from this cause among
Negroes and among certain elements of the foreign

stock (including not only the foreign born themselves
but also their American-born children) is markedly
high, for which reason the composition of a given -
population in respect of color, nativity, and parent
nativity should be carefully considered, especially in
the cases of the Southern states and of those states
in which the foreign stock is large.

CANCER.

Cancer and other malignant growths caused 54,584
deaths in’ the registration area in 1915, corresponding
to a rate of 81.1 per 100,000 population. In the pre-
ceding year the deaths from this cause numbered
52,420, the rate being 79.4. The increase in the death
rate from cancer and other malignant growths has
been almost continuous since 1900, for which year it
was 63. The rate for 1915 shows a slight increase
over that for 1914 in each main subdivision of the
reglstratlon area, with the exceptlon of the registration
cities in nonregistration states, in which it fell from
85.4 to 83.1.

Among the registration states, the highest five death
rates for 1915 are shown by New Hampshire. (109.4),
Maine (106.6), Massachusetts and Vermont (each 104),
California (98.1), and Connecticut (92.6). Excluding
Connecticut, these states showed the highest five rates
in both 1914 and 1913, although not in the same order.
The lowest five rates given for the registration states
are those for Utah (48.3), Kentucky (49.7), Montana
(50), Colorado (53.4), and Virginia (53.7). These
states, with the exception of Colorado, were also
included, although not in the same order, among those
showing the lowest five rates for 1914.

Among the cities of 100,000 population or over in
1910, the highest five death rates for cancer in 1915
appear for Albany (141.9), San Francisco (129.8),
Boston (115), Grand Rapids (114. 5), and Washington,
D. C. (111.2), and the lowest five for Birmingham
(53.4), Seattle (61.4), Atlants (62.2), Spokane (62.9),
and Bridgeport (74.3).

The bureau wishes to repeat in this report the warn-
ing which it has made a part of its text comment ¢n
cancer in each preceding report, with reference to the
danger in comparing the crude death rates for this
disease in different localities without considering the
age, sex, and color distribution of the population, as
well as the fact that a relatively high mortality for a
given city may be caused largely by deaths of non-
residents who come to the city for hospital treatment.
Furthermore, since colored persons are apparently
less susceptible to cancer than are white persons, the
states and cities in which the colored population is
relatively large do not, as a rule, have as high rates for
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cancer and other malignant tumors as those places in
which the colored population is small or negligible.

Of the 54,584 deaths caused by cancer and other
malignant growths, 21,221, or 38.9 per cent, were
assigned to the title heading ‘“Cancer of the stomach
and liver,” and 8,120, or 14.9 per cent, to the heading
“Cancer of the female genital organs.” It will thus
be seen that well over half of all deaths classified as
due to cancer resulted from cancers of the organs
named.

The classification, by seat of disease, of the deaths
from cancer in the registration area in 1915, with
the rate per 100,000 of the population, is shown in
the following table:

Of the total deaths from cancer, 32,066, or nearly
60 per cent, were of females, and 22,518 were of
males, notwithstanding the fact that deaths of males
predominate under four of the seven cancer headings
in the International List. Indeed, year after year this
same fact appears, that far more than half of those who
die from cancer are females, although the male popu-
lation of the registration area exceeds the female. A
little more than half (17,395) of all deaths of females
from cancer are found under the headings ‘“Cancer of

the peritoneum,’”” “‘Cancer of the breast,” and ‘‘ Cancer
of the female genital organs,”” while nearly half (10,915)
of all deaths of males from cancer are assigned to the
one title heading ‘‘ Cancer of the stomach and liver.”

ORGANIC DISEASES OF THE HEART.

Organic diseases of the heart caused more deaths
(99,053) in the registration area in 1915 than any other
single cause, even exceeding the number returned as
due to all forms of tuberculosis (98,194). The deaths
charged to organic heart diseases in 1914 numbered
93,588. The rate from this cause in 1915 was 147.1
per 100,000 population, as against 141.8 in the preced-
ing year and 111.2 in 1900. The increase during the
16-year period was not continuous, the rate having
fluctuated more or less from year to year. The
increase in the mortality from organic diseases of the
heart since 1900 is the more noteworthy in view of the
decline in the rates from tuberculosis of the lungs and
pneumonia (all forms) and the smaller increase in that
from Bright’s disease and nephritis (these four causes
being the only ones for which the death rates in recent
years have exceeded 100 per 100,000 population).
The deaths from organic heart diseases in 1915
exceeded those from Bright’s disease and nephritis by
28,553, those from tuberculosis of the lungs by 18,060,
and those from pneumonia (all forms) by 9,727.

A part of the increase in the mortality from organic
heart diseases is accounted for by the fact that, pur-
suant to the revision of the International Classification
of causes of death by the International Commission in
1909, deaths of persons 60 years of age and over which
formerly had been charged to acute endocarditis with-
out any age limitation were assigned to endocarditis
(unqualified) and myocarditis (unqualified) under the
title ““Organic diseases of the heart.” In making
comparisons it raust not be forgotten that nearly all
persons who die from heart diseases have passed
middle life, and that therefore the crude death rates
should be used with great caution and considered
only in connection with the age distribution of the
population.

The death rates from organic diseases of the heart
showed increases in 1915 as compared with 1914 for
all the main subdivisions of the registration area, the
most conspicuous being that for registration cities in
nonregistration states—from 143.2 to 152.5 per 100,000
population.

The states having the highest five rates in 1915 were
New Hampshire (213.8), Vermont (200), Maine (185.4),
New York (184.5), and California (181); and those
showing the lowest five were Washington (82), Mon-
tana (91.2), Colorado (94.4), Kentucky (94.8), and
Utah (98).

Among the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or more
in 1910, the highest five death rates from this cause
are shown by San Francisco (234.9), New Orleans
(231.7), Albany (224.9), Worcester (224.3), and Wash-
ington, D. C. (224.2); and the lowest five by Spokane
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(80.4), Omaha (81.5), Seattle (87.7), Portland, Oreg.
(88.7), and Milwaukee (98.1). -

PNEUMONIA (ALL FORMS)

In 1915 pneumonia (all forms) caused 89,326 deaths
in the registration area, as against 83,804 in 1914. The
rate for the later year, 132.7 per 100,000 population,
represents an increase of 4.5 per cent over that for the
earlier one, 127 per 100,000. Of the total deaths from
pneumonia (all forms), 55,825 were reported as due
to pneumonia and 33,501 as caused by bronchopneu-
monia; and of those charged to pneumonia, 44,153
were specifically stated as having been due to lobar
or croupous pneumonia, and the remaining 11,672 were
reported as having been caused by pneumonia without
any qualification.

The death rate for pneumonia has fluctuated greatly
sinee 1900, for which year it was 180.5. The rate for
1914 was the lowest on record, but that for 1915 is the
highest for any year sinée 1911. This increase for 1915
as compared with the previous year prevailed in all
the main subdivisions of the registration area except
the registration cities in nonregistration states, for
which the rate dropped from 159.8 to 154.1.

It has been stated in previous reports, and is here
repeated, that in the cases of many deaths reported as
due to some form of pneumonia, this disease was in
reality only the terminal condition and not the pri-
mary cause. Itis probable, however, that the practice
of thus mcorrectly reporting deaths as having resulted
from pneumonia is less prevalent to-day than it was
during the earlier years of the period covered by the
annual reports; and therefore a part of the decrease
shown for the later as compared with the earlier years
of that period is doubtless apparent rather than real.

The highest five death rates for pneumonia in 1915
are shown by New York (166.9), Rhode Island (164.9),
Massachusetts (160.6), Maryland (159.2), and Connec-
ticut (155.4); and the lowest five by Washington
(57.1), Kansas (86.3), Minnesota (89.6), California
(97.4), and Kentucky (98).

Among the cities which had 100,000 inhabitants or
more in 1910, the highest five rates in 1915 appear for
Pittsburgh (245.5), Bridgeport (204.3), Boston (202.9),
Fall River (200.2), and Baltimore (200.1); and the
lowest five for Portland, Oreg. (54.2), Spokane (54.5),
Seattle (56.8), Los Angeles (81.2), and Oakland (93.3).

DIARRHEA AND ENTERITIS (UNDER 2 YEARS).

The deaths of children under 2 years of age from
the class of causes included under this title numbered
40,099 in the registration area in 1915, corresponding
to a rate of 59.5 per 100,000, based on the population
at all ages. The rate for 1915 is the lowest reported
for any year since and including 1900 and represents a
great decrease as compared with the rate for that
year (108.8). Because of the great importance of the
diseases classified under this head—including cholera

infantum, ecolitis, diarrhea, enteritis, enterocolitis,
gastroenteric catarrh, gastroenteritis, gastrointestinal
catarrh, ileocolitis, intestinal indigestion, ‘“summer
complaint,” and many others—as factors in the mor-
tality of children under 2 years of age, this decrease is
of especial interest.

The decrease in the rate for 1915 as compared with
that for 1914 prevailed in each of the principal subdi-
visions of the registration area, but was most pro-
nounced in the registration cities in nonregistration
states. Only 4 of the 25 registration states show higher
rates for 1915 than for 1914, and none of these had a
large colored population. For only 7 of the 50 cities
which had 100,000 inhabitants or more in 1910 was
the rate higher in 1915 than in 1914, and but 2 of these
cities had large proportions of colored inhabitants.

These diseases are much more prevalent in urban
than in rural localities. The rate for the cities in
registration states in 1915 was 68.3, as against 44.7
for the rural parts of the registration states, thus de-
noting a mortahty nearly 53 per cent higher in the
urban than in the rural portions of these states. For
1914 and 1913 the corresponding percentages by which
the urban exceeded the rural rates were 50 and 42,
respectively. The decrease in the urban rate from
1913 to 1915 amounted to about 19 per cent, while
that in the rural rate was equivalent to approxi-
mately 25 per cent.

Among the registration states, the highest five
death rates from these causes in 1915 are shown by
North Carolina—municipalities having 1,000 inhab-
itants or more in 1910—(118.2), Connecticut (94.6),
Pennsylvania (90.7), Maryland (84.8), and New
Jersey (83.2); and the lowest five by Washington
(12.5), Utah (22.4), Kansas and Montana (23.3 each),
Colorado (26.1), and Minnesota (26.3).

Among the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or
more in 1910, by far the highest rate for 1915 appears
for Fall River (226.2). This city has shown the
highest rate from diarrhea and enteritis (under 2

| years) ‘for every year from 1907 to 1915, inclusive,

as well as the highest annual averages for the five-
year periods 1901-1905 and 1906-1910. The cities
having the four rates next in order of size for 1915
are Lowell (155.2), Scranton (136.7), Chicago (112.7),
and Bridgeport (109.8). Theé lowest five rates shown
by the large cities are those for Portland, Oreg. (5.9),
Seattle (7.6), Spokane "(13.3), Denver "(14.6), and
San Francisco (20).

In comparing these rates the age distribution of
the population should be given due consideration.

BRIGHT'S DISEASE AND NEPHRITIS.

Bright's disease and nephritis, including both the
acute and chronic forms, caused 70,500 deaths in
1915, corresponding to a death rate of 104.7 per
100,000 population. Of the deaths enumerated under
this general heading, 6,020 were reported from acute
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nephritis. The death rate for 1915 represents a slight
increase over that for the preceding year (102.4) and
is the highest for the period 1900 to 1915. During
these 16 years, the death rate from Bright’s disease
and nephritis seven times exceeded 100. In 1904,
1905, and 1907, it was 108.1, 103.4, and 102.4, re-
spectively. During the four years beginning with
1908 it remained below 100, but during the next four
years it kept continuously above 100—in 1912, 103;
in 1913, 102.9; in 1914, 102.4; and in 1915, 104.7.
The rate during these recent years was thus much
higher than that for 1900 (89). For the registration
states as a whole, for the rural parts of registration
states, and for the registration cities in nonregistration
states the death rate from Bright's disease and
nephritis showed an increase in 1915 as compared
with 1914; but for the cities in registration states
and for all registration cities taken together slight
" declines appear. As in former years, it will be noted
that the rate for cities in registration states (116.4) is
far in excess of that for the rural parts of the regis-
tration states (87.8).

The highest five death rates from these causes in
1915 are shown by Maryland (150.2), New York
(124.9), New Jersey (124.7), Vermont (122.5), and
Rhode Island (120.8); and the lowest five by Wash-
ington (53.5), Wisconsin (64.4), Utah (68.6), Kansas
(69.6), and Montana (76).

Among the cities having 100,000 inhabitants or
more in 1910, the highest five rates for 1915 appear
for New Orleans (239), Richmond (204.3), Albany
(189.2), Washington, D. C. (181.5), and Baltimore
(171.6); and the lowest five for Seattle (56.5), Port-
land, Oreg. (60.5), Milwaukee (70.6), Worcester (72.9),
and Spokane (74.1).

In making comparison of crude rates for Bright's
disease and nephritis, consideration should be given
to the fact that the great majority of the deaths from
this cause are of persons in middle life and old age.

SUICIDE.

The number of suicides reported from the registra-
tion area in 1915 was 11,216; the rate for that year
was 16.7 per 100,000 population, as against 16.6 for
the preceding year. The International List of Causes
of Death devotes nine headings to the various methods
or means employed by suicides. In 1915, as in prior
years, in the case of considerably more than half of
the deaths charged to this heading the means used
were poison or firearms. In comparing the death
rates for these two most usual methods of self-destruc-
tion, for the period 1900 to 1915, it will be noted that
the increase in the rate representing suicides by
poison is not so great as that representing suicides
by the use of firearms. The former rate increased
from 3.3 in 1900 to 3.7 in 1915, whereas the latter
rose from 2.7 to 5.4—an increase of 100 per cent—
during the same period.

In order that a death may be charged to suicide,
it must be shown definitely to be due to that cause.
For this reason there are many cases each year in
which, while death was, in fact, chargeable to suicide,
lack of precision of statement necessitated classifying
it under a less definite title. There is no question,
however, that with each year the bureau’s statistics
of suicide are becoming more nearly complete and
accurate.

Among the registration states, the highest five
suicide rates for 1915 were those for California (35.5),
Montana (23.1), Washington (20.7), Missouri (19.9),
and Connecticut (18.2); and the lowest five were
those for North Carolina—municipalities having 1,000
or more inhabitants in 1910—(7), Virginia (8.4),
Kansas (10.8), Kentucky (10.9), and Utah (12.7).

Among the registration cities having 100,000 inhab-
itants or more in 1910, the highest five rates for 1915
are shown by San Francisco (56.6), Omaha (41.7),
St. Louis (36.5), Los Angeles (33.7), and Kansas
City, Mo. (30.7); and the lowest five appear for Cam-
bridge (9), Buffalo (10.2), Birmingham (10.3), Rich-
mond (11.6), and Worcester (12.5).

VIOLENT DEATHS (EXCLUDING SUICIDE).

Deaths resulting from all forms of violence, suicide
excluded, in the registration area in 1915 numbered
56,076. The rate for that year was 83.3 per 100,000
population, which represents a slight decrease as
compared with that for the preceding year (85.8).
Among the principal causes of death specified under
this heading, the one of greatest numerical importance
was traumatism by fall, under which 9,979 deaths
were compiled. Next in order were accidents on

steam railroads, in which 6,652 persons lost their
lives; accidental drowning, 6,514; burns (conflagration
excepted), 4,804; homicide, 4,670; automobile acci-
dents, 3,978; street-car accidents, 1,555; and injuries
by other vehicles, 2,348.

Of all these causes, there are but two whose rates
for 1915 exceed the corresponding ones for 1914:
Accidental drowning (9.7, as against 8.6), for which
the rate is higher than for any preceding year since
1908, with the exception of 1913, and also exceeds
the annual average for the period 1906~1910; and
automobile accidents and injuries (5.9, as against 4.3),
the rate for which has steadily increased since 1910,
when it was only 1.8, or less than one-third as high as
in 1915. The increase in the death rate from the
latter cause, however, has not been so rapid as the
increase in the number of automobiles in use.

The death rate in 1915 for railroad accidents (9.9)
is the lowest on record, and shows a material decline
for the last 10 years of the period covered by the
annual reports. The death rate for homicide in 1915
(6.9) was somewhat lower than in the preceding year
(7.3). In nearly two-thirds of the cases of homi-
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cide reported for 1915, firearms were the means em-
ployed; and in every year since 1910, when detailed
information as to homicides was obtained for the first
time, the homicides by firearms have represented
between one-half and two-thirds of the total.

Among the registration states, those showing the
highest five rates for violent deaths (excluding sui-
cldes) in 1915 were Montana (136.5), California (111.2),
Pennsylvania (92.6),- North Carolina—municipalities
having 1,000 inhabitants 6r more in 1910—(88.4), and
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Ohio (86.1); and those for which the lowest five rates
appear are Wisconsin (55), Kansas (64.9), Kentucky
(66.3), Vermont (67.6), and Minnesota (69.3).

The highest five rates for 1915 for cities having
100,000 or more inhabitants in 1910 are those for
Memphis (161.5), Scranton (130.5), Birmingham
(127.5), New Orleans (126.6), and Kansas City, Mo.
(120.1); and the lowest five are those for Denver
(49.8), Milwaukee (50.5), Cambridge (56.4), Portla.nd
Oreg. (58.6), and Fall River (60.7).

ACCURACY OF STATISTICS OF CAUSES OF DEATH.

In the compilation of mortality statistics it is neces-
sary to depend upon physicians for the statements of
causes of death which are used as the bases of all
tables showing deaths by cause. Even though the
greatest possible degree of care may be exercised by
the compiler, and even though the system employed
may be the most nearly faultless which it is possible
to devise, the accuracy of the statistics can be no
greater than the accuracy of the material upon which
they are based, namely, the returns received from the
physicians.

The obstacles which the compiler must surmount
before he is able to present statistics showing with
reasonable accuracy the mortality resulting from each
of the diseases and forms of violence represented by
the 189 titles of the International List of Causes of
Death are numerous and some of them are serious.
In the first place, it is not practicable to attempt the
tabulation of each individual cause of death that may
be reported on a death certificate. To do so would
necessitate the tabulation of thousands, instead of
hundreds, of causes of death and their presentation in
alphabetical order. Such a method would obviously
be altogether impracticable for areas in which hun-
dreds of thousands of deaths occur annually. Further-
more, even if such a compilation were published, it
would be necessary for each user carefully t6 select
the various synonymous expressions covering the same
or closely related morbid conditions in order to obtain
information as to the mortality chargeable to any dis-
ease or class of diseases. One of the principal diffi-
culties which confront the bureau in classifying deaths
according to the International List is the fact that
each year it receives several hundred thousand certifi-
cates of deaths on each of which the names of two or
more diseases appear. All systems of classification
in present use for areas in which large numbers of
deaths occur annually are based upon the principle
that each death must be charged to a single cause.
This means that if two or more morbid conditions are
stated on a certificate with no indication as to which
was the chief or primary cause, one of them must be
selected as the heading under which the death shall
be classified. Unfortunately no dependence can be
placed upon the order in which the terms are written;

nor can the compiler rely upon the statements as to
the ‘““cause of death” or the “contributory cause,”
since these terms are used with different and diamet-
rically opposed meanings not only by physicians but
by registration officers.

It is obvious that the cause of death can not be
classified correctly unless it has been stated accurately.
It is not stated accurately when one or two of several
factors are not given in the physician’s report. Again,
it is not stated accurately when the physician fails to
enter on the death certificate a qualifying term which,
if given, would modify the classification of the death.
For example, the reporting of a death from tubercu-
lous peritonitis as having been caused by ‘‘peritonitis’’
represents an errcr of omission which, if not corrected,
would cause the death to be incorrectly classified, not
only with reference to the title of the International
List of Causes of Death to which, on the basis of the
incomplete statement, it would have to be assigned,
but also with reference to the class or group of causes
into which the list is divided.

For years the Census Bureau has been endeavoring
to obtain a greater degree of accuracy in the basic
datae from which its statistics of cause of death are
compiled. In view of the conditions under which the
bureau is obliged to work, it is absolutely necessary,
if a reasonable degree of accuracy is to be maintained
in its mortality reports, that it receive the hearty coop-
eration of the state and municipal registration authori-
ties; and it is gratifying to be able to say that these
officials have aided the bureau by obtaining informa-
tion which in thousands of cases, although not given
on the original certificates of death, was a determining
factor in classifying the causes. To these registration
officials who have thus cordially cooperated with the
bureau is due much of the credit for the great improve-
ment in the quality of the cause-of-death data which
has taken place during the past few years.

In general, in its efforts to obtain accurate and spe-
cific descriptions of causes of death the Bureau of the
Census has followed the plan of directing the attention
of the registration officials to statements which were
unsatisfactory by reason of errors of either omission
or commission. The registration officials in turn
communicate with physicians and coroners for the pur-
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pose of obtaining as many additional data as possible,
which they forwerd to the bureau. This work has
pecessarily been educational in its effect, with the
result that certain of the ill-defined returns once most
commonly encountered have become far less frequent
of late.

The tendency to state causes of death inaccurately
and indefinitely, however, is one that is deeply rooted,
and it will take considerable time to bring about a
substantially complete reform. So many unsatisfac-
tory returns have been received that it has been
entirely impracticable to undertake the correction of
more than a comparatively small percentage of them,
since to attempt to correct them all would result in
great delay in the publication of the annual mortality
reports. For years, therefore, the plan followed has
been that of returning only those statements which
were at the same time frequently encountered and
easily corrected. TFor example, reports of deaths from
‘‘cancer,” ‘‘carcinoma,” or ‘‘malignant tumor’’ were
returned for statements as to the seat of the disease;
those of deaths resulting from ‘‘operation,” ‘‘surgical
shock,” ‘“‘hysterectorny,” ete., were returned for infor-
mation as to the cause for the relief of which the opera-
tion was performed; and returns of deaths due to
“gunshot wound,” ‘‘drowning,” etc., were sent back
for information as to whether the deaths were acci-
dental or were classifiable as suicides or homicides.

The continual and very gratifying decrease from
year to year in the frequency with which reports con-
taining incomplete or ill-defined statements of cause
of death have been received by the bureau can be
attributed in part to the fact that those who formerly
made them are coming to understand that they will
not be accepted, and are therefore more precise in their
descriptions of conditions,and in part to the further
fact that when such reports are received by state and
municipal registration authorities these officials often
secure from the local registrars the remaining data
needed before sending transeripts of the certificates to
the Census Bureau.

In its effort to improve the basic cause-of-death data,
the Bureau of the Census has sent to every physician
in the country two pamphlets bearing upon this sub-
ject, namely, “Relation of Physicians to Mortality
Statistics’” and ‘“Physicians’ Pocket Reference to the
International List of Causes of Death.” The princi-
pal objects sought to be attained by the distribution of
these pamphlets were, first, to acquaint physicians
with the form, scope, and requirements of the Inter-
national List of Causes of Death, and, second, to em-
phasize the fact that the value of statistics of cause of

death depends so largely upon the lucidity and com-
pleteness with which the information is supplied by
the medical profession, which is the source of the
basic or fundamental data from which these statistics
are derived. With these ends in view, the titles of
the International List have been included in each
pamphlet, together with comments on some of the
principal undesirable terms commonly used in report-
ing causes of death; these comments give the reasons
why each such term is unsatisfactory and present sug-
gestions for more precise statements.

In 1912 the bureau decided to make a test inquiry
for the purpose of ascertaining, by communicating
directly with physicians who had made use of indefi-
nite or inaccurate terms in reporting causes of death,
whether it would be possible thus to secure sufficient
corrective data to justify the use of this method.
Registration officials throughout the registration area
were consulted, and nearly all of them agreed that the
project would be of value, not merely as a means of
supplementing their efforts to obtain specific state-
ments of cause of death, but also from an educational
standpoint.

Five of the undesirable terms frequently used in
reporting causes of death—‘meningitis,” ‘‘ paralysis,”’
“ convulsions,”” ““ pneumonia,”’ and ‘‘ peritonitis”’—were
selected, and, in cases where they had been employed
without qualification, circular letters were sent to the
physicians who had signed the death certificates.
These letters requested such additional statements
or information relative to the cause of death as might
be needed for a more satisfactory classification and
with each was inclosed a copy of the Physicians’
Pocket Reference to the International List of Causes
of Death, the paragraph therein referring to the unsat-
isfactory nature of the term used being marked. In
Mortality Statistics, 1911 (pp. 36-38), is given a dis-
cussion of the results of this test. It is sufficient here
to say that approximately 2,000 replies were received
and that the additional information thus obtained
from the physicians enabled the bureau to change the
classification in 57 per cent of the cases covered by
the replies.

In 1914, and again in 1915, the bureau conducted
further and broader tests along these lines; and the fol-
lowing table presents, with reference to the test made
in the later year, for each of the principal unsatisfac-
tory terms covered, the number of replies received,
the number and percentage of changes in classifica~
tion made on the basis of the information thus ob-
tained, and the numbers of the International titles
chiefly affected.

As noted in the comment on this subjeet in Mor-
tality Statistics, 1911 (pp. 36-38), the effect upon the
figures relating to the “definite causes” is a very im-
portant consideration in connection with the gathering
of corrective cause-of-death data. For example, of
the 3,649 deaths charged to measles for 1915, 242 were
clagsified under this title which would have been as-
signed elsewhere (more than 94 per cent to broncho-
pneumonia and pneumonia) had not the physicians’
replies to the bureau supplied the additional data.
Without these 242 deaths, the number charged to
measles would have been 3,407; these deaths, there-
fore, increased by about 7.1 per cent the figure which
would have been published if the bureau had not
.obtained the additional information. Similarly, as a
result of the changes in the classification made in the
manner described, 192 deaths, representing an in-
crease of 3.7 per cent, were added to those originally
classified under whooping cough; of these additional
deaths, 181, or 94.3 per cent, would have been as-
signed to bronchopneumonia and pneumonia. Again,
339 deaths, representing an increase of 3.3 per cent,
were added to the number first charged to influenza; of
these, 262, or more than 77 per cent, would have been
clagsified under bronchopneumonia and pneumonia.

In making the test for 1915, a considerable propor-
tion of all the transcripts of death certificates were
examined, and the cases selected were taken from a
large number of registration units in all parts of the
area, so as to make them representative of -average
conditions throughout the ares. For the causes of
death noted below the figures given show the actual
percentages of increase brought about by changes in
classification made as a result of correspondence with
physicians: Measles, 7.1; whooping cough, 3.7; influ-
enza, 3.3; tuberculous meningitis, 3.1; syphilis, 3.7;
gonococcus infection, 45.9; cerebrospinal fever, 49.5;
cerebral hemorrhage, apoplexy, 0.9; diseases of ears,
2.7; ulcer of stomach, 0.9; diarrhea and enteritis (under
2 years), 1.9; appendicitis and typhlitis, 0.7; puerperal
septicemia, 2; puerperal albuminuria and convulsions,
1.8; diseases of the bones, 1.3; premature birth, 0.7;
injuries at birth, 1.7; lack of care, 17.1; traumatism by
fall, 0.5; and excessive cold, 19.9.

In regard to bronchopneumonia, the bureau sent out
a special form letter (relating, in the great majority of
cases, to decedents under 10 years of age) to physi-
cians inquiring if the disease occurred as a complica-
tion with or sequel of some other disease or abnormal
condition, with the request that if this was the fact
the physician state clearly the nafure of the primary
cause. To this letter 5,300 replies were received, on
the basis of which the classification was changed in
979 cases.. On the other hand, 1,330 additions to the
deaths originally charged to bronchopneumonia were
made as a result of inquiries sent out in regard to re-
ports of deaths due to other causes. The net change
therefore, indicates that this is one of the causesfor
which the number of deaths is understated. An esti-
mate of the percentage of understatements is not
made, however, for the reason that the inquiries sent
out related almost entirely to cases of decedents under -
10 years of age.

The indefinite terms given in the table on this page
do not represent all the unsatisfactory statements
encountered on certificates of death. The inquiry of
1915, however, was along somewhat broader lines than
those of 1912 and 1914, and it is expected that future
inquiries of this character will be still further extended.
It must be borne in mind, moreover, that this work is
undertaken not simply because of the effect it will
have upon the published statistics for any given year,
but also because of its educational value, supple-
mented as it is by the earnest cooperation of regis-
tration officials.
