The only cancer the Pap test screens for is cervical cancer.  It does 
not screen for ovarian, uterine, vaginal, or vulvar cancers.  So, even  
if you have a Pap test regularly, see your doctor if: 

• You have abnormal vaginal bleeding. 

• You have any of the other symptoms listed above for two weeks 
or longer, and they are not normal for you. 

It may be nothing to worry about, but find out for sure.  See your  
doctor and ask about gynecologic cancer.
