[Announcer] There are several kinds of screening tests for colorectal cancer. Talk to your doctor
about which one is right for you.

[Man 3] I’ve been screened and it turned out | had polyps, and the doctor removed them before
they had a chance to turn into cancer.

[Announcer] No buts about it; this is one cancer you can prevent! If you’re 50 or older, talk to
your doctor and get screened for colorectal cancer. Screening saves lives!
