Before starting CommunityFlu, you must change Excel’s security level, as described
below when using Microsoft Excel 2003:

1). Open a blank Excel spreadsheet.

2). Click Tools and then click Macro, choose Security.

3). Set Security Level to Medium.

4). Click OK. You are now ready to open CommunityFlu (once you have
downloaded the program — see below).

5). Select the “inter_call” file from the CommunityFlu folder off the C:\ drive.

6). When asked to Disable Macros or Enable Macros, click Enable Macros.

7). When asked to Update or Don’t Update links, click Don’t Update.

Load and start
Before loading and starting CommunityFlu 2.0, you must make sure Excel’s
security level is set appropriately. Because CommunityFlu uses Excel macro

technology, you must first do the following steps:

1). Open a blank Excel spreadsheet. You must open a blank Excel spreadsheet to
change the security level. Changing security level with CommunityFlu open will
not allow the software to work.

2). Click Tools and then click Macro, choose Security (as in the diagram below)
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3). Set Security Level to Medium. (See diagram below)
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4). Click OK. You are now ready to open CommunityFlu 2.0.
5). Select the “inter_call” file from the C:\CommunityFlu folder, and double click

to open the file.



6). When asked to Disable Macros or Enable Macros, click Enable Macros. (see

diagram below)
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Select “Enable Macros”

7). Once you have selected “Enable Macros,” the software will ask if you would

like to update the links. Select Don’t Update
