Official transcripts for highest degree earned that qualified the applicant for the position. Any foreign transcripts must be translated and certified through a credentials evaluation company at least 4 weeks prior to the effective date of the appointment. The cost associated for credentials evaluation is the responsibility of the selectee.

For Health Scientist series: Degree/major study in an academic field related to the health sciences or allied sciences appropriate to the work of the position.


For Medical Officer series: Doctor of Medicine or Doctor of Osteopathy from a school in the United States or Canada approved by a recognized accrediting body in the year of the applicant's graduation. [A Doctor of Medicine or equivalent degree from a foreign medical school that provided education and medical knowledge substantially equivalent to accredited schools in the United States may be demonstrated by permanent certification by the Educational Commission for Foreign Medical Graduates (ECFMG) (or a fifth pathway certificate for Americans who completed premedical education in the United States and graduate education in a foreign country).]
