HIV Testing Before and During COVID-19

Prior to Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus 2 (SARS-
CoV-2), CDC recommended that jurisdictions pursue self-testing as
part of EHE (see PS20-2010 Notice of Funding Opportunity).

Due to social distancing, many people are putting
off preventive clinical visits or their doctors may only be offering
telehealth visits.

Health departments, CBOs, and other CDC-funded
testing sites are not offering normal services.
— Estimates: Testing ' by roughly 50% - 70%
