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Getting ready for your interview: What medicines were you taking?  

In your interview, we will ask about all the medicines you took during your recent pregnancy and the month before 
you became pregnant.  This includes medicines prescribed for you and those you took that did not need a prescription 
(“over-the-counter”).  

Other women who participated in the study found these things to be helpful in remembering their medicines:  looking at 
the bottles in the medicine cabinet, looking at a diary or personal calendar, and asking their doctor or pharmacist. 

Here’s a chart to record the information you will be asked during the interview and an example to get you started:
