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Data Detectives Summer Camp
Data Detectives Camp is a Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM) summer camp 
that focuses on statistics for rising 6th- and 7th- grade students. This 1-week commuter 
day camp is an exciting opportunity for boys and girls to learn about statistics through a 
variety of fun, hands-on activities!

The camp is conducted by the National Center for Health Statistics in collaboration with the 
American Statistical Association, University of Maryland’s School of Public Health, CDC’s Disease 
Detectives, the Bureau of Justice Statistics, and the Joint Program in Survey Methodology. 

What will I do at camp?
You will work with statisticians and research scientists to learn about statistical concepts you may have already learned or will be 
learning in Grades 6 and 7. Through a variety of activities, group projects, and computer programs, you will learn to think like a data 
detective by asking the right questions, collecting the needed information, analyzing data, and determining the answer.

Daily activities will revolve around a single statistical concept that will be explored through hands-on group activities, including:

Data Detectives staff will meet you at camp beginning at 8:30 a.m., and pick up will be 
from 4:00–4:30 p.m.

There is no fee for registering or attending Data Detectives Camp. However, campers will need to bring their own lunch and water 
bottle daily. Two snacks will be provided each day.

Who should apply?
If you are entering 6th or 7th grade in the fall of 2019 and are interested in math or science, you are strongly encouraged to apply.

Your parent will need 
to complete one section, and your math teacher will need to complete the other. You will also need to tell us about your favorite 
math concept, equation, or number, and provide reasons for your selection.
