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ACUTE CONDITIONS
INCIDENCE AND ASSOCIATED DISABILITY

INTRODUCTION

Nutional estimates of the incidence of acute
conditions and disability days associated. with
these conditions for the civilian noninstitution-
alized population of the United States are pre-
sented in this report. These data were collected
in the Health Interview Survey during the period
between July 1977 and June 1978.

Overall, the 1977-78 rates for incidence of
acute conditions and associated disability days
were similar to those for July 1976-June 1977,
with two exceptions. First, although there was
little difference between the 1976-77 and 1977-
78 national rates for incidence of acute condi-
tions, there was a substantial increase in the rate
over the previous year for the North Central
Region. Most of the increase was due to a flu
¢pidemic in that region during the early part of
1978. Second, rates for restricted-activity days,
bed-disability days, and work-loss days were
considerably higher for the country.as a whole
during July 1977-June 1978 than they were dur-
ing the preceding year. Most of the rise was due
to substantial increases in the number of disabil-
ity days in the North Central and West Region.

The detailed tables in this report show sta-
tistics on the incidence of acute conditions and
the ussociated days of restricted activity, bed
disability, and time lost from work or school, by
age, sex, calendar quarter, place of residence,
and geographic region. Certain. findings are
bricfly highlighted in the text. Also included in
the text is a limited amount of comparative data
on acute conditions and associated .disability for
previous years.

This report is one of an annual series of re-
ports on the incidence of acute illness or injuries
based on data collected in the Health Interview
Survey. The previous report, Series 10, Number
125, covered the period July 1976-June 1977;
other such reports in Series 10 dealing,with
acute illness and injuries on a midyear-to-
midyear basis are Numbers 1, 10, 15, 26, 38, 44,
54, 69, 77, 82, 88, 98, 102, 114, and 120 for
1962 through 1977. Similar data on the inci-
dence of acute conditions on a calendar year
basis are summarized in the Current Estimates
reports in Series 10, Numbers 52, 60, 63, 72,
79, 85, 95, 100, 115, 199, and 126 from 1967
through 1977.

Although published reports are the primary
vehicle for disseminating statistical estimates
from the Health Interview Survey, data,are also
available in the forms of special tabulations and
standardized microdata tapes. Questions pertain-
ing to cost, delivery time, and data years avail-
able, should be directed to the  Division of
Health Interview Statistics.

SOURCE AND. LIMITATIONS ;
OF THE DATA

The information presented in. this, report is
based on data collected in a continuing nation-
wide survey conducted by household interview.
Each week a probability sample of the civilian
noninstitutionalized population is ingerviewed
by trained personnel of the U.S. Bureau of the
Census to obtain information about the health



and other characteristics of each family member
of the household living at the time of the inter-
view. During July 1977-June 1978, the sample
was composed of 41,285 households containing
approximately 110,530 persons. The total non-
interview rate was 3.7 percent of which approxi-
mately 2.0 percent was due to respondent re-
fusal and the remainder was primarily due to
failure to find an eligible respondent at home
after repeated calls.

The population figures used in computing
the rates shown in this report appear in tables
31-33.

A description of the design of the survey,
the methods used in estimation, and general
qualifications of the data obtained from this
survey is presented in appendix I. Since the esti-
mates shown in this report are based on a sam-
ple of the population, they are subject to sam-
pling error. Therefore, particular attention
should be paid to the section entitled “Reliabil-
ity of Estimates.” Sampling errors for most of
the estimates are of relatively low magnitude.
However, where an estimated number or the
numerator or denominator of a rate or percent-
age is small, the sampling error may be high.
Charts of relative sampling errors and instruc-
tions for their use are also shown in appendix I.

Certain terms used in this report are defined
in appendix II. Some of the terms have special-
ized meanings for the purpose of the survey. For
example, estimates of the incidence of ‘“‘acute
conditions” are based on conditions that had
started within the 2 weeks prior to the week of
interview and had involved either medical atten-
tion or restricted activity. However, certain con-
ditions such as heart trouble and diabetes are
always classified as chronic regardless of dura-
tion or date of onset. (See complete list in
appendix II.)

Estimates of the number of disability days
associated with acute conditions are derived
from the number of days of disability exper-
enced during the 2-week period prior to the
week of interview and include all such days re-
ported even if the acute condition causing the
disability had its onset prior to the 2-week
period. Disability days associated with acute
conditions are recorded on a condition basis. If
an individual reports more than one illness or
injury on the same day, the count of disability

days will exceed the actual number of days dis-
abled (i.e., person days of disability).

Appendix III contains that portion of the
questionnaire showing the probe question pages
for acute conditions and the condition pages
used for July-December 1977 and January-June
1978. For both these periods, these portions of
the questionnaire remained the same. The entire
questionnaire used for the Health Interview
Survey during 1977 is illustrated in the Current
Estimates report for that year (Series 10, Num-
ber 126). The entire 1978 questionnaire will be
illustrated in the Current Estimates report for
that year.

In this report, terms such as ‘“‘similar” and
‘“the same” mean that no statistically significant
difference exists between the statistics being
compared. Terms relating to difference (i.c.,
“oreater,” “less,” and so forth) indicate that dif-
ferences are statistically significant. The Z-test
with a critical value of 1.96 (0.05 level of sig-
nificance) was used to test all comparisons that
are discussed. Lack of comment regarding the
difference between any two statistics does not
mean the difference was tested and found to be
not significant.

INCIDENCE OF ACUTE CONDITIONS
AND ASSOCIATED DISABILITY DAYS

During July 1977-June 1978, approximately
466.4 million acute illnesses and injuries that in-
volved either medical attention or restricted
activity during the 2 weeks prior to the inter-
view week occurred among the civilian noninsti-
tutionalized population of the United States.
The annual incidence of acute conditions was
219.0 conditions per 100 persons per year. As
in previous years, acute respiratory conditions
continued to account for about half (563.4 per-
cent) of all acute conditions, reflecting an inci-
dence rate of 116.9 per 100 persons per year.
The common cold, with an incidence rate of
45.9 conditions per 100 persons per year, and
influenzalike illnesses, with an incidence rate of
49.2 conditions per 100 persons per year, were
the main contributors to the overall rate for
acute respiratory conditions. The proportion of
the population with upper respiratory condi-
tions and influenzalike illnesses was greater dur-



ing the July 1977-June 1978 period than during
the same preceding time period. The annual inci-
dence rate for injuries, which represents 15.8
percent of all acute conditions, was 34.5 per 100
persons per year. Infective and parasitic diseases
accounted for 11.1 percent of all conditions
and had an incidence rate of 24.2 per 100 per-
sons per year, a rate lower than the rate of 27.5

reported for the previous period. Digestive sys-
tem conditions represented only 4.5 percent of
all conditions, with a rate (9.9) similar to that
of the previous year (table 1).

Table A presents comparative incidence and
disability day rates per 100 persons per year for
selected statistics on acute conditions for the

July 1977-June 1978 period as well as for the

previous year and for a comparable 2-year
period 5 years earlier. As may be noted, al-
though the incidence rate for acute conditions
for the two 5-year periods are similar, the rates
for disability days tended to be higher during
the recent 2-year period than during the earlier
period.

During July 1977-June 1978, acute condi-
tions caused approximately 975.5 days of re-
stricted activity per 100 persons per year (tables
A and 2). The increase over July 1976-June
1977 (when the rate was 935.9) derives almost
entirely from the increase in the rate for females,
which rose from 1,023.5 to 1,098.1 days per
100 persons per year. The rates for males were
almost identical for these two periods (841.9
in 1976-77 and 844.1 in 1977-78). The pattern
was similar for bed disability days (tables A
and 3), with the increase for 1977-78 (from
419.7 to 443.7 days per 100 persons per year)
being due almost entirely to an increase in the
rate for females (from 472.9 to 514.2). The
rates for males remained about the same for
these two periods (362.6 for 1976-77 and 368.1
for 1977-78).

In the Health Interview Survey, a medically
attended condition is a condition with its onset
within the 2 weeks prior to the interview and for
which a physician was consulted. During July
1977-June 1978, about 18.2 percent of the
acute illnesses and injuries were medically

attended but caused no restriction of activity
(cutdown of usual activities for as much as a
day); approximately 37.0 were medically
attended and caused activity restriction, and the
remaining 44.9 percent caused activity restric-
tion but were not medically attended (tables
B and 4).

The incidence of acute conditions per 100
persons per year declined as age increased (table
5 and figure 1). The age-specific rates for fe-
males exceeded those for male adults, but were
similar for both sexes for persons under 17 years
of age.

During July 1977-June 1978, the average
duration of disability per acute condition was
about 4.5 days of restricted activity per person
and 2.0 days of bed disability per person com-
pared with 4.3 and 1.9 days, respectively, re-
ported during July 1976-June 1977 (tables G, 6,
and 7). Among the variables shown in table C,
age and type of acute condition are the major
variables explaining differences in average dura-
tion of acute conditions. As age increased, the

incidence of acute conditions per 100 persons
per year decreased (from 381.6 for children
under 6 years of age to 111.0 for persons 65
years and over). However, the effect of the con-
dition was more severe among persons in the
older age group—the average duration of their
conditions was more than three times as long as
that for children under 6 years of age.

Among children and youths 6-16 years of
age, acute conditions caused 4.9 days lost from

school per child (table 8). Of this total, 3.2 days
were attributed to respiratory conditions. The
rate for schoolloss days was higher for females
(5.8) than for males (4.5).

The incidence of acute conditions per 100
currently employed persons per year was 194.0
(table 9). These conditions caused 3.7 days lost
from work per currently employed person (table
10). Following the usual trend, the annual rate
per 100 persons of absence from work due to
illness or injury was higher for females (417.1)
than for males (340.2).

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION

For the July 1977-June 1978 period, the
incidence rate of acute illnesses and injuries per
100 persons per year by place of residence fol-
lowed the usual pattern. The incidence rate was
higher for residents of standard metropolitan
statistical areas (224.3) than for nonfarm resi-
dents (211.5) and farm residents (168.0) living
outside of metropolitan districts (table 11). The
lower incidence rate for acute conditions for
farm residents corresponded to the lower rates
for restricted-activity days and bed days re-
ported for this group (tables 12 and 13).

Rates for the major categories of acute con-
ditions were similar in metropolitan and non-
metropolitan areas except for upper respiratory
conditions, which were higher in the metropoli-
tan areas (table 14). The average rate of disabil-
ity days due to acute conditions was consider-
ably lower for farm residents than for residents
of metropolitan areas (tables 15 and 16). Ap-
proximately 835.2 days of restricted activity
and 347.0 bed-disability days were reported per
100 farm residents per year compared with
997.2 and 452.7, respectively, for metropolitan
area residents.

Among the four geographic regions, as in
previous years, the West continued to have an
incidence rate of acute conditions higher than
the national average (table 17 and figure 2). Fig-
ure 2 also shows the sharp increase over the
previous year in the incidence of acute condi-
tions for the North Central Region. Most of this
increase is accounted for by the increased inci-
dence rate for influenza, which rose from 50.4

during July 1976-June 1977 to 65.3 during July
1977-June 1978 (table 20). A correspondingly
large increase occurred in the North Central
Region for restricted-activity days during the
2-year period (from 842.4 to 953.2 days per 100
persons per year—table 18) and for bed days
(from 370.2 to 421.1 days per 100 persons per
year—table 19). Tables 20-22 show the regional
distribution for the incidence of acute condi-
tions and associated restricted-activity and bed-
disability days by the type of acute conditions.

SEASONAL VARIATION
BY CALENDAR QUARTER

The incidence of acute conditions per 100
persons per quarter was higher for October
through December (60.9) and for January
through March (68.7), compared with the rates
of 45.0 and 44.4 for the periods July through
September and April through June, respectively
(table 23). Respiratory conditions accounted for
most of the seasonal variation (table 24). The
variation by the broad categories of acute condi-
tions is shown in figure 3.

Interpretations of trends in recent years
should take into account the effects of modifica-
tion in data collection procedures on the esti-

mates of acute conditions during previous years
as reported in Series 10, No. 102.

The rates for restricted-activity days (tables
25 and 26) and bed-disability days associated
with acute conditions (tables 27 and 28) show a
similar pattern in seasonal variation as was evi-
denced for the incidence of acute conditions.

Tables 29 and 30 present data on the sea-
sonal variation of acute respiratory conditions
and injuries per 100 persons per quarter. Also
shown are the rates of restricted-activity days
and bed-disability days per 100 persons per
quarter which are associated with these con-
ditions.
