3. The filename will be populated in the correct box.

4. Browse to the folder location where you would like to store the file (e.g.,
Desktop).

5. Click the "Save" button after you highlight the destination folder. A

dialog box will open to show you the progress of the download.

6. Once the download is complete, either click on the "Open" button to open
the file or click on the "Close" button. You can then later return to the
destination folder and open the file from there.
