Patient Safety Component:

1. The High Risk Inpatient Influenza Vaccination (HRIIV) forms and protocol
have been updated to allow reporting of Non-seasonal influenza vaccinations.

2. If you IMPORT PROCEDURES, note that there have been slight changes in how
the import function is accessed within NHSN. Please see the attached document,
titted "NHSN Newsletter" for modified instructions.

Healthcare Personnel Safety Component:

1. The Healthcare Worker (HCW) Influenza Vaccination form has been updated to
include a list of manufacturers for the 2009 H1IN1 non-seasonal vaccine. This
updated form is available at:

2. Analysis output options are now available for HCW demographic data and and
HCW influenza vaccinations. Each of these will allow you to produce line

4. Next, select the import file. Click "Browse" to search for and select the
file to import.

Depending on
the size of the file, it may take a few moments for the entire file to be
submitted. Once the entire file has been submitted, you will be brought to
the Procedure Import screen.
