Fall protection training programs must be provided 
to workers who might be exposed to fall hazards.

Employers must provide effective fall protection for workers 
who are working at 6 feet or higher by providing either:

Guardrail 
Systems

Safety Net 
Systems

Personal Fall Arrest 
Systems (PFAS)
