
Boot Rubber Band Printing Instructions

____________________________________________________________________________________
Please use the Production Memo on the next page as a guide to set up the print job for your Live to be Salty boot rubber bands. The categories on the Production Memo are the types of information a printing company would want to have in order to produce these rubber bands to our desired specifications.

These rubber bands are designed to be the same size as the ones sold in fishery supply stores that the crews use to hold their rain pants around their ankles when working on deck. The final size of the rubber bands is 3/4” x 6”. There are two files to download (on says “I wear my PFD on deck” and the other “livetobesalty.org”). Please download both the files from our website and include them with the Production Memo when you send them to your printer.

The Production Memo has certain fields you can edit and other portions that are locked. This is to preserve the print settings, but should allow you to fill in your information for an order.

The key things to consider when printing these rubber bands are:

· SIZE: These rubber bands are designed to be a 3/4” x 6” finished size.  Changing the size may result in the bands being too small or too weak to be used by the fishermen..

· COLOR: To match the branding of the rest of the Live to be Salty materials, the preferred colors for the bands are teal (Pantone #7477C) or blue (Pantone #286C) with white text.
