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INTRODUCTION

With the HIV epidemic, messages around condom use have been remarkably successful at encouraging condom use at first sex in France: 90% of adolescents report condom use and 97% report usage of
any method at first sex. However, 1 in 3 pregnancies are reported as unintended in France, with 60% ending in abortion. Unintended pregnancies among adolescents have been on rise since the mid 90s,
peaking in 2006. This begs further exploration of the contraceptive transitions and the trade-offs between STl and pregnancy prevention in early sexual life.
