You have 2 VERB YELLOWBALLS
and 2 goals. Divide into 2
teams and start each team out with 1
YELLOWBALL. See which team can get a
YELLOWBALL into the other team’s goal the
fastest, without getting tagged. Once
someone is tagged they have to kick the ball
and whichever team recovers it, may continue
attacking the defender’s goal.
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VERB YELLOWBALL.

CHALLENGE:

Play a game of hockey, but add
1 VERB YELLOWBALL into the mix.
YELLOWBALL goals count as 2, but can only
be scored with your feet, not a stick.

It's what you do.
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CHALLENGE:

Play kickball while using 1
VERB YELLOWBALL. To make it more
challenging run the bases backwards.
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CHALLENGE:

Using 2 VERB YELLOWBALLS
create a game that is played using both
land and water. With one exception,
the YELLOWBALL cannot go under
water or touch the ground.
