Wel ch:  When did you first |learn about the ICF or its
previ ous versions (ICIDH or |ClDH 2)?

Threats: | was interested in disability epideni ol ogy and
took a course in it at Saint Louis University. | found out
that the new version of the I CIDH was bei ng devel oped. |
got the hard copy of the Beta-1 draft and reviewed it. It
was a potentially great system wi th good ideas but the
conponents in the comuni cation areas were not correct
(e.q.

term nol ogy) and not conplete (lacking key itens such as
f ood

consi stency inportant to speech-|anguage pathol ogi sts when
they provide intervention with dysphagia (a swall ow ng

di sorder). Wthout these corrections and conpletions, |
knew it would not work in actual application to ny field.
Consequently, | submtted a detailed review with
recomendati ons for changes and respective references to
VWHO. These have been incorporated into the new version

| CF.

Wel ch:  What do you find hel pful about the |ICF?

Threats: Speech by its definition does not occur in a
vaccum Therefore, the environnment conmponent is extrenely
critical in nmy field. Being (or not being) able to speak is
one aspect but there is also being (or not being) able to
speak to sonmeone. There needs to be sonmeone on the
receptive side for actual communication (interaction). In
speech, people are inportant assistive aids. Wile
augnent ati ve communi cati on devi ces

are inportant, as well, people are the nunber one factor
since they

listen and give clarification and feedback.

Wel ch:  What do you consi der weaknesses of the |ICF?

Threats: During the revision there was a | ack of
clarification differentiating

the A and P conponents or the "do-do" and "can-do" which
pr onpt ed

concern. This was true for the speech/comuni cation al ong
wi th ot her



areas of the ICIDH-2 versions. However, this has been
addressed in the
| CF version with capacity and performance qualifiers.

Welch: How is the ICF being used in your field?

Threats: Inportantly, the ICF has been officially adopted
by ASHA as the framework for the field in the 2001lscope of
practice for speech-|anguage pathology. It is used
primarily as a framework for designing therapy prograns, a
conponent in research studies, and in the classroom The
next step will

be to use the actual ICF codes in practice. But this wll
take tinme and

wi despread adoption in ny field and others. Practitioners
nmust

famliarize thenselves with the | CF codes and require sone
gui dance in

using the ICF, such as the clinical manual (referring to
manual on usi ng

the | CF being devel oped by the APA). But, renmenber the |1CD
book is

bi gger than the ICF so coding can be done.

Wel ch:  Any final comments to share wth the C earinghouse?

Threats: The |ICF should be thought of as a constitution,
whi ch sets the rul es and

gives a framework. It's the ingenuity of individuals to use
it and make

it really grow and prosper. Renenber the ICF is not the
final word -

there will be an ICF-2 and | CF-3 down the road.
